Conference of Trunk Line Associn-
tion Has Been Called for
Next Week.

Worthwestern raillroads mav have an-
other house cleaning in rates at the meet-
ing of thé trunk, line assecciation which
will take place in Clicago next weekt The
action of the North-Western, the Milwau-
Lee and the Burlirgton, Cedar Rapids &
Northern putting into effect new rates
from Chicago to pcints.in North and South
Dakota without ckecking the new figures
over. with other lines resulted in trouble.

When the Great Nerlhern and Northern
Pacific were ready to anvounce their new
rates to points in Minnesota and the Da-
kotas, a conference with others lines was
held to prevent any complications. The
changes in rates from Minneapolis and St.
I'aul were carefully eliccked over and the
new rates Inaugurated without disturbing
the general situation  in  the distriets
touched by.the various lines.

The Chicago rcads inaugurated new
rates from Chleago without conferences
with anyone. The Burlington, Cedar
Rapids & Northern was the first road to
show its anxiety to protect Chicago and
the markets of the Windy City in South
Dakota. The North-Western followed
with just as emphatic a cut in the Chi-
cago rates and the Milwaukee finally in-
augurated a new Chicago tariff to the
farthermost stations on several of its
Dakota lines. The effect of these rates
has .beéu troublesume to otber northwest-
ern lines which desire to see the twin
vitles get a fair shere of the trade in tie
districts affected. In corder to aveid a
general mix up it is proposed that the
northwestern roads hold another general
conference and ge over the new rates
carefully. The meeting of the trunk line |
assoclation which includes several of the
roads affected may see this done.

Those Minimum Car Loads.

_ The demand
for Jumber is such'that it is a case of se-.
curing the material rather than dickering
over the size of the carload, Traffic men
say, that lncregses in minimum weights
must come with the increased size of
equipment if the tendency of rates is 1o
be downward. This view is accepted by
many shippers. :

Another element in the northwest situa-
tion is the strife in some sStates between
jobbers and . the trokers. Many large
retailers have been. put on the jobbers’
list by brokers tbrough their ability to
purchase carloads. Increases in mini-
mum welghts will be objected to by this
class of merchants, = The jobber sees
some good in this result as it removes
some of the retailers from the jobbers’
list and sends them to the jobber for their
goods, L

Schemes Imputed to Eau Claive o8

Boston Men,

Menominee, Mich., Feb. 12.—It is re-
ported that T. F. Frawley, of Eau Claire,
acting in the interests of Boston capltal-
ists, has secured control of the White
Rapids water power, on the Menomjnee
river, and will utilize ‘it for his proposed

"electric railway system and other.indus-

tries. It is also said hesvill build a line
as far north as Powers, Mich., and as far
south as Oconto, Wis., and ultimately to
Green Bay. :

Although Menominee capitalists bougnt
and cousolidated the Menominee and Mar-
inette systems, which Mr. Frawley was
after, he nevertheless applied for a fran-
chise to build another line, and was de-
feated by only oune vote. Another at-
tempt will be made and it may be success-
ful.  He will then apply to the Marinetle
couneil for a franchise for a line through
that ‘eity. If Mr. Frawley .carries out
his preposed plans, a line over seventy-
five miles long, wil: be built, from Spauld-
ing, Mich.,, to Green Bay, Wis.

The Menominee and Marinette capital-
ists, who purchased the two local street
railway systems, are also planning on
some great improvements and a belt line
will be built around the two. citles, a lina
will be extended along the bay shore and a
summer resort built. The Chappe waier
power, five miles up the Menominee rives,
will also be improved. Before the work
is all completed it will invelve an ino-
vestment of over $300,000.

IMMIGRATION BOON

Harriman RHonds Will Adverilz> iho
Far Northiwest,

Officials of the Harriman roads are
about ready to launch the immigration
campaign announced some time ago. The
first efforts will be directed toward the
settling of lands along the company's
lines in Washington, Idaho and Oregon.
Lecturers will canvass the farming dis-
tricts of the east and will illustrate their
talks with stereopticon glidés and moving
pictures. The Harriman syndicate will
establish general agencies in all European
ports which contribute largely to the
American immigration-movement,

Northwestern states instead of states
farther south are to benefit by this com-
paign. This gives Washington, Oregon
and Idaho the advantage of immigration
work by both of the big systems. Work
previously done by the Harriman lines
to attract immigration into states farther
south has not met with the success ex-
pecied and the Harriman officials evident-
ly intend to give the extreme western
end of thelr line the benefit -of their best
work this time.
