MINNE AN INEANT

When A. N, Lincoln Was Here 45
jrras Years Ago. :

HE MARVELS AT CHANGES NOW

A Brash With the Indinns Led
to Seek More Pencefal
Fields.

Him

“This town appears to have grown some
gince ! was here forty-five years ago,”
said & gray-haired man as he stood watch-
ing the passing show at Nicollet avenue
and Fourth street. ‘‘It seems hard to be-
lieve, but 1 could have bought a large
chunk:of property in those days, right in
the heart of what is now the city, I guess,
for $800. As I remember, there was only
one long, straggling buginess street. when
I was here, but for the lile of me 1
couldn't locate it now.”

The speaker was A. N, Lincoln of Chi-
cago, who is visiting his son, E. E. Lin-
coln, 536% Westminster street, St. Paul.
He came up the river on the famous old
steamer Gray Bagle to St. Paul in the
summer of 1857. He spent two weeks in
5t. Paul, which was then a bustling little
city of 10,000 people, and incidentally vis-
ited Minneapolis, which then boasted
about 2,000 souls. He was here for a day
and had not seen the city since until yes-
terday, when he looked upon the won-
drous transformation wrought during his
absence.

Mr. Lincoln came west from Boston in
the spring of 1857, and located in Chicago.
He had considerable ready money with
him, and remembers that he loaned $3,000
to ‘‘a Geneva party,” who wanted him to
take several lots in the vicimity of Mich-
igan' avenue and Thirty-second street,
Chicago, as partial security. He declined
to speculate in windy city real estate,
most of which was uninviting swamp land
at the time. He now regrets the lack of
foresight which kept him from getting a
foothold in Chicago at an early date.

IS CHARTER AT STAKE

Toutine Savings Assoclation's Case
Henrd by Judge Melice,

The hearing of the legal proceedings
for the annulment of the charter of the
i Tontine Savings association was con-
leluded yesterday afternoon before Judge
i McGee and the matter was taken under
advisement. The state, represented by
' Assistant Attorney General W. A. Dona-
| hower, sought to show that the methods
iof the company were not legitimate.
Judge Hicks appeared on behalf of the
defendant.

The company's answer is a long de-
fense of its methods. 1t has a capital of
$100,000. Prior to August, 1807, it says,
it did not deal in diamonds, but after that
date it did substantially as alleged by the
state. Out ol every $1.25 paid 25 cents was
retained and $1 went to the redemption
fund for the cancellation of contracts
which called for a two-carat diamond at
the rate of $100 per carat. Those who

a dismmnond; about what a reputable dealer
in jewels would give. Since 1901, the as-
sociation says, it has not offered in its
contracts to redeem the diamonds in cash
nor guaranteed the value of the diamonds.

It is alleged that the contract holders
are well satisfled with the methods of
the Tontine Savings association, and are
making no complaints. It has collected
$852,400 and paid out on iis contracts, as
they have matured, $705,921. It is ex-
pressly denied that $103,000 or any other
sum has been converted. .

1t is expressly denied that the lapses
average 65 per cent of the contract hold-
ers, but on the contrary, it is alleged that
owing to the confidence in the assoclatiop
the lapses average only about 20 per cent.

First—Where a promissory note secured by
a mortgage on real estate is indorsed and
transferred to a purchaser without a formal
assignment of the morigage, the securily
follows the note, ns an incideat {thereto.
‘'he purchaser becomes the equitable owner
of the mortgage, acquiring an interest which
enables him to deal with it for all purposes,
vnless it is expressly stipulated to the con-
trary by the parties to the transfer.

Second—G. 8. 1884, section 4234, 3d subdivi-
sion, requires that a ereditor holding security
for a claim against an insolvent, must either
cxhaust his security or surrender it to the
‘usslgnée before hre can participate in a dis-
| tribution of the assets.

Third—When proof of a debt is made in pro-
ceedings in insolvency without disclesiug the
fact that its payment is secured, a dividend
is accepted by thie creditor, a formal release
is filed in accordance with the statute and

The defendant issued its bonds and secured

their payment by & mortgage to a trustee

upon its railway. Defadlt was made In the
payment of interest. Thereupon the trustee
foreclosed the mortgage, declaring the whole
mortgage debt due, in an action in the elreuit

court of the United States, and recovered a

personal deficiency judgment against the de-

fendant for the full amount remaining unpaid
upon all of the bonds after applying the net
proceeds of the mortgaged property in pay-
ment thereof. Afterwards the plaintiff, the
holder of certain of the bonds, brought this
action to recover the balance thereon. Held:

First—That the circuit courts of the United

States, In equity, have jurisdiction in a fore-

closure suit to award a personal deficlency

and streets were laid out and described with
reference to such right of ‘way and tracks,
and a street was laid out across the same;
