Women of Chlcago Suburb Orgoniz-
Ing a Maids' Club to Meet in
Their Parlors.

Adkins’. The event took place last Thurs-
day, and the sociely women helped their ser-
vants have a good time in their parlors. The
gervants will have similar “‘at homea' ecvery
week.

The entertainment at the first afternoon
consisted of music by a member of the
Woman's club, a reading by another and the
remainder of the afterncon was spent soclally.
Only two club women will attend the meet-
ings. Miss Adkins has been appointed super-
Intendent of the work and she and the hostess
at whose home the meeting is held will be
the only club women present.
