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der to-morrow and that the ju­
diciary committee be instructed to report 
at that time a bill proposing amendments 
to the constitution, wliich should be made 
a BDeciaJ order at the same time. 

This brought the issue before the bouse 
raised in committee yesterday. 

Speaker Dowllng said that under Mr. 
Larson's motion the bill was now before 
the toouse, and that under the rule 
adopted it was now a' special order. 

Mr. Dunn demurred to this ruling, and 
stated the rule, which was drawn by him. 
It nrovded that the toll, on coming be­
fore the house, should be made a special 
order at such time as fixed by a majority 
of the house. 

Mr. Jacobson assented, but said that t'ne 
remainder of the motion, referring to the 
judiciary committee, was out of order and 
would require a suspension of the rules. 
This the speaker held, and ruled the 
Dunn motion out of order. ~ 

Mr. Dunn stated that in his view the 
constitutional amendments should be con­
sidered together with the tax bill. 

Robert* In Emphatic . 

Mr. Roberts said that he favored the 
adoption of amendments, and hoped some­
thing in this line would be adopted. He 
did not, however, want to see the two 
uestionus tied together, ami declared 
dramatically: 

"Yesterday a majority of this tax com­
mittee, standing for certain corporate in­
terests, undertook to play horse with the 
people of this state." 

He moved that the tax bill be made a 
special order immediately. Mr. Smith 
wanted the date changed to 2:30 p. m. 

"1 had hoped," said Mr. Roberts, "that 
the judiciary committee might have a 

•session this afternoon." 
'•That's just what I want," returned 

Mr. Smith to his colleague. "I want the 
committee to get my constitutional con­
vention bill out to-morrow." 

Mr. Dunn moved as a substitute that 
the bill be made a special order to-mor­
row morning, immediately after the head 
of petitions and communications. 

Mr. Anderson supported the motion, 
and appealed to Mr. Jacobson to agree to 
it. 

Mr. Jacobson replied that it was per­
fectly agreeable to him, and the Dunn 
substitute was carried without a dissent­
ing vote. 

Mr. Dunn bobbed up again with his 
motion, directing the judiciary commit­
tee to report out a constitutional amend­
ment bill not later than to-morrow, and 
making such bill a special order in con­
nection with the tax bill. He said he 
wanted the committee to sit all after­
noon, and all evening if necessary to agree 
upon a bill. 

Mr. Jacobson said he was In favor of 
calling for a report, but not in favor of 
the special order. 

'IVst V o t e oi l A d j o u r n m e n t . 

Mr. Roberts then made the parl iament­
ary coup of the day. 

"We do not want to tie up these two 
propositions," he said, "and we will not, 
unless a majority of this house is deter­
mined not to pass a tax bill. As a sub­
st i tute I move that we do now adjourn." 

Friends of the tax bill and its enemies 
were lined up on the motion for the first 
t ime but there was no roll call to put 
men on record. 

The ayes were louder but the foes of 
the bill demanded a division. 

Sixty-three members rose to their feet 
in support of adjournment. As only 108 
members of the house were present, this 
left only forty-five opposed and they were 
not asked to stand up. The house wa3 
declared adjourned. 

St. L o u i s E m i s s a r i e s H e a r d . 

Adjournment was taken at 11 o'clock, 
but the house members were held in their 
seats to hear f£om representat ives of the 
St. Louis exposition. 

Clinton Rowell , a prominent attorney of 
the exposition city, presented the c la ims 
of the exposition in eloquent language. 
He said that $16,000,000 was already behind 
the enterprise, which would be the great­
es t exposition ever held. Minnesota and 
t h e Dakotas, the great granary of the 
world, would be important factors in the 
exposition. 

R; H. Kern made an eloquent plea, com­
plimenting the state on its prosperity, 
and asking the legislature to lay the 
state 's great products before the eyes of 
the world at St. Louis. 

E. O. Stannard, former lieutenant gov­
ernor of Missouri and one of the great 
St. Louis mil lers , read from President 
McKlnley's speech, "expositions the s ign­
boards of progress." Ho said Iowa had 
appropriated $150,000, and the same was 
hoped from Wisconsin. They looked for 
one of the best exhibits of all from Min­
nesota. 

*Rev. Cornelius H. Patton announced the 
objects and scope of the exposit ion in an 
eloquent address. 

S E X A T E L E T S DOWX B A R S 

R u l e * I n t e r f e r i n g W i t h G e n e r a l Lejs-
iHlnt ion W i l l B e R e s c i n d e d . 

