The Liberal Arts bullding, another .ot
the monster structures which make up the
great picture of the Louisiana Purchase
Exposition, is the closest of the big ex-
hibit buildings to the open-mesh wire
fence which will separate the exposition
site from the finished part of Forest
Park.. It is the most easterly of the main
exhibit bulldings and abuts the United
States government building.

The Liberal Arts bullding will be built
of staff and the estimate of its cost is
$500,000. Although following the prevail-
ing style of architecture of the exposition
—the Renaissance—Iit adheres closely to
classic lines. The long facade, especially,
ehows a magnificent entrance, almost pure
corinthian. Here is what the architects
gay of their structure:

In fact, the treatment embodies
rather a feeling of the classlc than of the
Renalssance. It has been the endeavor of

The main facade will be 750 feet long and
will be made interesting by the use of a cen-
ter pavilion and of two end pavilions. The
center pavilion is brought somewhat above
the connectlng buildings which unite it with
the pavilions on either side.

On the main facade are three entrances
and on the 525-foot facades are two entrances,
one in each of the end pavilions.
