IN ART CIRCLES

An exhibition of the work of Chicago art-
ists is belng shown this month at the Art In-
gtitute. The exhibition is under the ausploes
of the Municipal Art League, which has
succeeded the Chicago Art Assoclation. The
league 18 a civle federation for the encour-
agement of local art and it mnanages the sales
at the exhibition without commigsion. The
letter of announcement sent out ‘this year
by the league states that ‘‘Chicago educates
more artists than any other city in America,
but that it does not encourage them to Blay
liere, As a consequence, there is a constant
mwigration of artists, and generally of the best
of them, to other localities, where they are
better appreciated.” To prevent this, the
league begs that the people of Chicago will
encourage the local artist not only by going
to see thelr works, but by buying them. The
clubs affliated with the league are the Arche
club, the Catholic Woman's National League,
Chicago Culture club, Chicago South 8ide
club, Chicago Woman's Aid, Chicago Wom-
an's club, Klio Assoclation, Nike ¢lub, Besame
Circle, Unlon League c¢lub, University of Chl-
cago Settlement League, West End Woman's

' ¢club, Woodlawn Woman's club and the Young

Fortnightly,

Nearly all of the clubs making up the
league, give receptlons or private views dur-
ing the exhibition, when they see to It that
as many of their friends visit the collection
under favorable circumstances. Most of the
clubs also purchase a picture annually or
glve o prize.

The Young Fortnightly prize of 3100 was
won this year by Mrs. Anna L. Stacey for
her “Florence.” This shows a winsome and
beautiful child with auburn curls, garlanded
with white blossoms. The little sitter is
gowned in white and is shown against a
background of leafage.- The picture has been
purchased by the Klio Association, and also
Alfred Janson's ““Winter Approaching.” The
other clubs have mnot yet made their selec-
tions, which are usually announced at their
private views.

Senator Cullom has a project for a great
monument to Abraham Lincoln., It has met
with the favorable consideration of the able
commission which has recenily made its re-
port. of a plan for the beautifylng of the na-
tional capital. Three fine sites for monu-
ments are included in the plan, and chief of
these, the apis of the capitol, the commission
agrees should be assigned to Washington.

A number of the leading architects of the
country have seen the drawing of it and
have expressed their eatisfaction with the
conception. In form it i a peristyle of
Doric columns, 250 feet long by 220 feet broad,
gupporting a high tablet inscribed with the

The Dorie ls regarded, with justice, as the
appropriate order to represent the character
of Lincoln. The drawing shows that the
monument 'ronts a vast terrace, or esplan-
ade, adjeining a large basin with fountains,
and at right and left it is inclosed by plan-
tations of trees. The dignified, wpoble and
classical simplicity of the conception appears
to indlcate that the idea might well have
originated in the mind of Mr. McKim. Such
a monument would be a superb ornament in
any city. It would most certainly be a fit
#ymbol of the great American whose life
it is intended to commemorate,

Frederick Dielman's decorative raintings il-
lustrative of journalism have been placed
in the BEvening Star building, in Washing-
ton. The subjects are ‘‘The Diffusion of In-
telligence,’”” ‘‘Newsgathering,””” ‘‘The Day's
History,”” “The Editorial Function,” “Typog-
raphy,” ‘“‘Steem and Electricity' and *“‘Ad-
vertising."” The universal verdict is that
Mr. Dielman's mural paintings are ‘‘within
their limitation of =size, unexcelled in the
field of mural art.” '
