Chicago, Feb. 25.—University of Chicago 

"co-eds" who have been complaining about 
the quality and variety of the food served 
them in the dining-rooms of the several dor­
mitories, declare that they are being sys­
tematically starved on tbe prescribed hygienic 
regime. They believe they bave found tae 
cause for their predicament in the fact that 
they are required to live on an expenditure 
for food of 20 cents a day, or 10 cents a 
meal, each. 

The "co-eds" pay $3.50 each -week for their 
board. But of this sum only $2.10 a week 
is spent by the authorities for food, while 
the rest goes to pay the expenses of prepara­
tion and service. Such a small sum for food, 
eay the protesting young women, is not suf­
ficient for their proper sustenance, however, 
efficient the hygienic and scientific methods 
employed in preparation may be. 

Dean Marion Talbot, who manages the cook­
ing department at the university, was em­
phatic in supporting her system to-day. Dean 
Talbot admitted tha t complaints had (been 
made by the young women, but declared that, 
though plain, the food served was so carefully 
selected and prepared, and furnished in such 
generous quantities as to insure the health 
of any young person. 

She said: "Our boarding system at the 
university, which has now been in operation 
for nearly nine years, is founded on hygienic 
and scientific principles, which many authori­
ties agree are correct. w e aim to buy only 
those foods which. are easily digested. All 
others are discarded. 

"At every meal those foods are served 
which contain, in the proper proportions, the 
water, starch, sugar, the albumen and fats 
which the body needs. Great pains are taken 
with the soups. If a rich eoup is served 
then the course which follows is not so rich 
in nutritive substances. The desserts are 
also determined by the quantity of nutritious 
matter contained in the courses tha t precede 

"We do not aim to make money on trie 
department, but do insist on keeping the ex­
pense within the income."

Washington, Feb. 25.—The sixth national 
congress of mothers began its sessions here 
to-day. A large number of the delegates &r» 
In the city and were received by the commit­
tee on credentials this morning. The program 
for this afternoon Includes the address of the 
president. Mrs. Theodore W. Birney, greet­
ings from sister organizations, and reports 
of officers, committees and delegates. 

The election of a president to succeed Mrs. 
Theodore W. Birney, the founder of the Asso­
ciation of Mothers, -who has held the office tor 
five successive years, will be one of the im­
portant features. Mrs. Birney ds the first 
and only president of the organization, and 
she feels that it is time for her to relinquish 
her duties in favor of some other capable 
woman. A decided opposition to any such 
purpose of retirement will be.forthcoming at 
the election of officers, and Mrs. Birney will 
again be the unanimous choice of the con­
gress. 

A model nurserv will be conducted in one 
of the rooms of the church by Mrs Fred Du­
bois, wife of the senator from Idaho, formerly 
a South Dakota kindergartener. This will be 
both an amusing and instructive feature of 
the coDRrcss. A. room -will be fitted UD with 
all the up-to-date accessories of an infant's 
room, and the care of children, all the facts 
of their well being, will toe demonstrated to 
all who come that way. Trained nurses in 
cap and gown will be in attendance, and for 
lovers ot babies the nursery will be a popular 
adjunct to the occasion. 

A reception to members of the congress by 
Mrs. Roosevelt will be held on Thursday af­
ternoon, followed later in the day by a recep­
tion 'by Mrs. A. L. Barbour. 

A unique social event, of which the congress 
will have many, will be a luncheon given by 
Mrs. Birney to the daughters of the national 
officers, in appreciation of their services. This 
will be held to-morrow. Mrs. J. B. Hender­
son will also give a reception, while trips to 
Mount Vernon and the various places of pub­
lic interest about the city will conclude- the 
visit of the delegates. 

The National Congress of Mothers is now 
classed among the most powerful ot the wo­
men's organizations in this country. Ten 
states have formed organizations and hold 
annual state meetings. In addition to such 
active membership, the congress has corre­
spondents in every state in the union, and in 
Canada, England, Germany, France, Hun­
gary, China, Japan, India. Australia. Brazil, 
Chili, Peru and the Hawaiian islands. 

President Roosevelt himself expressed so 
clearlv the objects and purposes of the moth­
ers in his address to them at Albany, where 
the mothers' congress convened during his 
administration as Governor of New York, that 
it ought to be reproduced here. He said: 

"Fundamentally, the question of love and 
confidence between parents and children un­
derlie the whole social system—not only un­
derlie, but are. Our civil life in the long: run 
will rise lor sink as the average family is a 
success or a failure. All questions of social 
life will solve themselves if the children are 
brought up to be the highest they are capable 
of being, if our social and family relations are 
as they should be; if not, no material pros­
perity, no progress in literature, art, success 
in business or victory in war wijl make up for 
it to the nation." 

President Roosevelt is a member of the ad­
visory council of the mothers, along with 
many noted men of science, religion, politics 
and philanthropy.
