Daly's Grain Bil l R e v i v e d . 

Several new bills were Introduced. One, 
presented by Senator Daly, though de­
feated at the last session, provides for the 
taxation of grain in elevators, and em­
powers elevator men to retain enough 
grain to pay the expenses of taxation in 
cases where the owner re&ides outside of 
the state or is unknown. Senator Hal-
vorson introduced a bill requiring bank 
officials to furnish a statement of depos­
its to the superintendent of banks and 
also to the county auditor. This is a 
feature of the rejected code which aroused 
considerable opposition in the house. 

Senator Everett introduced a bill 
amending the law so as to make non-
support a misdemeanor instead of a felo­
ny. This is to enable a wife to testify 
against her husband, the Ramsey county 
courts having ruled that she cannot so 
testify when tho offense alleged is felony. 

Senator Sheehan introduced a bill 
amending Section 1, Chapter 56, of the 
laws of 1894. This law permits a railroad 
corporation to mortgage its property and 
to issue bonds, redeemable in stock or not 
as the company may elect, for the purpose 
of raising money to increase its equip­
ment. It also permits the issuance of 
deeds of trust. As amended, the law will 
Include telephone and telegraph com­
panies. 

A Move for the Boers . 

Senator Stockwell introduced a joint 
resolution calling upon the president to 
prevent the exportation of mules from 
American ports to South Africa. The 
resolution follows: 

Whereas, The treaty of Washington, con­
cluded between Great Britain and the United 
States May 8, 1871, remains in full force, and 

Whereas, Under the terms of this treaty, 
either party thereof, is not to permit or suffer 
either belligerent to make use of its ports 
or waters as a base of naval operations 
against the other, or. for the purpose of tho 
renewal or augmentation of military supplies' 
or arms or the recruitment of men, and 

Whereas. This treaty Is being constantly 
violated by the United States in permitting 
horses and moles to be shipped from its 
ports by the agents of the English army to 
be used In the war of England against the 
South African republic, thus aiding and abet­
ting England in her unholy war of conquest 
of the Boer republic. 

Therefore be it resolved by the senate, the 
house concurring, That we call upon the 
chief executive of this nation to enforce the 
treaty of Washington in letter and in spirit. 

The resolution went over, under notice 
of debate given by Senator Sheehan. ' 

Senator Stockwell also introduced a 
resolution fixing the salary of Walter 
McCoy, janitor of the senate chamber, at 
$5 a day, and that of James Woodford at 
the same figure, their pay to date from the 
beginning of the session. The resolu­
tion was referred to the committee on 
legislative expenses. 

Senator Wilson's bill to legalize con­
veyances of real property in certain cases 
•was passed under suspension of the rules. 

S tockwel l Oppoftes Army Post . 

The motion to reconsider the vote by 
which the senate passed the joint resolu­
tion from the house, calling upon congress 
to locate one of the new army posts at 
Crookston, was defeated viva voce.

POHEIGX CORPORATION TAX 

A House Committee Hearing- on t h e 

P e n n i n g t o n Bil l . 

The house tax committee had a hearing 
at noon, to-day on Mr. Pennington's bill 
taxing foreign corporations. This is part 
of the democratic program and Mr. Pen­
nington was supported in his argument 
by Senator Baldwin who introduced it in 
the ."-ernate. The committee agreed that 
the bill was a good thing if constitutional. 
They returned it to the judiciary com­
mittee for investigation on this point. 
The bill taxes all foreign corporations 
doing business in Minnesota on such pro­
portion of the capital stock as is repre­
sented by the business done in this state. 
Tihis, Senator Baldwin explained, simply 
placed these corporations on the same 
footing as domestic corporations. The 
Somerville law already requires a license 
fee from such corporations. Members of 
the tax commission hold that under the 
Somerville law these corponatoiis had se­
cured a vested light for thirty years and 
that any further taxation •would interfere 
•with tjee freedom ol inter-state com­
merce. Senator Baldwin cited a New 
York decision holding such a tax.* not to 
be a violation of the federal constitution. 

Mr. Berg said the Somerville law had 
resulted in tine collecton of $75,000 in fees 
from foreign corporations. Mr. Peterson 
suggested that if the Somerville law did 
grant immunity from taxation to corpora­
tions that ihad taken out licenses, some­
thing like the Pennington bill should be 
enacted to apply to corporations that en­
ter the state in the future. 

