Wilford Arnold, an old man, was found 
dead, in his bed in a lodging house at 112 
Seventh street N, yesterday afternoon 
Deceased was 15 years of age and death 
i s thought to have resulted from his ad­
vanced years 

Wilford Arnold was a man with a past 
He came from a wealthy family in Provi­
dence, R I , and he had enjoyed the ad­
vantages of a superior education He was 
a graduate of Brown university and a 
man of strong literary inclinations.., He 
had resided In Minneapolis for about ten 
years, and was employed ae a'book sa les ­
man for awhile But h e was improvi­
dent and impractical, and his friends were 
often compelled to look aftei him to s a \ e 
him from actual suffering His principal 
friends were R J Mendenhall of this 
city and Dr, Dwight F. *Brooks of Mei -
riam Park. , 

Arnold's early life, by his own admis­
sion, was one of reckless profligacy, but 
the sunset years of his life were highly 
exemplai y 

The old man was well known to resi­
dents of the West hotel, where he often 
stopped to warm himself and read the 
papers He w as always treated courteous­
ly by the hotel attendants because of his 
uniform politeness and gentle , unobtru­
sive manners A poem entitled "The 
Angel—Truth in Wall Street," written by 
Mr Arnold, was found on his table. Its 
merit can be judged from the follpwing 
stanzas 
On Wail Street where the human tide 

Flows deepest in pursuit of gain, 
An Angel stood who pitying eyed 

The crowds that came and went again 
In endless chain 

With Anno Domini 'you date 
The twentieth century now in view
