hundred dollars (3%00) of each individual,
shall be exempt from taxation, but such per-
gounl exemption shall not be allowed to more
than one member of the same family.

Provided further, that vothing in this act
contalned shall be construed to affect, modify
or repeal any law providing for the taxatlon
of the gross earnings of railroads.

REAL ESTATE TAX REVISED

The Anderson Blll Is Passed by the
Sennte.

The Anderson blll, containing In a
slightly amended form the real estate tax
features of the rejected tax code, was
passed by the senate this morning 49 to 2.

Senator McGowan voted “'no.”” He ex-
plalned by saying that the bill was de-
signaed chlefly to validate tax sales, ‘‘This
means that the wtate can take away a
man’s property if he is unable to pay
taxes wlithin three years. I do not be-
lieve in this and desire to be recorded as
voting no.”

Senator Dart did not vote when his
name was called, but later stated that he
would vote *“*no” for the reasons glven by
the senator from Hennepin.

What It Provides.

The provisions of the bill are, in brief,
as follows:

Taxes become dellnquent June 1 and sub-
Ject to & 10 per cent penalty. However, the
present system dual payments is retained, the
second payment becoming delinquent Nov. L.
Ou the 1st of January following an addlusnal
penalty of § per cent is added.

By Jan. 25 county auditors are required to
file delinquent lists, the flling heing deemed
equivalent to an ectlon agnlnst the delinguent,
and within five days following thls list is to
bs published, together with a formal sum-
mons directing the dellnguent to appear and
make defense if he has any. The list is to
be published in the legal newspaper submit-
tng the lowest bid, and is to appear twice,
in consecutive weeks, prior to Feb. 20. 1If no
defense is Interposed within twenty days fol-
lowing the fipal publication the amount of
taxes and penalties Is to be adjudged a lien
agalust the property. If defense is made the
case Is to be tried the same as any other
civil action. Payments may be made any
time prior to the entry of judgment and before
sale,

The annual sale is to be held on the second
Monday of May, and each plece of property is
to tbe sold separately, to whomsnever wil! pay
the amount of judgment. In case the property
is bid in for a private individual or corpora-
tion the county auditor is authorized to issue
a certificate which shall have the full force
of & deed. Property bid In for the state may
be sold at any time to anyone who will pay

the amount for which the tract was bid in, |

together with interest at the rate of 12
cent. |

Property sold for taxes may be redeemed
at any time within three years upon the pay-
ment of tke amount of judgment with costs
and together with subsequent taxes, the whole
to bear 12 per cent interest. The certificate
issued upon redemption is to have the full
force and effect of a deed.
jointly is sold tor taxes it may be redeemed
by any part-owner, who shall then be entitled
to recover thelr percentage from the other
County auditors are re-
quired to publish notices of the amount neces-
sary for redemption, tegether with the time
at which right to redeem will expire.

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ANTLTRUST

An Tllinois Law Unconstitu-
-~ tional, Says National Su-
preme Court.

Washington, March 10. — The United
States suorem court to-day decided the
Illinois anti-trust statute to be uncon-
etitutional because of the provision ex-
empting agricultural products and live
stock from its operatious. The decision
was In the case of Thomas Connelly ‘and
others against the Union Sewer Pipe com-
pany, of Ohio, and was delivered by Jus-
tice Harlan.

The case grew out of the sale of pipe
‘by the Pipe company to Connelly and
others who, after securing it, declined to
make payment on the ground that the
pipe company is an illegal combine for the
restraint of trade under the.common law
because it contains a number of pipe
manufacturing concerns; that it is a com-
bination in violation of the anti-trust law
of the state of Illinois. Justice Harlam
held that the exempting clause is so in-
terwoven with other portions of the
statute as to render it impossible to elim-
inate it from the law as an entirety, and
therefore held that the entire law must
be held to be invalid.

PRINCE AND QUAKER

City of Brotherly Love Takes Henry
in Its Arms.

EARNEST ADDRESS OF GERMANS

Hurried Visit to “The Cradle of
Liberty” and Inspection
of Shipyards.

Philadelphia, March 10.—Prince Henry
arrived in Philadelphia at 10:20 o’clock.
He was met by Mayor Ashbridge and the
citizens committee and escorted to the
Mayor's office in the city hall The free-
dom of the city and the mayor's address
of welcome were presented to the royal
visitor, aftér which he was driven to In-
dependence hall and thence to Cramps
shipyard.

Prince Henry left his hotel in New York
at 7:30 this morning and was taken on a
special ferryboat to Jersey City, where
he boarded a Pennsylvania railroad train
for Philadelphia. There were several
hundred persons at the station at Jersey
City and as the prince stepped from the
upper deck to the bridge a cheer went up
which he acknowledged by touching his
cap. The train left Jersey City at §:20.

Philadelphia Warms Up.

From the moment the special train
steamed into the station in Philadelphia,
the popular demonstration was hearty and
spontaneous. The first and second troops,
Philadelphia city cavalry, in command of
Captain John C. Groome, acted as official
escort to the city hall, and two bat-
ialions of mounted policemen Headed and
brought up the rear of the procession.

Mayor Ashbridge concluded his address
by presenting to the prince a handsome
album containing his address of welcome,
beautifully engrossed. Prince Henry re-
sponded in fitlng words.

From the city hall the visitor was es-
corted to Independence hall, Owing to
lack of time the stop at the “Crade of
Liberty" was very short. The prince, ac-
companied by the mayor and Admiral Ev-
ans, hurried through the historic old
building. The party then proceeded to
Cramps’ shipyard,

At Creamps shipyard, after viewing the
‘battleship Maine, the prince was taken on
board the Russian cruizser, Retvizan.
The distinguished visitor was shown all
over the ship. The party left at 1:05 p. m.
for the Union League.

From German Veterans.

State League of eVterans and Soldiers of
the German Army presented the prince
an address, in which it sald: i

His majesty, the emperor and king, has
most graciously presented to the central
league a cannon for the monument which Is
to be erected in this, our adopted fatherland,
to the honor of our German fatherland, as a
reminder of the glorious deeds of arms of
German soldiers oun foreign battlefields, and
48 an evidence of the united strength of
Germany.

are bound together by the million fold bond of
blood and common interests and may they go
together in war and peace to the prosperity
Clrt tdhelr own people and the welfare of man-
kind.

RURALCGARRIERY

House Says They Must Not
Have Over $600 a
Year.

Washington, March 10.—The bill to
¢lassify the rural free delivery service
and place the carriers under the contract
system, was read in the house to-day for
amendment under the flve-minute rule.

Mr. Swanson (Va.) offered an amend-
ment providing for salaries for carriers
at not exceeding $600 per annum, with
a provision that “no other or further al-
lowance or salary shall be made.”

Mr. Loud, in charge of the bill, inti-
mated that this amenfment had been in-
stigated by some one at the postofiice de-
partment. This Swanson denied.

Mr. Cannon arpused applause when he
declared that in his opinion carriers
couldn't furnish their equipment, cover
twenty-five miles a day and give an effi-
cient service for $600.
