FOR CITY AND COUNTY

. Several Measures of Local Impor-
tancé Ground Through.

' Hennepin eounty and the city of Min-
meapolis recelved several favors from the
extra. session, and as far as they were
concerned, it was a distinct blessing.
Two bills affecting Hennepin county and
three relating to Minneapolls were passed
during this sesslon. All were approved
by the Hennepin delegation and being of
no concern to other counties and cities,
there was no opposition.
Sheriff Salary Bill.

First in matter of importance was the
bill placing the sheriff of Hennepin tounty
on & salary basis. Since the recent dis-
elosures of the public examiner as to the
methods in vogue in the sherifi's office,
the cltizens of Hennepin county were con-
vineed that to leave the office on a fee
system was to provide a temptation to
dishonesty and to give opportiunity for re-
peated scandals such as have disgraced
the county during the past six months.
For the purpose of placing the office on
the same footing as all others in the
coiunty and particular]y to purify the pub-
lic service as much as possible, Assistant
County Attorney C. L. Smith prepared a
bill placing the sheriff and all his sub-
ordinates on a salary basis and directing
that all the fees of the office be turned
into the county treasury.

By this bill, which becomes a law on
April 1, the sheriff is to receive a salary
of -$5,000 per annum. The chief deputy is
to receive $1,500, the jailor and the
outside deputles $1,200 per year, the lat-
ter to receive nothing extra for the ex-

* penses of thelr horses.

The six courtroom bailiffs are to receive
3900 per year and the deputies who have
no horses shall have $1,000. The salaries
of the sherifi's bookkeeper, the cook,
watchman and matron of the jail, are left
to the discretion of the county commis-
sloners.

Work Must Be Competitive,

A bill recognized as one of considerable
importance was fathered by Representa-
tive Wallace. It provides that when the
c¢ounty contemplates making any purchas
or dolng any work in excess of $100, bide
must be advertised for in the public
‘press. This measure will not prohibit the
posting of advertisements for iron bridges
on trees in the rural districts, but only
provides that when enything is wanted by
the county the fact be made known where
people likely to submit proposals may see
it. The purpose of this measure ls to
compel the county commissioners to
transact the county’'s business according
to the rules of public economy and to
prevent a resort to the district court on
nearly every important bit of work
ordered by the county board.

$250,000 for Waterworks,

For the city of Minneapolis the legisla-
ture authorized the city councll to issue
bonds in the sum of $250,000 for the ex-
tenslon of the water system of the city.

Paving Bonds Legnlized.

TFhe issue of $150,000 bonds ordered by
the city council of Minneapolls for the
purpose of making permanent improve-
ments, especially paving, was legalized.
This is the bond issue which Mayor
Ames refused to sign, and when directed
to do so by the district court, téok an ap-
peal to the supreme court. It is under-
stood that te mayor Is much annoyed by
the passage of this bill, and ie reported
to have sharply criticized his friends in
the legislature for allowing & measure so
highly offensive to him to bhe passed.

Park Board Gets Funds,

Flnally the legislature passed a bill au-
thorizing the city to issue 370,000 in bonds
for park purposes., ,The proceeds from the
eale of the bonds will be devoted to se-
curing the west river bank from Riverside
park to Minnehaha Falls,

Ice Bills Jammed.

Two -.bﬂ.la wa_re_called fl)_l_'tl-l h;; the

trouble between ice companies and dwell-
ers about Lake Calhoun. One made it &
misdemeanor to pour oil or other noxious
substance on waters, and the other pro-
hibited cutting, ice on lakes within city
Iimits. The lce companles promlsed to
leave Lake Calhoun alone after next
winter, if the latter bill were passed. It
was amended to suit them, but neither bill
was ever brought to final passage.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

Proposed Changes Which Are to Be
Voted On in November.

Most important of all the results of the
session is the bill for conpstitutional
amendments, adopted yesterday. This re-
quires submission to the people, and un-
less it carries a majority of all the votes
cast, the labor will’ be lost.

The evolution of thls amendment lasted
through the entire session. The tax com-
mission submitted to the legislature four
sections, as substitutes for the first four
sections of Article 9. They were decided
ly of the “‘wide open' variety, giving to
the legislature the widest latitude in mat-
ters of taxation. They were a step fur-
ther in advance than the people were pre-
pared for. Three other bills were intro-
duced in the house, and all were referred
to the judiciary committee. A majority
of this committee held to the ‘‘restricted"”
policy, and drew an amendment on that
line, The minority carried the fight on
the floor and won. The house adopted
an amendment drawn by Mr. Roberts, ab-
solutely wlde open.

