GOOD RAINS IN THE SOUTHWEST

12.—Rains everywhere, and predictions of 
more rain to follow. This was the influence 
In wheat this morning, and the market was 
natural ly weak from the start . May opened 
a t lihic and broke to 73%c. Selling: was the 
ru le a t the start , many holders deciding to 
get out on the passing of the bull factors 
tha t were so much to the front of late. Liver­
pool was >A<8%d lower a t the close. This Liv­
erpool weakness Broomhall attr ibuted not 
alone to the setback in American markets," 
but in good part to increased offerings of 
Manitoba wheat in tbe Liverpool cash market, 
for shipment early in the spring. Many of 
the minor items of news carried a slight tinge 
of bearlshness and the feeling in Chicago 
was one of depression. About the only 
strengthening thing discoverable was the 
moderate r\in of wheat ' into northwestern 
markets . Local receivors do not expect any 
material increase for the present, and the 
opinion is expressed that the market will run 
into seeding t ime with about the present 
daily showing. Scattered reports of seeding 
have been received, although it is of course 
too early yet for any general work. Should 
receipts, however, continue as moderate as a t 
present for a few weeks more, the season of 
active farm work will be here, and it would 
be reasonable to expect receipts to drop off 
even more. These light receipts here, with 
continued good cash demand, have made Min­
neapolis relatively a shade firmer and the 
difference between here and Chicago narrowed 
this morning to 2%c at times. 

About noon* the market turned firmer on 
reports of a good export inquiry and 45 loads 
taken. 

Primary receipts were 504,000 bu, compared 
with 008,000 bu last year, and shipments 
141,000 bu, against 261,000. "Wheat and flour 
clearances equaled 282,000 bu. Minneapolis 
received 260 cars, compared with 317, and 
Duluth 2C, compared with 10 last year 

The market closed firm and higher for ihe 
day, with the strength due principally to 
covering of short traders on the reported ex­
port business. May closed at 78%@73%c; 
J u l } . 74^@75c; Chicago May closed at 76%c. 

The cash demand was very good, although 
millers were not quite such aggressive buyers 
as >estorday Xo 2 northern sold at %c 
under May. For good No 1 noi thern lc over 
was paid No S wheat sold from 71>4c to 
72%c.

to the relief of the suffering southwestern 
wheat fields and took the bullish spirit out 
of wheat speculators a t the opening to-day. 
Cables also were lower all around and gen­
eral selling set in. May started %@%c to %©• 
%c lower, a t 76%@76c, and at once dipped to 
75%c. There was some covering for profits 
which absorbed offerings, and May reacted 
and hung around 76c. Local receipts were 25 
cars , none of oontract grades. Minneapolis 
and Duluth reported 276 cars , making a total 
for the three points of 301 cars, against UoO 
last week and 383 a year ago. 

The liberal sales for short accounts in the 
past two days since May wheat sold at 78&c 
gave opportunity for good profits and cover­
ing late in the day was heavy. This brought 
a firm tone to the market and sent May up 
to yesterday's closing price. May closed 
steady, a shade lower a t 76%c.

New York, March 12.—The movement in tht-
prominent stocks a t the opening was nar­
row and irregular, J m t many of the minor 
stocks, although irregular, moved widely. 
There were gains of a large fraction in the 
Chicago Terminal Transfer s tocks , Mexican 
Central, Virginia-Carolina Chemical ana 
Wisconsin Central. The opening sares of th t 
last named -were of 10,000 shares at 24 ana 
23%, compared with 23%, last night s closing 
Wheeling & Lake Erie first preferred dropped 
1% and Sugar a point. 

The market developed a steadier tone and 
then improved substantially in spots>, despite 
a break of o^er 2 points in Amalgamated 
Low priced stocks were again foremost ia 
the rise, but the upwaid movement also in 
eluded Missouri Pacific and Sugai , the lasc 
named recovering its decline. Colorado « 
Southern first and second preferred, Wis­
consin Central , Peona & Eastern, Readin a 

second preferred, Cotton Oil and Virginia-
Carolina Chemical pi eferred, advanced be­
tween 1 a n l 2 points Virginia-Carolina 
Chemical rose 2% and Iowa Central lost a 
point. 

The liquidation in Amalgamated Copper 
sapped the st iength of the market and there 
was a general relapse, some stocks losing a 
point or more from the best. These included 
S'ugar, American Cotton Oil and Colorado & 
Southern second preferred and Missouri Pa­
cific. Losses of from 1 to 2 points were made 
also by Anaconda, I n t e n atlonal Paper, Den­
ver & Rio Gis.nde, Minneapolis &, St. Louis, 
Iowa Central preferred, United States Rubber, 
Peoples' Qas and American Ice. The t rans­
continental etocks were supported at about 
last night 's level and the mancet became 
very dull. -

The entire market responded to large buy­
ing of the Reading stocks, but many of the 
more important stocks moved rather nai 
rowly. The Readings gained from 1 and 1% 
to 2% with the second preferred leading, and 
Delaware & Hudson, St. Paul , Chicago 
Great Western preferred B7" Manhattan, Rock 
Island, International Power, Hocking Val­
ley and Republic Steel pi ef erred, advanced 
between 1 and 2 points.
