SOLD AT HOME

A Minneapolis Firm Bids Highest
for City. Bonds.

Minneapolls securities scored a hand-
some triumph yesterday when the Minne-
apolls Loan and Trust company was
awarded $249,000 of city bonds in the sink-
ing fund at a premium of $22,355.85. The
company's bid was $271,355.85, and 1t was
the highest of nine. The others were
New York, Chicago and other eastern
bond buyers. This is the first time a
Minneapolis concern has outbid all com-
petitors for Minneapolis bonds. The next
highest bid was that of Lamprech Bros. of
Cleveland at $270,729.60. .

The bonds sold are part of the big
block of city bondsy held in the sinking
fund. They draw 3 and 4 per cent inter-
est and are due in a‘ternate years from
1823 to 1929, They were in most part is-
aued for school constyuction purposes and

the object in selling them at this time Is
to retire §86,000 of 4% per cont bonds due
April 1 of this year, or ten years later, at
the option of the #ity. The difference be-
tween the amount' received and the $366,-
000 will be met by cash now in the sink-
ing fund. By iaking advantage of thes
option the city will save a total of $164,-
700 in interest charges during the next
ten years. Authority to retire the above
bonds was given the sinking fund commis-
sloners by the city council on Dec. 12 of
lagt year.

Money Pool of Eastern Trunk Lines
Is Abandoned. .

STRANGEST ASS'N EVER FORMED
k] - 4

Its Dissolution the Direct Hesult of
Fresldent Roosevelt’s Recent
Declaration.

New York, March 13.—By far the most
important event in eadtern traffic circles
which has taken place in years is the dis-
kolution of the ‘“‘money pool" of the east-
ern trunk lines. !The railroed presidents
and the trafic managers composing the
Trunk Line agsociation met yesterday and
decided that the ‘“‘money pool” of the rall-
roads of the association should cease to
exist after April 1. The railroads com-
posing the pool, which is the strongest

‘| traffic association ever formed in. the

United States are the New York Central

‘| & Hudson River, the Pennsylvania, the

HErie, the Baltimore & Ohio, the West
Shore, the Delaware, Lackawanna &
Western, the Lehigh, the New York, On-
tario & Western and the Central Rallroad
of New Jersey.

The dissolution of the association was
precipltated by news from the west that
Presldent Roosevelt had intimated that
proceedings would be commenced against
all roads which were members of poolin
Arrangements. Beveral western pools
have been abandoned in the past few days
for the same reasons.

The action of the Trunk Line assocla-
tion is said to be by far the most im-
portant event in the eastern freight trafiic
situation which has occurred in many
years.

This pogl was the richest and most pow-
erful comblnation ever formed to main-
tain rates and divide business among its
members. Regular returns were made
of the tonnage carried out of New York
by each company and a certain quota was
allotted to each rallroad. For each ton
carried In excess of ther egular quota,
each road paid $10 into the pool, the total
of which was divided among those roads
which did not come up to their regular
share.

The S8, W. Association Is Shaky.
New York Sun Special Service e

S8t. Louls, March 13.—The Chieago,
Rock Island & Pacific, the Rock Island &
Texas and the Texas & Pacific to-day gave
notlce of withdrawal from the Southwest-
ern Passenger association at a special
meeting at the headquarters called to con-
sider the withdrawal of the M., K. & T
and the Southern Pacific lines. The hope
of the bureau is to secure the membership
of the International & Great Northern
and the advisory committee to-day was
instructed to wire that road that  its
membersghip in the bureau was most ear-
nestly desired, it being believed to be the
key to the situation. The meeting ad-
journed sine dle awaiting reply to the
message. With the membership of the
Intesnational & Great Northern, it is
hoped to secure the return of all lines
withdrawn. . It was stated by the repre-
sentative of one of the lines withdrawn
that In such a case, It would recall its
notice of withdrawal. All the members
claim that there is no plan to disrupt the
bureau. Many suggestions toward har-
monizing other difficulties were made and
adopted and the lines still in the or-
ganization expressed the bellef that dis-
ruption 'would be avoided.

FAVORS TO THE C, B. & Q.

Other Lines Allege That Discrimina-
tion Is Unfale.

