More interest will .be taken in golt in
Minneapolis this season thap ever. be-
fore. Golf bas stood the test of time,
and, having been stripped of its fad phase
hereabouts, is now developing along right
lines. Its hold on the public is due very
largely to the fact that it offars business
and professional men a desirable yet not
too strenuous form of vigorous outdoor
exercise. A middle-aged man who has not
been used to hard exercise ¢an takeup the
game of golf and by steady exercise can
fairly master the details of the game.
Golf is largely a matter of nerves. Once
having mastered the stroke and develobed
the bump of location, it is the cool, self-
possessed player of good judgment who
keeps closest pace with Colonel Bbgey.
Some of the best players in Minneapolis
to-day belong to that class. ~ When such
a man gets fairly started . in the game it
appeals to him and demands more of his
attention than of that of any one else
who gets in the game.

Already golfers are casting longing eyes
toward the links, and in snite of the no-
tices vosted at the Minikahda and Bryn
Mawr clubhouses to keen off the links
while they are in the spring formative
process, several enthusiasts were skip-
ping about the greens and tearing up sod
during the balmy weather which preceded
the present cold snap. When spring opens
up in earnest, a stronger attempt will be
made to enforee the rules. The feet sink
deep in the sod when the frost is thawing
out, leaving links in bad shape when the
ground hardens again. Much damage is
also done to the sod when the roots are
beginning to expand.

June Tounrnament.

Interest in the game in = Minneapolis
will be stimulated by the annual tourna-
ment of the state golf association which
will be held in this city early in June at
the Minikahda links. The indications are
that Minikahda will have a much stronger
team this year tham last, and as the Bryn
Mawr team will make an equally good
showing a goodly share of the honors
should remain at home.

The day of the wax candle {3 supposed
to have gone by with the advent of para-
ffin, gas and the eleetric light, vet, as a
matter of fact, an enormous number are
used every year all over the world. But
the wax candle of to-day is not the wax
candle of our grandfathers’ day. :

The busy bee is as busy as éver, but very
little of the wax he secretes is made into
candles. Mineral wax has takeun<the place
of beeswax and is dug from the ground in
Utah and California in the United States,
and in Wales, Galicla and Roumania in
Europe. When found it has a dark, rich
brown color, slightly greenish and trans-
lucent in thin films, but when reflned it
resembles well bleached beeswax.

The wax mines of eastefrn Gallela form
one of the most curious flelds of industry
imaginable. They are situated around
Boryslaw, which is also the center of the
eastern oil district of that part of Aus-
tria.
