A F iench hat in browns, had trimmings 
of rotten roses, and soft drapings of 
chiffons underneath the brim with ribbon 
in combination 

A reseda, chrysanthemum braid was 
made about small panels of lace and the 
trimmings were of bunches of Hawthorn 
berries, in greens and browns 

Among the hats fashioned from the new 
shoe- lace braid, was one in blue and 
brown the brim faced with a design of the 
brown sewn into flower design and a
