J. Mitchell, of 
Chicago, as make the same statement to him. 
Neither Mr. Morton nor Mr. Grant profess to 
know to whom the road has been sold. 

Waldorf gossip to Watson. The feeling in 
financial circles is tha t prices will continue 
to creep upward. The buying of stocks is 
better than the selling, observing brokers 
say, and there are many signs of accumula­
tion of stocks by substantial interests. This 
is particularly true of issues like the Coalers, 
People's Gas, Wabash, Brooklyn Rapid Tran­
sit, Tennessee Coal & Iron and United States 
Steel common. I t is argued that special con­
ditions favor nearly all these properties. Thus 
the Coalers are helped by the reported sett le­
ment of the wage question in Pennsylvania. 
Followers of the Firs t National Bank party 
are very bullish on Readings, and of late 
have largely increased their holdings of the 
common. The brokers of Morgan and Keene 
have also bought this stock extensively, and 
the outlook is for a big speculation in It the 
coming summer, the favorable incentives be­
ing the conversion of the second preferred 
and the expiration of the voting trust. Mean­
time, earnings a re the principal bull a rgu­
ment. 

A. M. Day wired Whallon, Case & Co. from 
New York: The sentiment is surely changing 
here. Maiket is broadening and strengthen­
ing. The large operators who make the mar­
ket are decided in their opinions tha t market 
is on the eve of an improvement. The money 
situation is certainly free from any signs 
of trouble and wo have the assurance of the 
largest banks here tha t there will be no 
stringency. Morgan, has been buying Read­
ing for the past three days. Belief is tha t 
there is some short interest in Colorado Fuel 
bonds, which will have to be bought to-day. 
I t seems pretty sure that buying of the stock 
for the past ten days has been for very 
prominent interests and tha t bonds sold yes­
terday went to the same place. Those most 
interested in Northern Securities case ex­
press themselves as hopeful tha t they will 
win in the government suit and also claim 
tha t suit was brought against the opinion of 
Mr. Knox. One of the largest t runk lines of 
the west has earned in seven months i ts 
fixed charges and dividend for the year. 
These are some of the facts t h a t the leading 
operators are getting hold of and are work­
ing on. When they gradually get to the. 
knowledge of the street we will get a good 
market . Public is here and ready to trade.

The opening m Colorado Fuel 
was sensational, 4,400 shares cnanging hands 
a t par to 107, compared with 98 last night 
Tennessee Coal advanced a point Noith 
American rose 1%. There was an active 
demand for Sugar a t an advance of 1% on 
account of the agreement upon the Cuban 
sugar tariff. The railroad list changes were 
less conspicuous, hut St. Louis & ban Fran­
cisco second preferred rose a point. 

The market was unable io absorb the 
realizing sales that followed the hign opening 
in the specialties. Colorado Fuel reacted 4%, 
North American 2% and Sugar and Manhat­
tan 1%. General Electric gained 5% ana 
Westfnghouse Electric 3, with reactions of 
1% each. International Paper, American Ice, 
United States Reduction preferred. Union 
Bag and Paper pieferred, National Biscuu 
and Rutland preferred rose a point. The 
fluctuations of the leaders became very er­
ratic and the rallioad list was neglected and 
heavy. There was a later rally to 124% li» 
North American, New York Air Brake rose 
6%, Amalgamated Copper advanced 1% over 
last night and Evansvllle & Terre Haute lost 
2, Pacific Mall 1% and Northwestern a 
point. Great confusion of speculative senti­
ment .resulted. 

Speculation m the specialties grew more 
feverish and excited, with erratic fluctua­
tions of seyeral points frequent!}. North 
American fell from 124% to 119 while New 
York Air Brake jumped 10?i in all to 160% 
Trese stocks represented the widest v a n a -
tlons. Colorado Fuel ranged as low as 102, 
Wells Fargo lost 7% and General Electric 
reacted 3%. Standard xailroaa stocks were 
belcw last night, with Northwestern down to 
230. Evansvllle &, Terre Haute lost 2% ana 
the preferred 1%. American. Ice stocks, 
United States Reduction and New York, Chi­
cago & St. Louis common and second p r i -
ferred, were conspicuously strong. 

The midday trading was fiimer in tone and 
sharp rallies in Colorado Fuel and North 
American were supplemented by bidding up 
the tractions and Consolidated Gas. Recov­
eries m these stocks lan from 1 to 3 points, 
but the movement did not help the railroad 
list, which remained inert. Wells-Fargo Ex­
press recovered 2% and Lake Erie & Western 
advanced 1. Soo prefeired declined 2 and 
United States Express 1. 

The specialties became reactionary again. 
North American touched 118 and New York 
Air Brake lost 4%. The 3-polnt rise In 
Westlnghouse Electric was wiped out. North­
western preferred and Glucose preferred, 
t rus t receipts sold 4 points below theli> 
previous sales. American Grass Twine de­
clined 1% and Amalgamated lost most of its 
rise. Chicago, Indianapolis & Louisville was 
an exception with a rise of 2%. 

The only great activity was in 'Spots, nota­
ble in Sugar, which rose 2% over yesterday 
and then reacted. The rise in Chicago, Indi­
anapolis & Louisyille ^reached 4% and in the 
preferred a point.
