SAD DAY FOR DOGS

Execution.

DOGS ARE DROWNED IN RIVER

Small Ones Are Disposed Of im
Crates Several at a
Time,

At 2 o'clock this afternoon, under the
supervision of Dog Catcher Levi Gorman,
Dennis Redmond and W. H. Sherman, his
aides, commenced the execution of some
forty dogs, which had not been fitted out
with muzzles in compliance with the re-
cent order of Mayor Ames, The men
took the dogs from thelr place of confine-
ment in the pound and bundled them,
one, two or three at a time, according to
their size, in a wooden crate, This crate
was then. carried to the rifer bank at
Seventeenth avenue N and placed on a flat
boat. The boat was then rowéd out Into
the stream and the crate, with its con-
tents, was thrown overboard. After the
crate had been under water a sufficient
time it was drawn up and the bodles of
the animals were disposed of,

It was a long, tiresome plece of business
for the executioners and they sighed
dolefully when reminded that, as yet, they
had made no appreciable diminution in the
number of stray dogs running about in
the streets of the city.

Work Proceeds Too Slowly.

The dog catcher believes that the work
of corralling the unmuzzled ocanines is
progressing altogether too slowly. Three
wagons, he says, will be necessary to en-
able the completion of the'work within
three months.

Dogs Know a Few Things.

The dog catching business !s turning
out to be a battle of wits. The homely,
forlorn-looking curs that hang around the
kitchens of down town restaurants and
hotels are rising in the opinion of the
dog man every day. In many instances,
he says, they display almost human in-
stinct. There is one mongrel in particu-
lar that has baffled every attempt of the
wagon to run him down, He has hung
about the corner of Hennepin and Wash-
ington avenues for about eight years, ac-
cording to patrolmen who have walked
that beat. When the mayor’s order was
fssued his early death was predicted.
‘When the order became effective and the
dog wagon started on its rounds the pa-
trolman on the corner 'phoned the dog
catcher to send the wagon for this dog,
which was then basking in the spring sun
near the corner. The'wagon arrived an
hour later, but, just before it rolled up
the dog slunk off into parts unknown.
The patrolman and the dog men
searched for him in vain. Within a few
minutes after the wagon had departed the
cur strolled leasurely back and took its
accustomed place. The wagon has made
four trips to the corner upon calls from
the patrolman there for this same dog,
but he has always evaded them. There
have been several such instances. Citi-
zens in all parts of town have ‘phoned
for the wagon to take unmuzzled dogs,
but in almost every instance they have dis-
appeared by the time the wagon has ar-
rived. Mr. Gorman has, therefore, In-
structed the wagon to patrol certaln sec-
tions on certain days, and as ‘this work
is to be systematic the wagon will be
able to get over the entire clty within a
month. Mr. Gorman says, howaver, that
several such complete surveys of the oitty
will be necessary before the dogs can be
rounded up.

MODERN WOOD NYMPHS

Hold Down Homesteands Near .l!lu'
Fork River.

Five young Minneapolis women are
homesteading it near Big Fork River in
Cass county, according to George J. King,
the Pelican Lake hotel man, who has been
living with his wife on a neighboring
claim.

King says the women will spend the
summer on their claims.

These women went out with store
clothes, wraps and furs, but are now
wearing blanket skirts and jackets. They
wwere armed, when they went into the
woods, with lathing hatchets and meat
saws, but they have substituted four-
pound axes, and two-men sawe. The two
bachelor storekeeprs In the wilderness
were astonished when the five damsels
paraded up to the store for supplles. One
young woman needed shoes as hers were
worn ‘out. The 'best the bachelors could
offer were German woel socks, and, while
the young woman was waliting for a pair
of small-sized lumberman’'s overshoes she
went about the forest with the socks and
a palr of birch bark soles lashed to her
feet with bdinding twine.

Mr. King says the young women are
expert in the use of the ax. They can
cut down trees, but the stumps look like
the work of beavers.. ‘They are more
careful now, for in felling a tree they
managed to drop it on one of the cabins,
and the owner was compelled to go visit-
ing until her house could be rebuilt.
“They are the grittiest bunch I ever
saw, and 1 didn't think they would stay
one night in the woods,” said Mr. King,
“But they appear to enjoy it, and none of
them have been sick since they settled on
their c¢laims early in the winter, They
will be back on their claims again this
summer. It will be easier for them to go
back for they have cut three miles of road
through the timber, and when they strike
that road there is no danger of their
getting lost unless the beavers work a
cross cut on them while they are away.

JAMES A. CROSS ARRESTED

HIS ACCOUNTS BAID TO HBE MIXED

E

Has Been Bookkeeper torl Scanlon-
Gipson Company for Six
" Years.

