The interest in organized labor among 
the retail clerks lhas been much s t imu­
lated by the visit to the c i ty of Miss 
Emma Lanphere, national organizer, who 
succeeded last week in bringing back into 
the national aesociation the seceding lo­
cal association of clerks that severed i ts 
connection with the ruaili body about four 
years ago. Last night she brought about 
a preliminary organization of the women 
clerks at a mass meeting at Century hall. 
This organization will be completed 
Tuesday evening. 

Miss Lanphere, who is very attract­
ive young w oman, is very successful in her 
work of spreading the gospel of unionism 
among women. She has just come from 
Chicago, where she has put upon a 
flourishing basis a weak and struggling 
association. Miss Lanphere Is a Galeis-
burg young woman and was formerly a 
saleswoman there and a member of the 
local union. From the store she entered 
the employ of a union paper and gradually 
was drawn into her present work. She 
has been an organizer for the clerks for 
about two years, and makes her head­
quarters in Denver. 

No other class of working people have 
a better chance to do effective work in 
behalf of union principles than the clerks, 
according to Miss Lamphere, provided 
they are themselves educated and aroused. 

They have a fine opportunity of pushing 
goods bearing the labels either of the 
union or the Consumers' League, both of 
which stand for the betterment of con­
ditions for the laborer, although by a dif­
ferent method. In this connection they 
have opportunities of explaining the pur<r 
poses and achievements, of union labor to 
many totally unfamiliar witth them. 

One special purpose of the clerks' or­
ganization is 'tije shortening of nours to 
the general eight-hour standard. Much 
has already been accornnllshed In this . 
The union works not only witn employers 
in regard to early closing of the shops 
but s tr ives to educate i t s own members 
and a l l unionists not to trade at laxe 
hours nor to patronize places where em­
ployers are mot inclined to be fair in this 
regard and in others. The local unions 
work for the establishment of a minimum 
wage scale; this differs in various sec­
t ions of the country with the cost of l iv­
ing, but in general is the smal les t 
amount upon which a woman can support 
herself decently and independently. 

Employers are very generally hearti ly 
in favor of union clerks, as It insures 
them the good wil l and patronage of 
union members and their families, and in, 
some measure guarantees the standing of 
the employes. No one is admitted to 
membership under 18 years of age and 
without a year's experience.

A. T. Ankeny, president of the state 
normal board, says the expenses in­
curred by that body in excess of the ap­
propriation were practically unavoidable. 
It is alleged that the board members are 
liable to removal under a strict inter­
pretation of the law requiring boards to 
keep within appropriations. Mr. Ankeny 
admits that the unauthorized expendi­
tures will foot up to about $7,400. The 
governor is to be given a detailed s tate­
ment of the board's finances, and Mr. 
Ankeny believes the executive will recom­
mend to the next legislature that the de­
ficit be met. 

Mr. Ankeny thus explains the situation: 
Since the examination of the Duluth build­

ing accounts made by Secretary Olaen and 
myself in a conference with the three mem­
bers of the board of control on Tuesday 
last, certain publications have been made 
reflecting on the good faith of the state 
normal board or some of its members. An 
explanation would now seem to be proper 
and I make it so far as I am able on gen­
eral knowledge and without having the 
records at hand. 

At th\s conference it appeared for the first 
time that the b'lls still unpaid amounted 
to $13,1)32.17. The state auditor's records 
showed that the cash balance still on hand 
was $0,306.32. If all the bills were to be 
paid, there would seem to be a deficiency of 
$7,425.65 The unpaid bills are- For heating 
American Heating company, $5,560; Northern ! probt 
Electric company, 
company, $22, W. F. Phelps, $175; D. R. 
Black, plumbing, $2,288.83; Palmer, Hall & 
Hunt, balance architect fpps, $2,.^2.34; John­
son Electric company, $1,925, and "Water Arch 
Furnace company, $1,200 

This state of things was a complete sur­
prise to all of us. It had always been be­
lieved by our board that we were within the 
sums appropriated. Director Phelps had full 
charge of the matter and his reports and 
those of the architects were mide to our 
board from time to time. Since about July 
last our bills had not been paid, and it is 
only lately that the board of control took

Rev. G. L. Morril as a candidate for the 
republican mayoralty nomination is a pos­
sibi l i ty which some of hi® friends have 
suggested. The idea may be a start l ing 
one to the polit icians, but stranger th ings 
have happened, and it is conceded that 
the coming campaign wil l be one hi which 
v im is to cut an important figure. As a 
matter of fact Mr. Morrill i s not and has 
never beeu a politician, and it is not pro­
bable that he would regard his appearance 
in the list aa a purely polit ical move. But 
it Will be up to' the next mayor to "do 
things" and to do them promptly and v ig­
orously, and some of Mr. Morrill's friends 
think he is equipped for the work. 

Up t o date the announcement has a s ­
sumed no more definite form than the in­
dividual expressions of friends. Mr. Mor­
rill himself does not «eem to be pushing 
the matter. He admitted, when seen to­
day that several wel l known men nad con­
sulted 'him with regard to the possibil ity 
of h is candidacy, but said he had given 
no one any intimation that he would de­
sire to enter the race. At the same t ime, 
the fact that he haa not flatly refused to 
consider the matter may be imbued with 
some significance. 

The practical political aspect of Mir. 
Morrill's candidacy does not appear to 
have been considered seriously as yet, but 
it i s certain that if he should decide to 
run he would be able to introduce many 
features entirely novel In Minneapolis 
city campaigns. He has lived in Minne­
apolis many years and is well knoiwn 
here. He (has traveled extensively and 
has long been a c lose student of sociologi­
cal problems. He has investigated the 
control of vice in force in several of the 
larger European c i t i es ; and he bases h i s 
views regarding municipal problems upon 
what he has himself seen, not upon theo­
ries. Though a minister he does not be­
l ieve in attempting the impossible. As 
mayor he would not be radical; but he 
would see to it that much of the criminal­
ity going on in the city stopped.
