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MINNESOTA WOMEN 
AT LOS ANGELES 

Their Long Trip Over Dusty Plains and the Warm Wel­

come They Found—Gossip of the Federation Con­

vention From a Minnesota Viewpoint.

Los Angeles , Cal., April 30.—Los 

Angeles is the Mecca toward which the 
eyes of all good club women are turned 
just now and to which as many as possibly 
can are hastening. 

Of all who are making the pilgrimage to 
the "City of the Angels," no more cheer­
ful, well-disposed and well-poised women 
can be found than, those in the Minnesota 
delegation, who boarded the Great West­
ern at Minneapolis the morning of April 
24. 

The delegation, some thirty strong, 
comfortably filling two sleepers, is 
headed by Mrs. E. M. La Penotiere, 
president of the state federation, and Miss 
Margaret Evans, second vice president 
of the National Federation, who joined 
us at Northfield. At Des Moines we were 
Joined by Mrs. W. H. Bailey, president of 
the Iowa State Federation and her dele­
gat ion; at Kansas City by Mrs. Draper 
Smith and the Nebraska delegation, ac-_ 
companied by Miss Standlsh of the Omaha 
Bee. Mrs. Devin, a well known press 
woman from Chicago and Mrs. Ermina M. 
Van Vechten. treasurer of the general 
federation, traveled with us. 

The first day was spent in gett ing se t ­
tled for the long journey, renewing old 
and making new acquaintances. By 
night we were one happy family ready for 
the various diversions of travel. 

Though youthful faces are not want­
ing in t'he delegation, gray-haired middle 
age predominates. The happy remark, the 
bright reply and ready repartee betokened 
typical club women. Dr. E. J. Karn of Or-
tonvil le , and Hiram Schrier of Minneapo­
l i s represented the masculine sex, one in 
each car, and so happily did they adapt 
themselves to their environment, they 
but added to the pleasure of the party. 

The first unpleasant feature of the trip 
was met in the discovery that no dining 
car was attached to the train, a serious 
mat ter for those trusting women who had 
provided themselves with no luncheon. A 
second and greater disappointment met 
us at Kansas City, Friday morning. 
Scheduled to reach there at 7 a. m., we 
•were two hours late, and then for three 
mortal hours were kept in the yards two 
miles from the station and something to 
eat. Our stat ist ical member reported 
that during those three hours that tra in-
load of hot, hungry and disappointed 
women had been switched on to twelve 
different tracks and had passed one pair 
of s teps eight t imes. Instead of the trol­
ley rides and shopping expeditions 
planned for gett ing a glimpse of the city, 
there was only a l i tt le time at the lunch 
counter and then we were hurrired on our 
•way in the ris ing dust storm, which in 
increasing force and intensity accom­
panied us all through Kansas , a corner of 
Colorado and most of Arizona—a valuable 
experience which one would wish never to 
repeat. 

The third and greatest disappointment 
of the trip was the information that we 
•would not be al lowed to make the prom­
ised stop-over at the old city of Santa 
Fe , one of the attract ions that had influ­
enced many to endure the dust and deso­
lat ion . 

The announcement aroused indignant 
protest and for a time our president kept 
the te legrams flying, but all to no avail . 
We did not have the quiet, restful Sunday 
at Santa Fe anticipated. 

At Las Vegas several hours at the Hot 
Springs had been promised to us. W e had 
the hours—but after dark. As one woman 
6aid: ' l i t was Melrose Abbey by moon­
l ight , but Hot Springs by no l ight ." 

W e did have one glorious day at the 
Grand Canyon of the Colorado, which paid 
for all the discomfort we had endured to 
reach it. Our friends who left Minne­
apolis April 26 no doubt had the same 
view of the wonderful canyon that we had, 
were attached to the "limited" and came 
through more quickly and in greater 
comfort. ; 

Had we depended upon ' the soul less 
corporations" only, the trip in many re­
spects would have been a failure. For­
tunate ly we were women of resources. 
Having accepted the situation philosoph­
ically, we provided our own entertain­
ment and made the journey truly memor­
able and delightful. On the last day, 
Tuesday, we made up time, rushing over 
t h e arid fields of southern California as 
fast as the best engine on the line could 
carry us. We reached Los Angeles that 
evening, ten hours ahead of scheduled 
t ime. 

