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NORGE'S GREAT DAY

Nine Celebrations of May 17 Are
Planned for Minneapolis.

PREMIER BLEHR'S PORTFOLIO

He Will Take the Interior Depart-
ment in the Norweginn
Cabinet.

Norway's chief natlonal holiday ia May
17, the anniversary of the declaration of
independence promulgated by an assembly
of the Norwegian people at Eldsvold, in
1814. Norway, which for four centuries
had been a mere dependency of Denmark,
shook off the Danish power and elected
a king of her own. In the meantime the
European powers had awarded Norway to
Sweden for the latter's services in the
coalition against Napoleon. Such a dis-
position wasmot at all in accordance with
the views of the Norwegian people and
they refused to accept the transfer. When
Charles XIII. and Prince Bernadotte came
against them they prepared for a stout
reslstance. A few minor engagements
were fought, enough to test the spirit of
the Norweglans, and the Swedish king, ‘on
the advice of Bernadotte, declded to ap-
prove of the new Norweglan constitution.
A unlon was thereupon formed. The year
1814 thus becomes the most eventful one
in the history of Norway and her sons and
daughters hold it dear, especially the 17th
of May.

Never !n Minneapolls has the day been
eo generally observed as it will be this
year. Nine celebrations of considerable
magnitude have been arranged for and
all will unquestionably be well attended.

The Sons of Norway lodges with their
auxiliaries will observe the day to the
best of their abllity, Nidaros lodge, the
founder of the order, will hold its exer-
cises at Foresters' hall, Washington ave-
nue, near Twentieth avenue N. Miss Anna
Gjertsen and Charles A, Dalby will deliver
addrasses. Oslo lodge will*hold forth at
the new Woodman's hall, in the Hegna
block, 1807 Two-and-a-half street. Ludwig
Arctander will speak for the occasion. The
program will conslst largely of music.
Dovre, the youngest lodge of the Sons of
Norway, has secured Odd Fellows' hall
on Central avenue and Fourth street.
James A. Peterson will be the principal
epeaker.

BLEHR'S PORTFOLIO

Takes the Interior Department,
Qvam Goes to Stockholm.

Premier Blehr, of Norway, has decided
to take the portfolio of the interior de-
partment for his own. Counsellor Quam
becomes minister of state at Stockholm
and not Dr. Sigurd Ibsen who will, how-
ever, become a member of the Norwegian
representation at Stockholm as counsellor
of state. He takes the place of Aarstad
who enters the ministry as the head of
the department of justice.

Fewer changes could not possibly be
made; whereas it was believed that there
would be several-radical changes in the
government only one member, Premier
Steen retired and a young man entered in
a subordinate position.

The liberal press is sorely disappointed.
There had been a demand for a com-
plete reconstruction of the cabinet. New
blood was wanted, young enterprising and
progressive men, to carry out reforms and
restore the liberal party to its former
position and prestige.

The state
National Guard is & unicue organization.
In it will be found the orator, politician,
lawyer, the solemn judge, physician, the
actor, the merchant, the tradesman and
the poker player, and during the encamp-
ments the combination often brings out
much mirth. Thev all throw aside the
dignity of their daily vocation, and dur-
irg the hours of relaxation from strict
military discinline manmage to have about
as Jolly a time as men can have.

For six rears Mipnescla camp life was
far different from that now enjoyed by
the boys who go to Camp Lakeview each
vear. There were many nrivations then.
There was a great scarelty of equipment,
and the tents were thrown together any
old way, without flooring. and oftertimes
the men had to sleep on the bare ground.
The meals were cooked in the cnen and
the men were even compelled while eat-
ing to stand or sit on the ground. They
had no mattresses or wire cots—in fact
their existence under arms was almoet as
strenuous as tkat erfoved br many vol
unteers in the late Spanish war. The dif

They Enjoy Camp Life.

Camp Lakeview is now a model military
campground and nearly every luxury en-
joyed by the civilian at home can now be
enjoyed by the soldier in camp. There are
fine wess halls, with kitchens attached,
tables to eat from, and benches and chairs
to sit ou. Whether it rains or shines
the men eat just the same. In fact—
many would rather have it rain, for then
there are no drills to mar the pleasure
of camp.

