NO STANDARD BEER MEASURE 
S t a t e L a w s o n W e i g f h t s n n d M e a s u r e s 

A r e I n d e f i n i t e . 
A request submitted by a Minneapolis brew­

ing company to have its gallon measure tested 
has developed the fact that Minnesota has 
t o s tandard beer measure. The only meas­
ure State Treasurer Block could find, when 
search 'was made, proved to be the standard 
liquid gallon, containing 231 cubic inches; 
while the ordinary 'beer gallon is 282 cubic 
inches. This led Mr. Block to make an in­
ventory of his weights and measures and he 
found tha t not only is the state without sev­
eral important measures, bu t tha t the state 
laws on the subject are very, indefinite. For 
instanoe, while the official 'bushel measure in 
the possession of the state treasurer contains 
2,150.4 cubic inches, the law requires it to be 
1.8.73 inches in diameter only, and eays noth­
ing about its depth. The legislature will be 
asked to revise .the statutes in this regard.

MEANT HEAVY LOSS 
W h y K. A. M a t s o n C o u l d n ' t C o n c e d e 

t o B a k e r s ' D e m a n d s . 
N. A. Matson, 2543 Central avenue NE, pro­

prietor of one of the large bakeries still hold­
ing out against the striking bakers, believes 
the public is without a, proper understanding 
of the employers' side of the trouble. In dis­
cussing the situation Mr. Matson said: 

Any one who has read the papers for the 
last week has seen more or less about the 
bakers ' troubles. In order for one to give 
justice to any one question, it is necessary 
to learn both sides of the controversy. As 
an employing baker, I can give the reader 
an idea of my position and leave It to his 
judgment if I could comply with the demand 
made on me. About 3%'years ago, I leased 
for a term of five years a place which is 
fitted with two ovens of fair capacity. Start­
ing in a small way, I have increased sales 
so that I have added a portable oven and 
cake shop on leased- ground at my own ex­
pense. From three or four men I have in­
creased my working force to upward of thir ty 
men, including drivers. By working a night 
and day crew, I have been able to handle my 
trade, although I could have sold more if I 
had oven capacity to bake It. The demands 
of my men to do away with night work would 
take away one-half of my business, and the 
contention of the men tha t if I..did not make 
the goods some one else would was not very 
gratifying to a person who had worked his 
business up by good hustling business meth­
ods. 

As it was impossible to abolish night work 
until I had made other arrangements on the 
expiration of my lease, I offered as an in­
ducement for night work. $2.50 per week 
extra. As I am paying more than the union 
scale, I consider that my- men were not just i­
fied in quitting. ' . 

I believe tha t every right-minded citizen 
will see my position and concede the right 
of any man to protect his own business.

A wel l known local whee lman , who h a s 
been p r o m i n e n t in t h e affairs of t h e c lub 
for some t ime , un t i l h i s r e s i g n a t i o n a 
s h o r t t i m e ago, gave the fol lowing ve r s ion 
of t h e r u p t u r e t o - d a y : 

Some time ago a buffet was instituted in 
the club. This was vigorously opposed by 
a number of the pioneer members, and the 
most influential men In the organization, who 
thought a bar would injure the reputation of 
the club. The result of the experiment, in 
the opinion of the minority I have mentioned, 
vindicated their contention tha t the buffet 
should be discontinued. Nevertheless the ma­
jority insisted upon ite retention, and the re­
sult is the resignations of the men I have 
named. 

My resignation was handed in some time 
ago, and has nothing to do with the present 
split. I do not see, however, how the club 
can long continue. I should be very sorry 
to see it break up, but with things going 
as they now are, I can see no other outsome. 

A. A. H a n s e n , t h e well k n o w n long d i s ­
t ance r i de r , and a p r o m i n e n t m e m b e r of 
the club, took an opos i te view of t h e s i t u ­
a t ion . " S o m e of t h e m e m b e r s t h o u g h t 
t hey could r u n t h e c lub to su i t t h e m ­
s e l v e s , " h e .

would run him in. 

Drawing lessons from this incident as to 
the general condition of city affairs he said 
iu closing: 

Police officers should not be regarded as a 
collective agency for gambling houses or hand 
in glove with "big mi t t" men, aiding theft by 
connivancs and protection.- No bum, beat 
or crook should be allowed upon the police 
force. If good men are employed, the force 
will keep its mouth shut about superior of­
ficers, who, in turn, will have nothing to say 
against subordinates. The office of policeman 
should be regarded with respect and the man 
who has filled it should be honorably retired. 

It is possible for our police force to be as 
sunshine or.shadow, personal equivalents of 
virtue or vice. A good police force means 
the equitable, swift and sure execution of law, 
insuring safety in social /order and protection 
in personal property. A bad police force 
means the exact reverse.
