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SUGAR TAXED;
CUBA LIBRE

Senator Clapp Confers With
the President About His
Proposal.

Senator Dietrich of Nebraska
Tells Why Sugar Insur-
gents Stand Firm.

Washington, May 16.—Senator Clapp had
a long conference with the president to-
day regarding the Cuban situation. The
president is interested in the bill which
Mr. Clapp introduced rr.-cqnth' providing
for a commission to investigate the ques-
tion of alleged distress in the island and
to administer relief wherever ipvesti-
gation shall show it is needed. Mr.
Roosevelt wanted to talk over the whole
Cuban question with him.

It is apparent that the president is
worried. He has been told by republi-
can senators that if any straight Cuban
reciprocity bill is pressed in the senate it
will hasten a general tariff revision.
There are reasons for believing that the
majority of the scnate would differ from
the majority of the house and would hold

that general tariffi amendments to such a
bill are germane.

“If this is a fact,” said Senator Clapp
to The Journal correspondent, "it
will bring on a tarifi revision before the
republiran party or t‘he country is ready
for it.’

It is beleved that the president did not
indorse the Clapp bill as he is not in-
clined to any compromise.

Senator Spooner is urging in the senate
his rebate plan which Is the Morris plan
as presented in the house. He has made
many converts to it. He has also talked
about it with the president. Mr. Clapp
also has a very respectable following for
his bill.

Between these two propositions it is
difficult to see at present how a majority
can be secured for any stralght reciprocity
plan which the senate may be asked to
adopt.

The president is striving to harmonize
republican differences in the senate and
his talk with Mr. Clapp was, along that
llne. Unless this can be dode no satis-
factory legislation will be possible.

The sugar trust witnesses have had the
right of way until yesterday before the
Teller committee. It is understood that
the beet sugar men are now to come to the
front, Should the testimony before the
committee be conflicting and pretty equal-
1y balanced it would add to the complica-
tions.

Senator Dietrich of Nebraska also saw
the president this morning and talked
about the Cuban situation. He said to a
correspondent later that the senate in-
gurgents were standing firm and that the
passage of any stralght reclproecity bill
would be well nigh impossible. He said
the insurgents would gladly vote money
,out of the treasury for the rellef of Cuba
ghould real distress exist there, but would
.decline to support any bill which in their
opinion would benefit the sugar trust.

“T would rather vote money out of the
treasury direct to the sugar trust,” he
gald, “than by the indirect way of such a
bill as we have been asked to support.
Then we would know surely where the
mcney went, while under the proposed
plan we could only surmise.”

SENT THERE BY THE PRESIDENT

Indians May Pour Out Their Woes
and They'll Be Heard by Men
Without Bias.

Cannen Ball, N. D., May 18.—Dr. Grin-
nell, of New Ym-k \'Ir White, an Engliah-
man traveling fnr nleasure, and Indian
Inspector MecLaughlin spent part of a
day here while on their way to Fort
Yates. Dr. Grinnell has been requested
by the president to make a personal in-
vestigation of the land leasing and
especially te find out if any wrong bas
been done the Indians.

The charges made by George Kennan
wlill be Investigated and the Indiane will
Bave full opportunity to diseuss their
grievances. As the doctor i absolutely
free from all bias in the matter, there
is no doubt it will finally be settled om
a satisfactory basis. He will snend two
weeks on the reservation amd will go all
over the leased portion. Tie will report
his findings directly to the president him-
self, as the latter is much interested in
the condition of the Indians. The trouble
§& that the Indians are not agreed omong
themselves, and it is exceedingly hard to
find out what they really do want.

Dr. Grinnell was with Custer's first ax-
pedition to the Black Hills in 1874, from
Fort Abraham Lincoln, and narrowly
ercaped beinz in the {ll-fated 1876 fight.
He reauested the president to have Ma-
jor MecLaughlin come here with him, as
the major's intimate knowledge of the
Inslions kere will be of the greatest as-
sistance to him.

FIFTEEN
BULL FIGHTS

Killed in Honor of Alfonso
the Thirteenth.

