This Benrish and Depressing Abroad

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, May
24.—Wheat was off 3zc at the start this
morning, July opening at 74c. By grad-
ual gains the market was worked back to
74%c where it closed. There was no
{ncrease in general interest, and the same
hesitation and tendency towards bearish-
ness.

The agricultural department at Wash-
ington finally made public the long de-
layed figures for the crop of 1801, The
totals are larger than the trade expected
and the general effect of the report was
bearish. The-department says there were
748,460,218 bushels wheat raised on an
acreage of 49,805,514, and 1,522,519,891 bu.
corn on an acreage of 91,349,938, The re-
port says proper weight was given the
recently published census summary of the
crop of 1809, and that the dlfferences be-
tween the census data and that of the
agricultural department, formed a basis
for modification of this last réport, result-
ing in the figures given above. Coming
to the northwest it is found that Min-
nesota with 6,209,508 acres, raised 80,701.-
627 bu.: South Dakota with 4,004,830 acres
raised 51,662,807 bu., and North Dakota
with 4,527,532 acres produced 59,810,669
bu., a wtal for the three statee of 191,-
075,603 bu. The effect of the report
abroad was weakening. Broomhall cabled
that the bearish conatruction put upon it
induced general realizing in Liverpool
causing an opening decline of % and 5d.
The undertone continued heavy during the
session resulting in further declines of %
and %d. <Corn opened %d lower in sym-
pathy with the weakness in wheat. Dur-
ing the remainder of the morning the
market continued unchanged. At the
close Liverpool wheat was 3,@%d lower,

Receipts at primary points wera 259,000
bu. against 495,000 last year and ship-
ments 322,000 against 886,000, St. Louls
had in 86,000 bu. something of an increase.
The southwest was indifferent to anything
stimulating and rallied very slowly. The
outlook is for a fair decrease in the visi-
ble on Monday. The seaboard has a bet-
ter export inquiry and 62 loads were re-
ported taken. Local receipts were 124
carg against 139 last year and Duluth had
1 car against 41. \iinneapolis stocks de-
creased by 980,447 bu. leaving 7,454,740 bu.
in store.

Clearances were heavy,
equaling 749,000 bu.

THE FLOUR MARKET

Unsntisnfactory Week—Snles
Up to the Output.

The week closing to-day was on the whole
unsatisfactory in the flour trade. Millers
complain of the close margin on which they
have heen compelled to do business, aid
many orders were_declined as they were on a
basis too low to afford any profit. The week
brought two new features—the experiment of
gending flour down the river to go out by
way of New Orleans to try to circumvent
the railroad discrimination, and the closing
of the big Washburn A mill that had ground
steadily for seventeen months. This latter
was largely the result of unfavorable freight
rates, and the long-continued disposition of
the railroads to oppose any liberality towards
the mills. There s probability that more
mills may close next week.

Sales have been barely up to the output.
Shipments for the day, 50,689 barrels.

HARDLY A RIPPLE

The butcher market continues good. As a
natural result of the light receints, in the
face of a good demaund, prices show some im-
provement and are now higher than at any
previous time. Steers sold this week for
$6.85, high water meark for South St. Paul.
Heifers sold for $6, another new high price
record. Veals are up again and selling around
$5@5.25, with not encugh coming in to meet
demands. In the stock and feeding division

there has been but little change. A good de- |

mand for good quality stock and feeding stuff,
showing welght, has *kept the yards well
cleared of this claes at all times. The trade
in stock calves has not been good. Therz
has been but a fair outlet for the best at
steady prices, while others have twen slow
and weak. The very ccmmon calves have
been hard to give awar. Milch cows. are
generally considered 32.50 lower than last
week. Demand is right good at the drop.
Hog receipts arc holding up fairly well, al-
though just now runuing a little behind the
corresponding time a year ago. The month
shows a very small gain over April a year
ago, while the gain for the year continues to
hold around 36,000. Trade has been satisfac-
tory at all times. Heceipts were expected to
be heavier than they have been and, as a re-
sult, prices have held up well. The range
between South St. Paul and Chicago has
been very small on several occasions, while
the local market has been better than other
western points. Tha only disappointing fea-
ture of the trade at this t!me is the fact that
the hogs continue to run light in weight, with
o big percentage of them common in quality.
Sheep receipts this week will total about
1,200 head, against 700 head last week and 500
head for the same week last year, Of the
1,200 head received, however, less than one-
third have been on sale, so that there have
been hardly emough sheep in the ygrds for
the entire week to make.a showing.
