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THIRD POWER CANAL

Estimates Preliminary to Contracts
Now Being Made.

CLERGUE SYNDICATE ENTERPRISE

Grent Metallurgical Plant for Treat-
ment of Ores Electrically
Is Projected.

Sault Ste. Marie, Ont., May 26.—An-
other water-power canal is to be dug by
the Clergue syndicate here. It will be |
the third to use the water of Lake Supe-
rior for the Consolidated lLake Superior
company, and will increase the company's
power to about 110,000 horsepower. All
the contracts for this capal will be let
this summer, and heavy concerns are
pow making estimates. The canal will
require the removal of 400,000 cubic yards
of earth and 600,000 yvards of stone, and
will be several years in building.

This canal will provide power for a
great metallurgical plant to treat ores
of copper, zine, silver and gold electrical-

ly. The ores for treatment are expected
to come from western Canada and from |
extensive developments afe now in prog- |
ress. Paner mills are also to be erected |
under this new power, and contracts for |
the first of these, a very large plant to |
make news orint, are already closed, it |
is stated.

Contracts for immense grading opera-
tions on the Manitoulin & North Shore
railway, a Clergue enterprise, are to be
made at once. These will be for the ex-
tenszion of the road in the nickel and cop-
per country near Sudbury. This road is
designed ultimately to form a link in the
pew transcontinental line of the Canadian
Northern road.

The steel rail mill of the Algoma Steel
eompany, another Clergue industry, has
been given orders from the Canadian
government amounting to 125,000 tons,
gnd has commenced rolling to fill the |
contract. The mill will get $32.50 a ton |
on the first 10,000 tons, and going prices
for the rest.

The Canadian Rolling Stock company
Bhas just been formed by Mr. Clergue
and associates, with a capital of $2,000,000,
to manufacture rolling stock and loco- |
motives. The company is already mak-
fng flat cars and small engines.

1901 INHERITANCE TAX

Winona Judge Holds It Unconstitu-
tional and Void.

Winona, Minn., ‘May 26.—Probate Judge
D. B. Vance has filed his decision in the
attack made upon the constitutionality
of the inheritance taw lax of 1901 in ad-
ministering the estate of Nicholas Ries.
The matter came up in connectlon with
the final settlement of ‘the estate, which
if the law held good could not be made
until the inheritance tax was paid. W. B.
Anderson .and Patrick Fitzpatrick ap-
peared on behalf of the estate, arguing the
unconstitutionality -of the law, while
Thomas Simpson gppeared in behalf of the
state. Judge Vance holds that the inher-
ftance tax law of 1901 is unconstitutional
and void, and orders distribution of the
estate without the payment of any in-
heritance tax. This is the first decision
on the law of 1901, that of 1902 having
been declared unconstitutional by Judge
Bazille at St. Paul last week.

B. C. Premier Modifies His Bonnses
for Railroads,.

Vancouver, B. C., May 26.—The Duns-
muir government. finding it Impossible to
carry its railway bills and their monster
pubsidies in cash and land, has now
greatly modified its proposals and brought
in new measures; which, though certain
to ‘be opposed keenly, have some chance
of paseing the legislature. Under the
new proposal the former {ntended land
grants of about 9,000,000 acres, conveying
also coal rights, are wholly eliminated,
this concession to opposition views proba-
bly leesening the value of the province's
proposed subeidies by $20,000,000. Even
at $1 an acre an ahb#olutely minimum land
value, the proposed concession now
abandoned would have meant a grant of
provincial value equal to $9,000,000.

SAVES  ONE-FOURTH

Co-operative Housekeeping as Tried
at Sioux City a Success.

SERVANT GIRL PROBLEM SOLVED

Food Bought in Quantities Affords &
Saving—Other Union Kitchens
to Be Started.

Special to The Journal.

Sioux City, Iowa, May 26.—Twenty-one
residents of the fashionable suburb of
Morningside bave lived now ‘twenty weels
in defiance of the servant girl, and have
discovered that by cc-operative houge-
keeping the head of the family will save
one-fourth of the cost of satisfying ap-
petites, The Parkside Co-cperative House-
keeping association, organized in Decem-
ber, has cost each of the members an av-
erage of $2.25 a week, and saved 81 cenls
a week. This amounts to a saving of
£16.20 for each in the twenty weeks; so
the association has found its plag will
mean an annual economy to a family of
four members of $178.48.

This unique union kitchen was the first
of its kind in the United States. But so
succeseful hae it hbeen that another asso-
ciation has heen crganized in the Rein-
hardt flats, and two more will be formed
in Morningside, to begin next Septem-
ber. Following the example of the Sloux
| Cdty plan, fifteen families of Marion, Ind:,
illving on Spencer avenue, the most fash-
:immblr) in the ¢ity, have formed a co-
onerative association, and have begun re-
cently taking their meals in a specially
constructed building,

The co-operative -housekeeping plan suce
cessfully solves the servant girl problem,
relieves the housewife of all the worry
and labor of superintending the prepara-
tien of three meals a day and saves the
head of the family.a fourth of the cost.
| All of the members of this association
live within a block of the home of Charles
Senift, and there they meet to take theip
meals at two large tahles. Three rooms
are rented from Mre. Senift for $10 a
month, including light and fuel for all
the rooms, except the kitchen. The house-
keeper is paid $7 a week and board, and
two assistants are pald $1 'a week and
|board. The five women of the ¢lub form
|a committee that makes out the bill of
fare each week, and a buyer is chosen
folr two weeks, having as assistant his
wife, or, if single, some other man's wife.
The congeniality of the members is se=
cured by requiring a unanimous vote be-
fere a new member is admitied. 1

The association buys ijs food from re-
tailers. but the purchases are in large
quantities, so the association 1s given
praciically wholesale rates; amounting to
a saving of 15 per cent. The fuel costs no
more practically than 1in~ one family,
meaning a weekly economy of $§1.50. Thera
in but one cook for the association, and
while she is paid’ $7 a week, It may h;
assumed the five families would spend at
least $2 .o week each for a servant, to-
gether paying $15; adding the 31 received
by each of the assistants to the salary
of the cook, the families ‘savé 36 a week
by pooling. The association-gives the cook
and assistants board—two less_ than would
be boarded if the same members wers
eating. on the old plan—so $4.60 weekly
is saved in this way. The 15 per cent eut
In the prices of food amounts to 24 cents
weekly for each member, or $5.04 a week
for all.
