Seeding is being finished
under favorable conditions. West of Dev-
ils Lake the country is de\‘eloplng at'a
remarkable ralte.

REPLY BY C. M. LORING ¥

Defends Park Bonrd’n Course Agalnst
E. G. Walton's Criticism.

In a letler to a morning paper C. M.
Loring takes emphatic issue with B. G.
Walton's criticism of the way the park
board’s resources have been expended in
late years. Mr. Walton took the ground
that the board would b%t‘tel‘ spend fts in-
come in keeplng in. good condition the
parks and boulevards now “owned by the
city than in aequiring - additlonal park
lands. Mr. Loring declares that the
board’'s course is the right one and that
it should be contlnued while land desirable
for parks can be obtained at such low
figures as now. He declares, too, that
there is no occasion for keeping the ru-
ral drives in the condition in which the
Paris boulevards are kept; thajt they fur-
nish more pleasure to the public as they
are kept now.

EXTENDS INTO CANADA _

Vermillion Irnn-ﬂearlné Rnnge'-‘h
Traced Across the Line.

Professor C. R. Van Hise has reported
to the United States geological survey,
that the Vermillion iron-bearing range
has been traced into Canada and that val-
uable iron producing properties are lo-
cated across the border . which would
probably have been worked long agp had
it not been for the United States fariff
on Canadian ores. The range has been
traced to Hunter's Island; thence to the
Kaministiquia river and to the Keweon-
awan rocks, west of Lake Nipigon. There
are two other districts that are said to be
rich in iron ore also.