After to-morrow the senate will con­
sider matters of general legis lat ion un­
hampered by any rules. According to a 
program outlined this morning the rule 
adopted at the opening of the session 
that only local or curative acts would be 
considered will be rescinded to-morrow. 
This action will unquestionably result 
in a great influx of bills. 

The determination to let down the bars 
was reached during a discussion of the 
s teer ing committee's report, and Senator 
Halvorson's bili making positions on the 
railroad and warehouse commission ap­
pointive by the governor "instead, of e lec­
tive. The committee reported the bill 
for "indefinite postponement, but the re­
port was tabled, after a protracted de­
bate wjth the understanding that a vote 
would be taken to-morrow morning on a 
motion to abolish the rule entirely. 

Fol lowing the determination to defer 
action, the report of the committee on 
several other bills was also tabled and 
there seems l itt le doubt that after to­
morrow the committee itself will be a 
dead letter. 

B o l i l e t e r B i l l R e c o n s i d e r e d . 

The Bobleter release bill was taken up 
and the vote by which it had passed re­
considered, 32 ayes to 19 nays. On motion 
of Senator Somerville the measure was 
laid on the table. Whether it will again 
come up this sess ion is doubtful. 

The first bill reported adversely by the 
steering committee was Senator Stock-
well 's measure granting the social labor 
and the social democratic parties permis­
sion to be known as the socialist party 
and to have their candidates printed on 
the official ballot with that designation. 
Senator Stockwell asked that* the bill be 
received and said that New York and 
Massachusetts hatl already passed s imilar 
laws and that a national convention of 
the social ist party had fixed upon the 
name given. The vote on his motion to 
amend the committee's report was 24 to 
13, but 32 votes are required. Not ice was 
g iven that a njption to reconsider would 
be. made to-morrow. , 

H a l v o r s o n ' s B i l l D e b a t e d . 

The next bill reported for indefinite 
postponement was Senator Halvorson's 
measure to make railroad and warehouse 
commissioners appointive. The report 
stirred up one of the l ive l i es t .debates of 
the sess ion. Senator Halvorson explained 
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why the bill should pass. The commis­
sion, he said, was the most Important 
body in the state so far as the rural dis­
tricts are concerned, and yet St. Paul 
"statesmen" had succeeded in dictating 
the nominations at the last state conven­
tion. The senator scathingly arraigned 
"a majority" of the pretent commission, 
and said that only through the passage of 
the proposed bill could the republican 
party be purged of the odium now attach­
ing to it. Said he: 

"The present railway commission, 
judged by^ their acts, stand self-con-
demned before all reputable citizens." 

Senator McGowan, who himself has a 
similar bill before the committee, sec­
onded Mr, Halvorson's motion to amend 
the report. He said it was a generally 
conceded fact that since the election of 
the present commission its members had 
done absolutely nothing to benefit the 
people they represent. They had decided 
absolutely against the people in the cele­
brated ore rate case and in other matters 
had proved- their incompetence. 

T h e R u l e M a r k e d f o r S l a u g h t e r . 

Senator Young then advised the sus ­
pension of the rule passed at the opening 
of the sess ion. He said i t s only object 
was to permit of an early adjournment, 
and that object had been defeated by de­
lay in t h e . h o u s e . . He argued that so 
long a s the senate must continue to meet 
it might as well transact business . 
Speaking of Senator Halvorson's bill , he 
said the subject had ben largely dis ­
cussed throughout the state, and he fe l t 
confident that there was no • subject in 
which the voters were more interested. 
A single trial, he thought, had con­
vinced them that members of the com­
miss ion should be appointive, not 
elect ive. * Said he: 

"Railroad consolidation is the most im­
portant problem before the people to-day. 
Already it has resulted in placing 100,000 
miles of road in the hands of five men, 
and here in Minnesota i ts Importance 
was not confined by any means to the re­
sults which might be attained through 
the so-calledi merger." 

Senators McCarthy, Sheehan and others 
also spoke briefly in favor of rescinding 
the rule. v 

Senator Johnson presented a joint reso­
lution requesting the Minnesota delega­
tion in congres to use its efforts to se ­
cure legis lat ion empowering the inter­
state commerce commission to fix maxi­
mum freight and passenger rates . The 
resolution went to the c o m m i t t e e o n rai l ­
roads. A petit ion opposing the adoption 
of the proposed tax code was received 
from Rock county and referred to the 
committee. 

A bill was introduced by Senator Ives , 
and providing for the monthly payment 
of judges of the district court, was re­
ceived despite the fact that the committee 
had reported it for indefinite postpone­
ment.

The act ion of the house this morning 
spurred the judiciary committee to begin 
work on the constitutional amendments , 
although the house passed no vote of in­
structions.