Tihe lum^e Judicary commttee recom­
mended for passage Senator Snyder's bill 
amending the Torrens law. 

WALLACE'S BILL STRANDED 

The Steer ing Committee Votes to 
f "Forsret It." 

The house steering committee Unas voted 
to turn down Mr. Wallace's bill abolish­
ing the present railroad and warehouse 
commission.

SMALL LOGGERS HAVE TO QUIT 

C n t Lea* Than Half t h e Winter ' s 

Hauled In Some Instance*.

Sandstone, Minn., Feb. 27.—A serious 

condition of affairs confronts loggers In 
northeastern Minnesota! The present 
mild weather .has destroyed the roads, 
and many concerns, chiefly small opera­
tors, \are coming out of the Woods. Most 
of tllese have JQOt yet hauled half their 
winter's cut to the streams. The log 
crop promises to be short and some log­
gers will go bankrupt. Even the heavy 
ice roads, of the larger firms are wearing 
out, and unless the weather changes sud­
denly even these imuat soon quit. It is 
estimated that about two-thirds of the 
winter's cut will get into the booms this, 
spring.

Bemidji, Minn., Feb. 27.—At the coming 

village aid township elections, a propo­
sition''will be submitted to the voters on 
the issue of $50,000 5 per cent bonds ma­
turing in fifteen years, for the purpose of 
building a new courthouse and addition 
to the county jail at Bemidji. The pres­
ent courthouse is an old frame relic, and 
the jail cannot accommodate hardly a 
third of the county prisoners. Many are 
kept in Crookston at a cost of $20-a day 
to Beltrami county, which will probably 
spend $1,500 this year on railroad fares 
alone for sheriff and prisoners between 
this place and Crookston. 

In spite of this condition, there is a de­
cided opposition to the bond issue. This 
comes largely from the foreign pine own­
ers, who do not wish to see public im­
provements carried too far until their 
timber is out of reach. Their opposition 
is reasonable, as they pay, outside of the 
villages, a major share of the county 
taxes. Then there are other opponents 
who desire to wrest * from Bemidji the 
county seat or remove from it the terri­
tory of which it is the capital by 
dividing the county. There are two 
active movements for such an ob­
ject, and the new town . of Blackduck 
stands ready to launch its campaign for 
this purpose at a moment's notice. 

Citizens of Bagley and citizens of Shev-
lln are hustling for signatures on rival 
petitions for a division of the county. 
Both want a slice of Beltrami cut off into 
a new county, but each town wants the 
line drawn In such a way as will make 
it the county seat. 

Bagley people want the three tiers of 
towns between Becker county and the 
Red Lake reservation, forming the west­
ern limits, of Beltrami county, as the new 
county, making a county of less than 
twenty-four townships. Shevlln wants 
this territory and still another tier to the 
east, making a county of twenty-eight 
townships. 

Should the Bagley county be organized, 
that village would be in the center; the 
same may be said of Shevlin, should its 
plan .win. Both factions are getting* up 
a petition to forward to the the governor. 
They are urging their claims now, as 
they can do little without the co-opera­
tion of Bemidji, and they are willing to 
swap votes for honds for votes for di­
vision. The situation is peculilar. Bel­
trami county is 180 miles long and 64 
miles wide, and is large enough for four 
counties. The western half is well popu­
lated!, but it is perhaps too soon for the 
dissolution.

HEARS HAT EULOGIZE McKINLEY 

Dinner at the Whi te House To-n ight 

Closes Another Day of

Washington, Feb. 27.—The" second chap­
ter in the national capital's welcome to 
Prince Henry of Prussia began to-day. 
Arriving from New York at 9 o'clock this 
morning, he and his suite at noon at­
tended the McKinley memorial services at 
the capitol and at their conclusion made 
a flying trip to pay tribute to the memory 
of Washington at Mount Vernon. He will 
he the guest of President Roosevelt at a 
idlnner at the White House to-night. 

The special train made its second 
trip from New York to Washington on 
schedule time, i t left Jersey City at 1:30 
o'olock this morning and at a o'clock 
rolled into t'he Pennsylvania depot here. 
The prince was met at the station by As­
sistant Secretary ol State Pelxce and 
Count' Wuadt of the German embassy, 
and, escorted by cavalry and police, was 
driven to the embassy. 

Atgain the Cavalry. 