Meanwhile the senate judiciary com-
mittee had also drawn a restrictive
amendment, and instead of passing the
house bill, the senate passed its own and
asked for a conference. Two of the five
conferees in the house favored the re-
strictive plan, and the result of the con-
ference was the senate amendment with
a few changes. Concessions were made
to the “wlde open' partizans, but they
were not enough. They only permitted
an jncome tax on salaries and incomes
from credits, and James A, Peterson of
Hennepin stood cut for a provision per-
mitting the Income tax on all personal

property. The housze refused to concur,
and the conference committees, reap-
pointed, adopted Mr. Peterson’s ideas.

They also redrew the section on taxa-
tion of public service corporations, leav-
ing the legislature *‘wide open’ to im-
pose it in three different wavs. It could
either*bhe a direct tax on the franchise
or a gros searnlngs tax, but this latter
could be levied in two different ways,
either in lieu of the tax on the franchise
alone or in lieu of the tax on the fran-
chise and on the personal property. This
was not satisfactory to the corporations,
who insisted that the gross earnings tax
should be, perforce, in lieu of all but
their real estate tax. Senator Horton
their fight, but was turned down, and
the senate concurred in the bill by a
vote of 38 to 20, which is given elsewhere.

The new section Is designed to replace
the first three sectlons of Article 9. Tt
speaks for itself. As finally adopted by
both houses it reads as follows:

Section 1—The power of taxation shall never
be surrendered, suspended or contracted
away. The legislature shall provide for an
annual tax sufficient to defray the estimated
ordinary expenses of the state for each year,
and whenever it shall happen - that ~ such
ordinary expenses of the state for any year
shall exceed the income of the state for such
year, the legislature shall at its pext ses-
slon, provide for levying a tax sufficlent to
pay such deficiency. And whenever the in-
come of the state from other sources shall
be sufficlent to defray all of its ordinary ex-
penses without the levy of any annual state
tax, such tax levy shall be omitted.

May Equalize by Counnties,

All taxes to be raized in this state shall be
as nearly equal as may be, and shall be
levied and collected for publie purposes only,
and all property on which taxes are to be
levied, except as. .herein.otherwise provided,
shall have..a. cash -valuation- and shall ba
equalized and uniformr ‘throughout the state:

state purposes is omitted as above provided,
the taxes levied for local purposes shall be
Atpon & valuation .of the property within the
several counties and the:subdivisions theré-
of, which shall be equalized and uniform
throughout' each county.

Special Assessments,

The legislature may by general or special
law, authorize municipal corporations to levy
assessments for local improvements upon the|
property fronting upon such improvements,
or upon the property benefited thereby, of
both, without regard to a cash valuation, in
tuch manner #s the legislature may preseribe,

Three Optlons for Franchise Tax,

There may be levied and collected an an-
nual tax upon franchises granted by public’
authority, in addition to the tax on the real
property and other personal property of the
person or cerporation holding such franchise
or in Heu of -the tax on such franchise, or in,
lieu of the tax on such franchise and the'
personal property used in cannectfon with the
same there may be imposed such tax upon
the gross earnings of the person or carpora-

There may be levied and collected a reg-
istry tax upon &ll real estate mOETtEages,
which shall be in Meu of all other taxes on
the debt securéd by such mortgages, and a
tax 'upon the Income from all credits owned
by peérsons or corporations, as such credits
are now, or may be Lereafter defined by law,
and also on the, income from all personal
property, and also upon the income of all
persons in this state aboye the sum of one
thousand dollars per annum, not arleing from
such credits cr personal property, or frowm
property othcerwise taxed In this state. Sucn
income tax shall be unifom throughout the
state, and msy be graded or progressive, or
both, and shall be levied at a rate not te
exceed 10 per centum upon the income from
such credits or personal property, and at a
rate not exceeding 4 per centum upon such
other income.

Exemptions.

Laws shall be passed taxing all real anq.
personal property: provided, that credits and
personal property shall not be. subject io
other taxation than the income or registry
tax herein authorized, while the law imposiug
such income or, reglstry tax shall be in force;
provided, the public burying grounds, public
schools, public hospltals, publiec library as-
goclations, colleges, universities and all seml-
raries of learning, all churches and church
property, used exclusively for rellglous pur-
poses, and institutions of purely public char-
ity, and public property used exclusively for
public purposes, and personal property to &n
amount not exceeding three hundred dollars
($300) of each individual, shall be exempt
from texation, but such personal exemption
ghall not be allowed to more than one mem-
ber of the same famlly.

Gross Earnings Tax Retained.
Provided further, that nothing in this act
contained shall be construed to affect, modify
or repeal any law providing for-the taxation
of the gross earnings of rallroads.

MISCELLANEOUS BILLS

St. Lounis Expo Measure FPassed at
the Eleventh Houar. !