Discrimination in favor of the Bur-
lington on east bound traffic by the Great
Northern and Northern Pacific is a cause
for complaint among the trafio officials
of other Chicago lines. It is charged that
frelght originating on the coast lines is
routed over the Burlington wherever pos-
sible, and that passenger representatives
of the Burlington are allowed to board the
coast tralns to solicit business which is
contrary to agreement among the various
lines. Complaints have been ‘made to the
state railway commission that efforts are
being made by traffic officials to deprive
ihe Milwvaukee and Gireat Western of
trafic and hand it over to the Burling-
ton. Coast line officials deny all knowl-
edge of any such design.

ABSORBED BY THE U. P.

Harriman Interests Get the St. Joe
and G. I.

St. Joseph, Mo., March 13.—The St. Jo-
seph & Grand Island rallroad, the con-
necting link between this city and the
Union Pacific overland route, has been
absorbed hy the latter road. There has
been marked activity in the St, Joseph
& Grand Island stocks in New York for
the past month and at a late hour last
night it was learned that a majority of
the stock of the road had passed ino the
hands of the Harriman interests. The
road was formerly a part of the Union
Pacific but upon the reorganization of the
latter road the Grand Island became an
independent system and has since re-
mained so. The absorption of the Grand
Island by the Harriman interests will
glve: the Union Pacific a direct entrance
into Bt. Joseph over its own tracks there-
by giving this city another route to the
Pal?iﬁri coast.

NEW ULM CITY BONDS

Strong

Statement From President
and Members of Council,

To the Editor of the Journal.

In The Jourual of Thursday, March
6, 1802, there appeared a special communica-
tion relating to the issue of city bonds for
the construction of a municipal -electric light-
ing plant. To persons acquainied with the
facts and situation, the article appears to be
a studious endeavor to cast, by & serles
of falsehoods, & cloud on the good name and
financial reputation c¢f this ecity.

That - part of the article which sets forth
that the state would not buy the bonds of the
city, becauss the amount exceeded the Nmit
of indebtedness to which the city might bond
itself, is absolutely false. It is also false
and untrue that the bonds authorized to be
issued by a practically unanimous vote of the
people of this city are illegal. This city will
be able to float its 330,000 in electric light
bonds without offering a dollar thergof to the
state of Minnesota. It is also false and
untrue that the city council is “*up against a
hard proposition” in its endeavor to float
tke light bonds, or that it will have to ask
tor another bond issue before a municipal
electric lighting plant is installed. It is also
false and untrue that the local electric light
cempany offeréd to eell its plant to the eclty
at its own figure. 1t is also false and un-
true that the plant will cost in the neighbor-
hood of $50,000, or that the city couneil turned
its hopes to an amendment of the constitu-
tion to let it out inder a higher limit of in-
debtedness, The undersigned deem it but fair
and just to the public and financial world to
make these corrections and desire that you
publish the same, with the request that your
exchanges which may have ecopied the original
one, publish this explaration.

It is true that the present bouded indebted-
ness of this city Is $44,000, but we polnt with
pride to the various public improvements in
this city, its graded streets, sewer system and
a waterworks plant, the latter costing over
§62,000 alone. They are very few cities, it
any, having a population of nearly €,000 in-
habitants like ours, which can sHow such a
small bonded indebtedness in proportion to
the public improvements enjoyed by its in-
habitants.

The writer of your article Is either totally
ignorant of the circumstances and facts in
this caze, or he has wilfully misrepresented
the situation of affairs,

TWINE FOR FARMERS

Warden Wolfer Giving Minnesota
Farmers Preference in Sales.

Warden Wolfer of the state penitenti-
ary is dolng business with the farmers of
Minnesota. Until May 1, he will give
them the preference in selling binding
twine made at the prison plant. Owing
‘to the close buying of rew material, he
will be able to sell sisal direct to farm-
ers at 9% cents a pound, to be paid by
Nov. 1, without interest. After May 1,
what is left will be sold to dealers at the
same price.

The output this year will be about
6,000,000 pounds, and will all be available
by Aug. 1. . The rew material is being
shipped from Yucatan by way of Mobile,
and is secured at a lower price than it
can be bought at eastern ports. The price
has gone up since last fall, and the manu- |
factured sisal is selling at 91§ cents.

Next year’s supply will be bought this
summer, and the cost may be still further