James A. Cross, aged 28, a bookkeepsr
for the Scanlon-Glpson Lumber company,
who resides at 206 Harvard street SE, is
under arrest charged with embezzling sev-
eral thousand dollars of -the company’s
money by means of forged checks. He
was apprehended by members of James
Hoy's detective agency, at Staples, Minn.,
yesterday, as he was about to take a train
for Seattle. A brother, Fred Croes, eged
27, 1s accused of complicity in the pecula-
tions. "
James Cross had been in the employ of
the SBcanlon-Gipson company for nearly
six years. Friday morning Mr. Gipson,
of the firm, noticed some Irregularities in
Cross’ accounts ‘and asked for an ex-
planation. The bookkeeper made an ap-
parently satisfactory statement and noth-
ing more was sald. Cross, however, did
not return from lunch at the usual hour;
a hurried examination of his books
showed that he was short in his accounts
about $5,000, and Detective Hoy was in-
structed to find him.

Mr. Hoy traced Cross to St. Paul, and
thence to Duluth, where he found Cross
had departed for Seattle. Mr, Hoy hed
expected this and had sent deputies to
Staples to Intercept Cross, as he would
have to change cars 'there.
promptly wired his assistants at Staples,
who arrived in Staples just as the train
bearing Cross was about. to leayve. They
arrested him, finding on his person about
$200 in money and a revolver, and brought
him back to Minneapolis. The arrest was
made withln twenty-four hours from the
time the casé was given Mr. Hoy.

The brother, Fred Cross, denies knowl-
edge of. his brother's dealings with his
employer, Investigation showed, how-
ever, that a note had been sent to the
Germania bank, through which the Scan-
lon-Gipson company did a part of its
business, saying that an lllness of Mr.
Gipson, who usually slgned all the checks
of the firm, Mr." Cross would sign the
checks for the company. It {s said that
many checks were drawn and the money
not used in the interests of the firm.
Finally, the bank notifled Mr. Cross. that
they would not honor any more checks
unless signed by Mr. Glpson. It is thought
that possibly the brother, Fred Cross,
wrote the note to the bank, signing Mr.
Gipson's - name, and he-is accused of
forgery.

REORGANIZATION TALEED OF

Where the Stock Once Paid Eight
Per Cent It Now Pays
Nothing.

Mild winters in the northwest have
made much trouble for the United States
Rubber company, familiarly known as the
rubber shoe trust. The aggressive compe-
tition of the independent factories assist-
ing in a decline in prices, along with the
poor demand, hes reduced dividends and
the reorganization of the trust is planned.

Northwestern dealers and those of near-
1y every northern state west of the Al-
leghanies have had an unsatisfactory sea-
‘gon’s trade in cold weather wearing ap-
parel of all kinds. This has been espec-
fally true of the rubber trade, In the
past five years general results have been
most unsatisfactory to the rubber shoe
makers. If the demand were big, the
trust would not be worried by the compe-
tition of the Independents, as the dealer
‘would be glad to get his order filled with-
out belng too .critical ae to the wprice.

TO FOURTH WARD REPUBLICANS

T. B. Walker biuwn-ed the Effects
of a Protective Tariff on
Various Classes.

T. B. Walker addreesed the Fourth
Ward Republican Club in the fourth ward
wigwam last evening on “The Protedtive
Tariff and Its Relation to the Question of
Capital and Labor.” . Mr. Walker argued
at length on the advantage  which a pro-
tective tariff brought - the workingman.
The frea trade argument, that the tariff
benefite the few 4é against the ‘many, he
declared to be absolutely wifhout founda-
tion. While the. tariff protected articles
that were made by .a few,.its advantages
were s0 distributed. that the mass of the
people were benefited. ' Protection for any
one article enlisty cdpital id its manufac-
ture. This gave.employment to skilled
labor, which gives a market to merchan-
dise and farm products. Prosperity in the
industry  brought competition, which
meant more employment and higher
' wages, and hence a greater demand for all
products. This competition also resulted
in low prices for the article manufactured,
and the receipts went more and more into
labor, and not into the pockets of the
manufacturer. In this way the tariff ben-

wers making money and dthers losing.

Mr. Walker, taking up the question of
the relations between capital and labor,
deprecated the practice of raising an issue
between the two, when there wasg no real
ground for entagonism. The capitallat
was one of the hardest workers in the
community, while labor_ was valuable in
proportion to the skill and mental exer-
tion employed in it, It was not to the
interest of either to antaognize the other.
Strikes were baneful, and if the laboring
man would husband his resources instead
of spending them 4n such struggles, he
would be better off in the long run.

Free traders, said Mr. Walker, harped
on the statement ‘that prosperity was a
peril to democracy. Evidently, then, they
advocated hard times. If that was their
‘ground for advocating free trade, then
they were golng at it in the right way to
produce hard times

In concluslon, Mr. Walker showed by
charts the history of the tariff from 1821,
indicating that during the low tariff perl-
ods large foreign debts were contracted,
snd that during high tariffi periods these
debis were reduced, and the country was
;prosperous. The real danger to the coun-
try to-day, he sald, was In organlzation
intended to control the industrial world.