The dust and stain of travel were some­
w h a t covered by the great bunches of 
orange blossoms and roses with which 
the ladies of San Bernardino had show­
ered us. Here a lso we were pleasantly 
eurprised to be met by Mrs. Hayward of 
Los Angeles , formerly Miss Dibble, a wel l -
known teacher in Minneapolis. 

At the Los Angeles station we met 
the first of all the thoughtful arrange­
ments for the comfort and welfare of the 
ci ty's guests . Ladies were on hand to 
give information and boys boarded the 
cars to carry bags and bundles. It was 
Kood to see the familiar face of Mrs. Lydia 
Phi l l ips Wil l iams at the gate, waiting to 
welcome us. This morning most of the 
delegat ion found their way to the Mlnne-
Bota headquarters, a pleasant sui te of 
rooms a t the Van Nuys, where most of the 
federation officers are established. 

Mrs Will iams, Mrs. Tindsley and others 
w h o had come on earlier, were here and 
Mrs. Graves, s tate secretary, distributed 
Minnesota badges. , m . 

At Simpson Auditorium Annex admir­
able arrangements have been made for 
the necessary work of the convention. 
The Annex is formed by great stretches 
of canvas on three sides of the Audi­
torium. This has been made beautiful 
w i t h branches of palm and pepper tree, 
and bright with the profusion of mustard 
blossoms. The beauty and convenience 
of headquarters call for much favorable 
comment. To-day i t is the center of a 
bri l l iant and interest ing scene. Throngs 
of the brightest and brainiest women of 
the country are constantly passing. Bi t s 
of talk from gathered groups here and 
there show that the burning quest ions of 
the convention are uppermost in their 
minds. One is constantly questioned as 
t o one's stand on the "color question, ( 
"reorganization," "Massachusetts plan, 
"Georgia plans," "original plans," and the 
e lect ion. On the color question our dele­
gat ion i s instructed to vote for the best 
compromise measure. We are vitally In­
terested in .the election, shall ask for the 
re-e lect ion of Miss Margaret Evans as 
gecond vice president, and hope for st i l l 
more. ., j 

The three women most often mentioned 
a s candidates for the presidency are Mrs. 
Robert Burdette of California, Mrs Dim-
ies Denison, (now first vice president of 
the General Federation), and Mrs. Sarah 
P ia t t Decker of Colorado. • 

Mrs Burdette openly avows her candi­
dacy, and is said to have opened campaign 
headquarters at the Van Nuys. The oth­
ers declare themselves not candidates, 
but their friends are pushing them, and it 
wil l be remembered that Mrs. Lowe made 
a similar announcement before her re­
election. «.„..„* 

The whole city is in gala att ire, flaunt­
ing the Spanish colors, red and yellow, 
in honor of the Fies ta , which begins to­
day with the comic procession, and ends 
on Friday wi th the famous "Flower pa­
rade," with which the convention ad­
journs.

nesota delegates to the General Feder­
ation of Women's Clubs have their way, 
the next meet ing of the federation will be 
held in Minneapolis. Ever since their ar­
rival in Los Angeles, their headquarters 
at the Van Nuys hotel has been a place 
where the advantages of the Minnesota 
metropolis have been enthusiast ical ly 
urged, and many supporters have been 
won. The claims of Minneapolis as a 
convention city are admitted by large 
numbers of the delegates . They recognize 
the advantages of Minneapolis as a rail­
road center, and they know the reputa­
tion that she has attained for entertain­
ing large numbers of guests . The prin­
cipal objection that has been advanced is 
that the last biennial was held at Mil­
waukee. Some of the champions of other 
cities declare that it would not be ad­
visable to hold the next meeting in a city 
so near to Milwaukee. Kansas City and 
New York are working hard for the next 
meeting, with the advantage s l ightly in 
favor of the Missouri city. 