Adjutant General B. D. Libbey and his
predecssor, General George C. Lambert,
both realized that under the old system
there was little inducement for members
of the guard to attend the encampment
and that it was necessary to do something
to increase the attendance.

Great Improvements This Year.

Preparations for the annual camp at
Leke Cily have commenced with unusual-
ly bright prospects. The grounds, as
now hmproved., are better than those of
almos: any other state. There are now
about twenty buildings including head-
quarters buildings, hospital, officers’ club
house and mess halls, barns,’ etc., repre-
senting an outlay for improvements of
ahout $20,000. The principal improve-
ments this year are a new bathhouse for
enlisted men, on the lake shore. The
building will be 16x60 feet and will pro-
vide thirty rooms, each with a shower
bath. THe eity waterworks supply the
camp with all the water. The building
will have a drain to the lake.

The New Clubhouse.

The new officers’ mess, ball and club
house will be a revelation in camp life.
It has been erected during the past win-
ter and stands to the left of the old mess
hall, fronting towards the bluff. The
main dining room is 18x32 feet, very light

The New Range.

The grounds now have two rifle ranges,
the old ome being used for known dis-
tance and skirmish firing, while the new
one has a range of 1,000 yards and cross-
cuts the old range at the 300-yard mark.
The new pit s nearly at right angles with
the old pit, and is solidly built. The em-
bankment in fromt is 10 feet high and
160 feet long, contalning over 60 cords
of rock. It is 18 feet wide at the base
and narrows to nine feet at the top. It
is packed hard with clay and dirt, and is
perfectly bullet-proof. There is room for
six targets on the new range, and it is
intended to devote more attention to
volley firing than last year, whén, =owing
to the short range, the results were most
unsatisfactory.

The new ‘“Texas” target now in use in

op the state range. The target is a great
improvement over the old ome, and is
edslly operated. It works like a double
window,—as the exposed target slides
down the new one goes up.

The 1,000-yard range is just opposite
the railroad bridge towards the city, and
will have a platform erected for the con-
venience of those firing and to give the
proper elevation.

All the trees have been
grubbed out, leaving the range perfectly
clear.

The old range will be used for all qual-
ifying scores, and only those making high
scores will be ellowed to fire on long
range.

“Krags” for Rifle Practice.

Early Guard History.

After the close of the War of the Re-
bellion very little attention was pald to
the military in Minnesota, and everything
pertaining to the organization and main-
tenance of companies and battalions was
abandoned. It was in 1879 that the first
attempt was made to organize a company
of militia, and the Minneapolis Light In-
fantry, organized on May 12 of that year
was the first organization..

The First Encampment,

The first annual incampment was held
at White Bear Lake in 1882, and was
called Camjp Hubbard. The 1883 encamp-
ment wae held at the same nlace. In
1584 the camp was held at Lake Calhoun
and wes known as Camp Sheridan. At
liat time very few employers would al-
low their men vaecations to attend camp,
so the boys were forced to work all day
and then go to camp in the evening, stand
guard at pight, and take the early train
for fown in the morning. -

The encampments for 1885 and 1886 are
again held at White Bear Lake in July,
and had a large attendance, being estab-
lished for six days.

The encampment of 1887 lasted ten days
and was held at Fort Snelling in July,
being the last of the encampments to be
held elsewhere than at Lake City.

The first Lake City encampment was
in July, 1888, and was such a pleasant one
that the citizens immediately took steps
to secure the permanent location of the
state camp grounds, A committee was
appointed to secure the site, and temder
the same to the state. It was then found
that the plat figured on was outside the
city llmits and an extension of the limits

was made in order to allow the city to
purchase.
The cltizens' committee, accordingly,

went before the legislature and in 1801
gecured the enactment of a law, which re-
quired the state to accept the tract of
land consisting of 160 acres, “‘and to hold
thereon such encampments as may be
ordered by the proper authorities of the
state for the next thirty years."” The act
was approved March 31, 1891, and conse-
quently, clear title will not revert to the
state until March 13, 1921.