Free Dinners for the Poor—
The Dramatic Authors
Make a Fuss.

Madrid, May 16.—The weather was aus-
picious to-day for the official ceremonies
in honor of the majority of King Alfonso
which opened here yesterday. A cloud-
less sky and brilliant sun favored the
arrival of the Duke of Connaught, Prince
Albert. of Prussia, Princes Vladimir and
Christian of Denmark, Prince Nicholas
of Greece and the Crown Princes of Mon-
aco and Siam, who arrived in a royal
train. The events of the day coincided
with the festival of San Isldro, the patron
saint of Madrid, which brought immense
crowds to the city from the surrounding
country. Thousands of persons gathered
along the route from the northern sta-
tion to the palace to witness the proces-

slon.

The scene at the railroad station, upon

the arrival of the royal train, was bril-
liant. An escort composed of the royal
bodyguard, in shimmering breastplates
and with drawn swords and a squadron
of dragoons in burnished steel helmets
and with waving lances, wasg drawn.- up
in the courtyard while within the station
were assembled the ‘officers of the royal
household, headed by the Prince of the
Asturias. The various ambassadors and
their staffs all clad in handsome uniforms
with breasts resplendent with orders and
decorations, formed a striking group of
color. The edge of the station plat-
form was lined by a company of engineers
in becoming uniforms and tri-color caps.
The regimental standard was displayed
within the station, and a band was sta-
tioned there.
The train arrived at half past four. A
bugle sounded, the guard o* honer pre-
sented arms and the band struck up the
Spanish royal march. The effect of the
arrival of the ambassadors was somewhat
marred by a mistake of the engine driver
of their train who 'brought the coaches to
a standstill before reaching the official
stopping place. The brilliant throng on
the platform had consequently to.scurry
down the station to the royal carriage.

Prince Albert of Prussia was the first
ambassador to allght. He was followed
by the Duke of Connaught and the various
other foreign representatives, who made
their presentations to the Prince of the
Asturias.  Sir Henry Mortimer Durand,
the British ambassador at Madrid, pre-

cordially welcomed by the prince..  The
guard of honor was then reviewed, the
Duke . of Connaught and the Prince of
the Asturias walked together first, fol-
lowed by the other princes. Among these
was the crown prince of Siam in a white
uniform, conspicuous on account of his
short. stature. Prince Vi]adimir of Den-
mark, who walked at his side towered
above him. The Duke of Conngught and
the other ambassadors saluted the stand-
ard and the royal bodyguard.. . Then they
took their places in carriages and drove
to the palace, escorted by the royal body-
guard and the dragoons. . At the palace-
the ambassadors were received by the
queen regent and King Alfonso and con-
ducted by them to their apartments. A
grand banquet in their honor was given
at the palace last night. .The queen re-
gent has directed the Duke. of Alba, as:
gentleman of the chamber, and Colonel
Marquis Mendigorra to be in attendance
upon the Duke of Connaught during™his
stay here.

A special bull fight, in which eight
bulls appeared, wﬂ.s.-helli'in ‘the afternoon
at the "Puetrta Dél "Sol. -~ "No fewer than
fifteen bull fights are to take place-in
connection with the fesllvitles. and over
100 bulls are to be killed. .

Free dinners were given to 3,000 poor
persons . This charity will be repeated
daily until May 24th. Fifty thousand
pesetas have been distributed to the
poor and small sums will be deposited
in savings banks in the names of all
children born Saturday, May 17th, the day
the king takes the oath. Altogether glifts
amaunﬂng to 200,000 pesetks will be dis-
tributed,

A discordant incident in connection with
the festivities has been the sending by
the Soclety of Dramatic Authors of a cir-
cular to all the theaters in Spain, prohib-
iting them from giving any performances
next Saturday, because‘'the only gala per-
formance-'in lbe honor ‘of “the’ majority of
the king is “Don Juan,'"” to be given at
the Royal theater.
matic Authors, polnts out, in.its circular
that “Don Juan,” is a foreign opera and
with one exception, the entire cast of-the
opera is foreign. This eircular says that
the date, May 17th will' be made memora-
ble by the taking of the oath by the king,
and as giving striking proof that there
still exist men who do not support out-
rages wlth silent meekness.