Senator - Baldwin 
appeared to speak for the amendments 
introduced by him in the senate and by 
Mr. Pennington in the house. Discussion 
developed a general , agreement that t h e 
necess i ty demanded such amendments as 
would be most l ikely to pass. 

The amendments proposed by t h e tax 
commission did not find much favor, and 
the majority seemed to think that the 
best chance to carry amendments wi l l be 
to specify just w h a t ' c l a s s e s of property 
should be exempted. Mr. Dobbyn wanted 
the different bil ls referred to. a sub-com­
mittee to draft amendments this after­
noon. No one supported this idea and it 
was agreed to begin work at 2:30 wi th the 
full committee. An invitat ion to attend 
was extended to the tax commissioners 
and the attorney general. 

Mr. Dunn, who led the fight th is morn­
ing for jo int consideration o f . the tax bill 
and the amendments, admitted to the 
committee that the tax bill seemed to 
have the right of way. ' ,

H e n n e p i n D e l e g a t e s P a s s on- S o m e 
lAMMtl M e a s u r e s . 

The Hennepin delegation held a short 
meet ing at the noon hour. Members of 
the. Minneapolis city council committee 
on waterworks were present to answer 
any oT>je6tion& to' 'the waterworks bond 
bill. No opposition developed in the 
delegation . The bill is now in the hands 
of the Ramsey county delegation. 

Mr. Roberts read the new draft of t h e 
bill placing the Hennepin county sheriff 
on salary. By agreement one change -was 
made from the salary l ist decided on. 
There wil l be two outside deputies at 
51,500-, and one at $1,200. In th i s shape 
the bill was recommended to pass. 

Senator Stockwell asked that the dele­
gat ion delay a report on, h is ice bill . The 
Calhoun Improvement association has 
some amendments to offer. C. L. Smith, 
ass istant county attorney, presented his 
bill requiring*monthly s tatements of ' fees 
collected by salaried officers in Hennepin 
county. This is designed to make the 
clerk of the courts turn into the county 
the $100 a month he now receives for ser­
vices performed in the office and which he 
keeps himself. It a lso provides that when 
there is a balance due from any deposit 
made in the hands of a qounty officer 
this must be turned in. There w a s oppo­
sition from some of the attorneys, who 
pointed out that in some cases a county 
officer w a s designated as trustee for 
funds. The bill was referred to sjfcr. 
Dobbyn and Mr. Smith for amendment. '

It is understood that a bill will be introduced

Then came numerous quest ions on the 
agreement of the Harriman interests to 
sell their Northern Pacific s tock and the, 
conferences held. ' T h e ' opposing attor­
neys wanted to locate Mr. Hill's" work in 
conferences among Morgan, Harriman and 
others interested in the deal. Mr. Hi l l 
could recall no conferences on this sub­
ject. He had attended one meet ing in 
Mr. Morgan's offices, was not called there-
for any special purpose.,. His best recol­
lection was .that .whi le J i e was. at Mr. 
Morgan's office Mr. Bacon of Morgan & 
Co., and Mr. Harriman had gbne into an--
other room to set t le the detai ls of the' 
dea l # He had taken no active part in any 
conference. Mr. Hill was asked if it was 
agreed previous to the sa le by Harriman 
interests to Morgan & Co. that Harriman 
was to have a large block. of Northern* 
Securit ies stock. Mr. Hil l knew that was 
the course pursued, but further detai ls 
he could not testify. He sa id . there was. 
no connection between this exchange of 
stocjc, and t h e select ion of Morgan as an 
arbitrator in Northern Pacific affairs. 

D e f i n e " H i l l - M o r g a n I n t e r e s t s . " ,-

"At the t ime of Morgan's se lect ion a s , 
arbitrator, was the then board of d irec- ' 
tors favorable to the Hil l -Morgan inter­
e s t s ? " was asked. Mr. Hil l replied: 

"Now. wil l you please tell me what are. 
the Hil l -Morgan interes ts? I read that 
phrase :n the newspapers, but I do not 
know what i t means ." 

Judge Lancaster referred hm to fois. 
s ta tement of yesterday that there was an 
agreement between himself and assoc iates 
and Morgan and h i s assoc iates to hold 
their stock in order to secure control 6f 
Northern Pacific. This al l iance w a s de­
fined as the Hi l l -Morgan interests . •' 

Mr. Hil l answeied that tihe then board 
of directors was selected mainly by Mor­
gan andi the voting trust which bad con­
trol led the Northern Pacific. Some were 
his trends and some w e r e not. 