A. cro-wd. ol several thousand •people "had 
gathered at the station, but there was no 
cheering. At 9:15 o'clock the cavalry 
escort galloped up Massachusetts avenue 
and swung into battalion front facing the 
embassy. Prince Henry drove in an open 
carriage, nodding and smiling in'recog­
nition of the applause and returning each 
military salute. Assistant Secretary of 
State Hill sat beside'him, with Com-
m&xvder Oo-wles. The guard" o£ honor ot 
ten United States engineers brought their 
guns to present as he stepped inside. 

On the threshold of the embassy the 
prince paused and facing the long lines 
of troopers with saluting sabers and the 
knots of ladies who had braved their vvay 
through the lines, gave a sweeping boW 
as he turned and went inside. Within 
the embassy the prince had at his dispo­
sal the handsome suite of apartments on 
the first floor. There were no formali­
ties during 'the morning.

Their Knees Touch Under the Same 
Mahogany. 

New York, FeD. 27.—Prince Henry dined 
last night with 1,000 of the men who make 
American newspapers. He was the spe­
cial guest of Herman Ridder, proprietor 
of the New York Staats Zeitung, who 
gathered at his table a majority of the 
leading figures in American journalism. 
They came from the ftfur quarters of the 
country and made the most noteworthy 
gathering of their profession ever assem­
bled in the United States. There was a 
felicitous exchange of greetings between 
Prince Henry and the men who spoke for 
the journalists. 

The dinner was given in the ballroom 
of the Waldorf-Astoria hotel, and the 
Astor gallery. The two rooms were 
splendidly decorated. 

Prince Henry, attended by the members 
of his suite, drove to the hotel under* 
escort of cavalry and mounted police. 
The demonstration in the streets was 
the most cordial that has so far marked 
his appearance in public. The prince 
reached the hotel at 8:30 o'clock and was 
received by Mr. Ridder. They shook 
hands warmly. 

The band played the Amerincan na­
tional anthem as the first of the uni­
formed staff entered and the crowd of 
guests arose. There was a great cheer 
as the prince appeared and another when 
he took his place at the side of Mr. Rid­
der at the special table. 

As the prince took his seat the elec­
tric light was flashed into the Prussian 
eagle above him on the southern wall 
and the power was also increased in 
every one of the 2,500 incandescent lights 
that burned in the room. It gave spe­
cial brilliancy to an already attractive 
soene. 

Mr. Ridder called upon Bishop Potter, 
who offered grace. Hundreds of hand­
somely gowned women filled the boxes 
above the dining hall. An orchestra high 
up in the second tier of boxes played pop­
ular national music. 

At "Die Wacht Am Rhein" the crowd 
arose. After singing it lustily, there 
were loud cheers. "America" got the 
same enthusiastic treatment. Statuettes 
of Prince Henry were distributed as 
souvenirs. 

At 10:30 o'clock Mr. Ridder, rapping 
for attention, proposed the health of the 
president of the United States and the 
kaiser, and called upon Whitelaw Reid 
to respond whioh Mr. Reid did in hearty 
manner. 

Mr. Ridder, In a graceful address, 
toasted the prince, who responded; 

I am fully aware of the fact that I am the 
guest and in the presence of the representa­
tives of the press of the United States, and 
in particular the guest of the New Yorker 
Staats Zeitung, both of which I wish to thank 
for the kind invitation and rectption I 'have 
met with to-night. Before entering into de­
tails I should like all of you td understand 
that I consider this meeting, though it may be 
looked upon as informal, as a private one, 
and that 4t Is my wish that none of you will 
tafcs advantage ot -what is said or spoken, 
after leaving this table. Undoubtedly the 
press of our day is a factor, if not a power, 
which may not be neglected, and which I 
should like to compare with ever so many 
submarine mines which blow up in many 
caseB in the most unexpected manner; but 
your own naval history teaches us not to 
mind mines should they ever be in our way. 
1 need only mention the name of Farragut. 

Another comparison might be more to your 
taste, gentlemen, and is in fact more com­
plimentary; it is one which his majesty the 
emperor used before I left. He said: "You 
will meet many members of the press, and I 
wish you therefore to keep in mind that the 
press men in the United States rank almost

all good wishes for a long and prosperous 
reign. 

We bail the presence of Prince Henry In 
this country as an omen of even closer ties of 
amity and heartily reciprocal all of the 
splendid overtures of friendship you have 
been graciously pleased to extend.