In its closing hours the legislature
provided for a display of Minnesota's
wealth and resources at the Louislana
Purchase exposition. The house turned
down a bill by Mr, Noyes early in the
sesslon, which set aslde $160,000. Later
on L. H. Johnson, at the governor's re-
quest, introduced a bill carrying $40,000,
and this was raised in vommittee to
$50,000. The governor s given the ap-
pointment of three commissions, limited
to $1,000 each for expenses, and the limit
on salaries is placed at $10,000. One half
the money is available during the fiscal
yvear ending July 31, 1903, andl the other
half in the year ending July 31, 1904,

Expense of the Session.

The extra session will not cost the
state over $62,600. There was left from
last year’'s appropriation $8,070, and at
the first of the session $40,000 additional
was set aside. The session lasted far
longer than expected, and it was neces-
sary to pass ancother bill for $7,000 yester-
day. An appropriation of $7,500 was
made for printing the sesslon laws.

Members and employes received pay for
thirty-six days, the time from Feh., 4,
which the sesslon convened, to the ad-
journment March 11. The house spent
twenty-nine days in actual session, and
the senate twenty-seven.

More Work for Johnson.

A measure that may have important
consequences was introduced in the house
by L. H. Johnson of Hennepin. It gives
additional authority and duties to the
public examiner. He is required to ex-
aemine into the gross earnings of corpora-
tions which pay a tax to the state on
that basis in order to verify their re-
ports. It is Intimated that in some cases
such reports have been doctored. FPublic
Examiner Johnson desired the passage of
the bill and will employ a special man to
check up the railroads, express compa-
nies, telegraph and telephone, and other
companies paying a gross earnings tax.

Memorilals to Congress.

At the request of Attorney General
Douglas, <congress was requested to
amend the judiciary act so as to permit
the supreme court to take jurisdiction in
suits brought by a state agalnst citizens
of another state, where citizens of the
plaintiff state are necessary parties. This
point was brought up by the decision of
the court In the Northern Securities case,
which under the court’s ruling barred the
state from redress in the federal courts,
and as the corporation does not exist In
Minnesota, it cannot be reached directly.

Congress was also petitioned to pasas
bills by the following resolutions:

By Mr. Dunn—To pass the bill raising the
salarles of postal clerks. "

By Senator Miller—To pass the bill author-
izing the payment of the war claims due
Minnesota.

By Senator Young—To pass the bill increas-
ing the powers of the interstate commerce
commmission.

By Senator Ives—To pass the bill reclassify-
ing the mall clerks.

Lower Passenger Fares(?)

The session made some work for the
railroad and warehouse commission. A
resolution by Senator Daly, populist,
passed both houses, directing the com-
mission to investigate the advisabllity of
lowering passenger fares in Minnesota to
2 or 214 cents, with a lower rate for a sec-
ond-class passage. No fight was made on
thid resolution.

Dog Tax Repealed.

Much of the comedy of the session was
furnished by the Nyguist bill repealing
the famous dog bill of last winter. It
was a serious matter, however, for the
friends of the sheep men who Inelsted on
the enactment of the bill a year ago. The
law provided a tax of §1 on male dogs and
$3 on females, in all but the three large
counties. This tax was to be turned into
a county fund for reimbursing the owners
of sheep kilied by dogs. The tax was as
unpopular among dog owners as a poll tax
ever was. The sheep men tried to stave
matters off by an amendment, permitting
county commissioners to except their
county from provisionsg @f the law, This
had e temporary victory in sthe house
over the Nyquist bill, but Senator Sivright
put the repeal blll through the senate, and
when it came to the - -house Mr, Nyquist
secured its passage, and Fido was tri-
umphant. _ a1 AZS i

Relense of Cql..Bobleter,

Attorney General- Douglae fought the
case against' the hondsmen of “former
State Treasurer Bobletér through the su-
preme court, and won it. They were held
liable for the shortage which resulted
from losses in insolvent banks in 1893 and
1894, which loss amounted to about $45,-
000. The bondsmen appealed for a com-
promise, and a commission appointed by
the governor agreed to gettle with them
for $22,000, and to release: Colonel Bob-
leter as principal for $3,000.

' 8. D. Peterson, the colonel’s townsman,
put a bill through the house without op-
position, releasing him, and  refunding
$1,600 which he had already paid. The
attorney general and public examiner ob-
jected, but their position was not known
till the bill had passed the senate. It
was then reconsidered, and the bill re-
called from the house.

One Reapportionment Bill,

priving Wilkin of representation. It was
introduced by Senator J, H. Smith and
passed.

Primary Law Amended.
Small cities, towns and villages of the

state complained bitterly this winter of

the inconvenience lmposed by the primary
law. There is seldom a contest for nomi-
nations at these elections, and candidates
could with difficulty be persuaded to file
afidavits. Enemies of the primary sys-
tem used these complaints as arguments
against the law, and its friends heartily
supported a bill by Senator Schaller, ex-
empting municipalities of less than 10,-
000. A bill by Mr. Alford was also passed,
designed to except Duluth school, llbrary
and park boards from the law. :

Money for Public Examiner.