The delegates from Minnesota are tak­
ing an active part in the discussion of 
questions that are agitat ing the minds of 
the club women. The question of admit­
ting colored women's clubs to the federa­
tion does not come up for formal solution 
until the last day of the session. In the 
meantime the delegations from the vari­
ous s tates are al igning themselves on one 
side or the other. The Minnesota delega­
tion has thus far adopted an att itude of 
tolerance. The members do not bel ieve 
that the issue should be forced; but, if 
the question comes up for final set t lement , 
it is thought that they will , a lmost unan­
imously, vote to refuse admission to the 
colored women. A large minority of the 
federation is in favor of keeping the color 
question out of the meetings of the pres­
ent session. It is not l ikely that such a 
course will be adopted, however, as most 
of the delegates attending the biennial 
feel too strongly on one side or other to 
al low such a course to be pursued. While 
the Georgia women have offere dto com­
promise the question by al lowing each 
state federation to decide the matter for 
itself, most of the southern members 
refuse to listen to any proposition which 
looks towards admitting the social equal­
ity of the black race. There are northern 
women who are just as strongly of the 
opinion that the cultured women of 
America should do all in their power for 
the uplift of the colored women. Between 
these two extremes, it is in the highest 
degree probable that the matter wil l be 
sett led in the present session, somewhere 
between these extremes, and such a solu­
tion wil l meet the approval and support 
of the Minnesota delegation.

Los Angeles, May 5.—A bird hour w a s 
a feature of the afternoon sess ion and 
was presided over by Mrs. J. T. Illick, 
of Burlington, Iowa, who, in her speech 
introducing the topic, said in substance: 

The Audubon societies have been organized 
in most states of the union, looking to the 
protection of bird life and other organizations 
have worked to the same end. In this con­
nection special mention should he .made of the 
American Ornithologists' Union, which has 
been .-stole to accomplish systematic and. efftr 
cient work, by reason of the Thayer fund". The, 
report of this society shows that it has di­
rected ite work along two lines, first, in se­
curing legislation for the protection of birds, 
and second, by the employment of wardens in 
certain localities in 'the coast states. Many 
manufacturers of and dealers in bird plum­
age have been prosecuted and fined, and in 
other cases the threat of prosecution has led 
to the cancellation of purchases. 

Congress, seeing the necessity of some ac­
tion on the part of that body for the protection 
of our North American birds, to save them 
from utter extinction, enacted the law which 
is known 'as the Lacey act. But laws are not 
self-executing. That these are not entirely 
effective is evidenced by the frequent inquiry 
"What has become of our bird laws?" and 
of the painful evidence that they yet serve 
the milliners' art. If the women of a great 
hody like this Is, would unite in a strong 
determination against this eacrlfice of life and 
song for personal adornment, the laws would 
more easily and with less expense be made 
effective. The results, however, so far ac-
complisbd, give encouragement-for a greater 
work in the future. 

T o - d a y ' s P r o c e e d i n g " . 

Los Angeles , May 5.— Club women were 
treated to a floral suprise this morning, 
for, when they entered the great audir-
torium, which last week was decorated 
with 60,000 calla l i l ies , they were greeted 
with the odor of thousands of pink car­
nations, which had replaced the l i l ies 
as a solid background to the platform and 
as a border to the two balconies. The 
local committee was up at daybreak and, 
with a corps of ass i s tants , accomplished 
their task of decoration for the opening 
sess ion at 9:30. 

This flower feature, which is such a 
dist inguishing work of the California con­
vention, began by local committees mee t ­
ing trains at outlying stat ions with loads 
of boquets. Mrs. Lowe's room, more­
over, is a flower bower from morn ing / to 
night. 

There was an air of expectancy on 
every delegate's face this morning over 
the probability of the color quest ion 
cropping out. 

The first big business sess ion is on and 
the report of the committee on reincor­
poration, headed by Mrs. Mary Lock-
wood, may bring l ively developments.

"Wliat H e S a y s o f I n d e p e n d e n t A c t i o n 
a n d of t h e P r i m a r i e s . 