The amount paid to honorably retired min-
isters was $43,015. Twenty-nins ministers
wera added to the honorably retired roll dur-
ing the year, of whom eleven have dled.

Eighty new names were added to the roll
of annultants. Collections were recelved dur-
ing the year from 4,235 churches, but 3,326
churches failed to send anything. y

York, May 16.—The orthodox and
liberal elements fought their first battle
for supremacy at the opening of the omne
hundred and fourteenth general assembly
of the Presbyterian church in the Fifth
Avenue church yesterday.

TRAINS IN  GOLLISION

FOUR ON THE S00 LINE INJURED

Freight and Passenger Crashed To-
gether at Pemhtne. Wis.~En-
gineer Meager May Die.

Rhinelander, Wis.,, May 16.—Passenger
train No. 84 on the Soo line collided with
a through freight near Pembine late last
night, demolishing both engines and in-
juring four men. One, Engineer Meager,
probably will not recover. The others
injured are the conductor of the passsnger
train, the engineer of the freight and the
news agent on the passenger.

The trains came together when both
were going at full speed and the impact
was so great that both engines were bad-
ly wrecked, the paseenger engine's boller
being torn from its trucks and fastenings.

The passengey train of three cars was
thrown from the ralle and at an early
‘hour this morning the track had not been
cleared. It hasg been Imposeible to get
full particulars of the wreck here, or
even the names of the-other injured men.
The cause of the wreck could not be
learned.

Gaynor and Green, Kidnapped
by Detectives, Are
Remanded.

Montreal, May 16.—Gaynor and Green
have been remanded until Monday next.

Montreal, May 16.—The tug Spray with
Colonel Gaynor and Captain Green, who
were arrested at Quebec by United States
detectives at the instance of the United
States government on the-charge of em-
bezzlement, arrived in Montreal at 3:10

o'clock this morning. The . detectives
proceeded to police headquarters with
thelr prisonere who -were brought before

Judge L.afnntame extradition commis-
sioner, this morning.
Donald MacMaster who represents

‘the United ‘States government arrived at
the Windsor ‘about 6 o'clock and held a
hurried consultatjon with Detective Car-
penter and Marlon Srwin the Georgia
district attorney. It was agreed that De-
tective Carpenter should keep in seclu-
glon until the prisoners had been brought
into court, as he, being charged with the
execution of the warrants, would be the
one upon whom -a-writ of habeas corpus
would be served.

At 7 o'clock the regular Quebec boat
arrived bringing the Quebec detectives
and lawyers and Mrs. Gaynor, who when
they saw that their chase on the river
was fruitless took the regular Montreal
boat at Sorel. Several of the detectives,
including Chief Detective Walsh came to
the Windsor,to see that the prisoners
were not' spirited away again and others,
headed by High Constable Gale of Que-
bec, went in search of Chief Carpenter
to serve the writs of habeas corpus upon
him.

The two prisoners talked but Iittlé
about their arrest to their guards, but
Colonel Gaynor said the trip was quite
exciting and it was pretty cold.

HABEAS CORPUS WRITS

How Gaynor and Green 5till Expect
to Get Away.

To prove actual embezzlement it must
be held that the accused had actual con-
trol of funds and no one the attorneys de-
clare has ever held that Gaynor and
Green were the disbursing s.gents of the
United States.

Gaynor
and Captain W. D. Green, who early in
March forfeited their ball at Savannah, Ga.,
where they were under Indictment on a
charge of conspiring to defraud the govern-
ment, and fled' ' to Canada, were yesterday
placed under arrest by officers connected with
the United States secret service and Chlef
Carpenter of the Montreal detectives, and
by a coup de force were placed on a char-
tered tug and started for Montreal.

Montreal, May. 16.—The war‘——"'cha.rgs
Gaynor Giréen 'with embes BDE runda
from the’ lj‘nlted States gover¥ment, and
were issyed by Judge La Fontaine, who
thereby compels. them to appear' before the
extradition commissioners in Montreal.