The jtlans laid to secure act ion by the 
board of directors to retire the pre­
ferred were gone into. The plaintiff's 
atormey took much pains to secure from 
Mr. Hi l l a s tatement that he had con­
sidered the necess i ty of postponing the 
annual meet ing of the Northern Pacific 
unitil after Jan. 1, 1902. This in order to 
keep the Harriman t>arty from onnuling 
any action by the then board of directors 
in case the Harriman party were in a po­
sit ion to capture the board at the annual 
meet ing in November. 

The witness gave h is present holdings 
in the Great Northern a s be tween two and 
three mil l ions . eH had turned between 
eight and ndne ml l ions into the Northern 
Securit ies company. What h is assoc iates 
individually had done in th i s direction he 
did not know. 

O t h e r S e c u r i t i e s H e l d . 

Mr. Hill , in answer to. a question Wheth­
er the Northern Securities company had 
a vot ing committee,, said that the board 
had appointed a proxy to vote the stock 
in case occasion' should arise . The wi t ­
ness said he was one of the proxies for 
the Great Northern. A different proxy 
was named for the Northern Pacific. 

It developed that 25,000 shares of the 
Crows Nes t Coal company were property 
of the Northern" Securit ies company. The 
company had a lso agreed to buy other 
coal lands, including one tract on Puget 
Sound. 

L The witness was asked if the real object 
Orf the organization of the Northern-Secur­
i t ies was to purchase the stock of the 
Great Northern and Northern Pacific and 
issue i t s own stock in payment therefor. 
Mr. Hil referred to - the terms of the cir­
cular issued at the t ime of organizat ion 
stat ing the purpose. • 

Further questioning brought out the 
s tatement that the Securit ies company 
contemplated acquiring large in teres t s in 
iron ore lands in Minnesota. , I t was also 
the intention td acquire other s tocks and 
bonds. 

Y E S T E R D A t ' S F I N I S H 

D e v o t e d t o W. P . R e t i r e m e n t a n d 
N o r t h e r n S e c u r i t i e s O r g a n i z a t i o n . 

Mr. Hill 's test imony late yesterday aft­
ernoon went into the ret irement of the 
Northern Pacific preferred stock and the 
organization of the Northern Securit ies 
company. The plaintiff's attorneys en­
deavored to ascertain the exact part which 
Mr. Hill played in the retirement of the 
preferred. Many questions were asked 
him about arrangements made wi th the 
Standard Trust company for furnishing 
the money necessary to retire the stock. 
He said that he had discussed the matter 
with members of the firm of Morgan & 
Company and with Mr. Counselman. Mr. 
Hill spoke of J. Pierpont Morgan's pride 
in the Northern Pacific and the fact Mor­
gan did not want it to fall into .the. hands 
of the Union Pacific. The Great North­
ern had a vital interest in the matter . 
It would never do for the southern road 
to acquire the Northern Pacific as the 
Union Pacific in that case would soon 
have controlled the Great Northern. He 
said that Great Northern owmtrs would 
not have cared to fight with a s ingle l ine 
all of the rest of the big western l ines , 
and would have let the property go. 

N. P . R e t i r e m e n t T a k e n U p . 

The question of how the preferred was 
retired and the advantage if any that it 
gave the common stock holders , over the 
preferred was gone i n t o . , Mr. Hill here 
again took occasion to te l l .Judge ; Lan­
caster, that l ie was losing t ime for al l 
concerned in continually .confounding h im 
with the NortJ^rn Pacific, as -he knew l i t ­
t le about the business of -that sys tem. 
The - exact method of retiring-, the pre­
ferred and what was done in that connec­
tion was the business of the Northern.Pa-
cific board. He was interested only as 
any other, stockholder. Previous to the 
meet ing .of the board he had been ac­
quainted wi th the prbposed program in a 
general way only. He knew that it had 
been Mr. Morgan's intention to retire the 
preferred from the t ime of reorganiza­
tion. The provision that the company 
could ret ire the ' s tock was in:the charter 
and in the certificates of 'stockv Here the 
attorneys had another bouf. Mr^Kel logg 
objected to examination on matters which 
were already in writ ten form. The plain­
tiff's attorneys emphasized that whether 
the "company'.' retired the stock or not 
might be a question later on. Mr. Kellogg 
said that the certificates and charter, gave 
the "company" permission to retire the 
stock, the "company*' |diff retire it, and 
the regularity of the proceedings could 
not be questioned. 

Mr., Hil l , when asked if the ret irement 
of the stock was not really done for the 
benefit of the common stock holders, an-
swerel that it w a s done for the benefit of 
the company.