When S. T. Johnson took hold of the
office of public examiner in January, he
found the funds for running the depart-
ment practically exhausted, not through
any fault of his predecessor, but because
the fees of the office had beem under-
estimated in making the appropriation.
Without relief from the legislature he
could not run later than April 1. Governor
Van Sant requested a deficlency appropri-
ation, and a bill was introduced by Sen-
ator Brower, giving the department a
contingent fund of $11,600. It passed both
houses,

Help for Stute Officers.

A bill by Mr. Berg glves the secretary
of state a recording clerk at a salary of
$1,200. The sum of $300 is appropriated in
a bill introduced at the governor's request
by J. A. Peterson, giving the state treas-
urer a stenographer.

Curative Acts Grlore.

The usual mistakes of the last session
were rectified by the extra session. Sev-
eral of the game and fish laws passed in
1801 were defective, and the errors were
corrected. There was also a fatal error
in the law regulating the adulteration of
lard and lard compounds, which was cor-
rected in a bill by Mr, Bush. There wus
the usual routine of bills legalizing bond
issues, mortgage foreclosures, village in-
corporations, and. other ! acts performed
without proper regard to the details of
the law. Several bills ‘corrected mis-
itakes in the appropriation for roads and
bridges which passed last winter.

Torrens Law Amended.

Senator Snyder, author of the Torrens
law in Minnesota, secured a very Iim-
portant amendment to that act. The
fees exacted for registering titles are re-
duced to one-tenth of the amount first
named. The original bill gave the regls-
trar $10 for 'each $1,000 of assessed value,
including buildings and improvements,
and $2.50 for each additional thousand.
The amendment makes the fees §1 per
$1,000 on the value of the land alone,
and 25 cents for each additional $1,000..
In Hennepin and 8t. Louls county the
register of deeds is a salarled officer, and
the fees go to the county. In Ramsey
the fees go to the register, but his com-
plaint was too late. The bill had gone
through. It Is generally agreed that the
reduction leaves the fees ample, and will
greatly stimulate work under the new
gystem.

County Auditors Paid.

Seven county auditors who worked for
the state in 1900, drawing up a uniform
system of bookkeeping for county audi-
tors, were paid for their time in a bill
fntroduced by Mr, Haugen. They received
the following amounts: J. T. Brooks, Ren-
ville county, $119.88; Charles E. Weld,
Murray county, $88.10; Steve Butler, Otter
Tail county, $117.50; Joseph L. Meyer,
Morrison county, $101.30; P. J. Gruber,
Stearns county, $59.50; D. T. Quealy, Da-
kota county, $118.80; O. Halden, St. Louis
‘county, $90. .

A bill introduced by Senator Ives gives
district judges the right to draw their
salarles in monthly installments.

Leginlation of More or Less Im-
portance Killed.

The senate has just one claim to credit
that the houss cannot get. Benator Mil-
ler's coustitutional amoendment — bill
passed the upper branch easily, and with
very little opposition, only to meet death
in the bhouse. His amendment repealed
the one adopted in 1537, which required a
majority of all votes cast at an election
to carry a constitutional amendment. The
result of this rule is tbat it is next to
impossible to pass an amendment, because
less than half the voters, as a rnle, mark
the amendments at all. Mr. Dunp, of
Ramsey, author of the amendment of 1887,
led the fight in the house. The bill got as
far as the calendar but was deleated on
final passage. -

No Constitutional Convention.

Onece more a proposition for calling a
constitutional convention died in the sen-
ate. Sherman Smith of Hennepin' fa-
thered the measure. It was not heartily
supported. . Frlends of tax legislation
feared a plan to ditch their measure, and
the other crowd has never been particu-
larly enthusiastic over revision of the
constitution. The bill required a two-
thirds vote, and the first time up it only
mustered 68: Its author secured a re-
consideration, And the next time the bill
passed 90 to 11. In the senate it was
reported out hy the committee, but special
orders prevented it even getting a second
reading and no one attempted to call it
up for passage yesterday. The senate
had voted the proposition down too often
to reverse itself.

Still Under Board of Control.

The educational institutions failed to
get relief from the dictum of the supreme
court, and are still subjeet to the financial
supervision of the board of control. Ben-
ator ' Brower opened the attack with a
bill removing the university, the normal
schools and the schools for the deaf and
blind from the’ board’s authority. The
senate refused to receive the hill, 31 to 80.

Qenator Snyder came to the front the
last day -with a bill affecting the uni-
versity alcne, =and this commanded
stronger support. He got the rules sus-
pended, and on final passageé of the bill
the vote was 356 to 256. Its friends in
the house worked hard to lioe up votes,
but failed to get the necessary two-thirds.