Washington, May 5.—Senator McLaurin 
has issued an address to the people of 
South Carolina explaining his position 
and defending independent action: 

Every advancement in the history of our 
race has been the direct result of indepen­
dence of thought and action. In most of the 
states of this union this is secured by the 
presence of two political parties, and the 
resultant discussion of every public question 
before the people, who are thus enabled to 
Jorm an intelligent opinion and give a verr 

diet at the ballot box. 
Unfortunate, in South Carolina, for nearly 

forty years we have been unable to have 
two parties for fear of negro domination, and 
for ten years, after the Hampton revolution 
in 1876, our people took no interest in public 
affairs beyond maintaining a "white-mask 
government." 

About the year 1890, however, began what 
wae known as the farmers' movement, which 
was nothing more than an instinctive effort 
on the part of the people to preserve the 
principle of self-government. 

After defending Independent action Mr. 
McLaurin says an attempt i s now being 
made by Til lman and his friends t o ex­
clude h im from the primaries. He adds: 

The primary system adopted in our state 
through the farmers' movement has been 
prostituted and perverted into a political ma­
chine for the purpose of excluding all candi­
dates who are not in full accord with the 
views and wishes of the dictator. The vital 
question, therefore, is, will the people of the 
state submit to this political tyranny and 
join in this unholy and unpatriotic work of 
disfranchising the intelligent people and ex­
cluding them from our elections. 

With such a system I have no sympathy, 
and I feel impelled by a strong sense of duty 
to warn the people against such tyranny as 
it encourages and establishes. With these 
facts before me, and my convictions as to 
the original purpose of the primary system, 
I am driven to the conclusion that it has 
subserved its purposes, and has outlived its 
usefulness. 

It is, therefore, a matter of no concern 
to me what may be the action of the May 
convention as to the rules of the primary 
and a revision of its pledges. 

The suppression of free speech and in­
dependence of action in voting by such means 
renders it impossible for. any self-respecting 
citizen holding my views to become a candi­
date in the democratic primary in South 
Carolina. 
- A party yoke has been placed upon our 
people, and it has become too gallihg for 
further endurance, and yet I realize that 
many of my loyal friends would even once 
more hold in check their resolution not to 
agfin enter our system of primary elections 
in order to again vote for me, but I have 
Teached the point where I will not subject 
them to subscribing to an oath to support 
men and measures which do not represent 
their views upon the issues facing the 
American people to-day.

Stillwater, Minn.; May 5.—Fire about 2 

o'clock on Sunday morning burned a big 
barn on the old Lily Lake driving park, and 
six horses belonging to John -"M. Thompson 
of Pierre, S. D., who was traveling over* 
land to points south and stopped, here to rest, 
lost their lives. Thompson was arrested for 
setting the fire, but was soon released, there 
being no evidence. Later Peter Thueson of 
Stillwater was arrested on suspicion, and 
put under ?500 bonds to await the action of 
the grand jury, which sits to-morrow. The 
fire loss amounts to several thousands of 
dollars. Thompson places a value of $400 
on one of his horses that burned. 

Herbert Herron was arraigned in munici­
pal court this morning on a charge of as­
sault preferred by Thompson, the Pierre man. 
Thompson asserts Herron drew a gun on 
him. The grand jury will investigate. 

The remains of H. W. Nowark, a former 
resident of Stillwater, arrived yesterday from 
Walla-Walla, Wash., and will be buried to­
morrow. He was 46 years of age. 

The Isaac Staples and bow boat cleared 
with a raft of logs for S. and J. C. Atlee of 
Fort Madison, Iowa. 

The city council will meet to-morrow even­
ing and consider several matters of impor­
tance. 

George A. and A. J. Lammers, David Car-
michael, Michael Stack and other Stillwater 
men will leave to-night on a trip to Ash-
boro, N. C , where they have mining inter­
ests. They will be away about three weeks.

Washington, May 5.—While public services 
•were being held yesterday in the house of 
representatives over the remains of Congress­
man Amos J. Cummings, Congressman Peter 
J. Otey of the sixth Virginia district, who 
had been named as a member of the com­
mittee to accompany the body of Mr. Cum­
mings to New York, died at his home in 
Lynchburg, Va.