The pursult of the tug Spray by the
Quebec authorities is probably due to a mis-
understanding of the situation owlng to the
quick arrest there. The provincial police at
Quebec evidently think Gaynmor and™ Green
were kidnapped by American officers.

Washington, May 16.—Marion Erwin, who
figured prominently in the conduct of the
casés at Savannah, was assigned the duty of
proceeding to Canada #pd assisting the gov-
ernment in the attempt to secure the return
of the two men to the United States. The
officiale ‘here satisfied themselves after a
thorough investigation that Messrs. Gaynor
and Green felt reasonably secure from extra-
dition while in Quebec because of local con-
ditions existing there.  They feared that if
the men were arrested in Quebec resort would
be had immediately to habeas corpus pro-
ceedings and they would be released. For
this reason the determination was reached
to have the warrants sworn out in Mon-
treal, thus bringing the question of holding
them for extradition befors the Mdntreal
authorities.

The officials are highly pleased with the
manner in which Erwin has performed the
delicate duties assigned to him, and say the
methods devised for apprehending the men
are entirely legal.

cramped. Nearly all the hodies were
those of white persons. Ar Wwe ap-
proachad St. Plerre we saw the town was
covered with ashes. We ‘then joined
the cruiser Suchet and the cable repair
ship Pouyer Quertier and together went
toward Le Precheur. The rain of ashes
was heavy and shrouded the Suchet. SBoon
the atmosphere cleared up and we ran
close to Le Pouchere and then to Hameau
des Cabines.

“The boats from all thré¢e ships were

lowered and the rescue of people from the
shere commenced at 11 o'clock in the
‘morning. We were all coversd with
gray aghes, our- eyes were weeping and
the heat was intolerable.
negroes came out to ug in small boats;
they were nearly naked and some of them
wera laughing while others were crying.
some of them ecarried chalrs with them,
while others hrought dogs and kittens
as all their property. Thelr woolly halr
was thick with ashes. BSeveral big pans
on board our ship were filled with cooked
food and placed on deck; they were soon
surrounded by c¢rowds of chattering na-
ives.
! “The negroes wers all saved by 4 o’clock
cxcept & few who refused to leave the
land.. At this hour the Suchet siznalled,
‘The operation is over; thank you.' The
Suehet. then steamed away in the diren-
tion of Fort de France. Bui our boats
had not yet all returned to the ship. We
were still waiting for the last one, when
there was a tremendous report from the
crater of Mont Pelee quickly followed by
a second repnrt. ' Theae explosions
caused great excitement on shore and our
last boat returned to us hringing the re-
mainder of ths nezroes inelpding those
who had previously reftised to leave.
They had been trlghtened by the reports
and jumping Into the sea had swam out to
the boat.

“We saved 600 poople from the north
side where, on acconnt of ths wind, there
were not so pjany ashes. We tl‘ke great
pride in the fact that the Danish fla
was the first foreign one .at the. scene o
‘disaster. We proceded te Fort de F’rmco
and landed. there the peonle we had res-

Report of Commander McLean of the
Cincinnati.

“Washington, May 16.—Secretary Moody
hag received the following cablegram from
Commander T. C. McLean of the Cin-
cinnati:

8t. Luela, May 16.—Slx thousand refugees
have come into.Fort de France. Three thou-
gand have come :into Kingston. Northern
portions of Martinique and St. Vincent very

many peocple perished; others suffering for
food and water. Very great difficulty re-
lleving and saving so many people scattered
over largé areas. Number of people to be
fed and cared for sald to be reduced by mor-
tality. Have coaled here. Return to-Fort
de France {and) 8t. Plerre to-day. Will en-
deavor to recover records of American and
British consulates at St. Pierre. If remains
of officials are tauﬁd will bury with military
honors.

Later the department received a cable=
gram announcing the arrival of the Cin-
clonati at Fort de France to-day. A tele-
gram also was received announcing that
the collier Sterling; which took a quantity
of stores from San Juan, Porto Rico, ar-
rived at Fort de France to-day.
