"It Would seem to be Implied clearly," 
says Judge Lovely, in his opinion, "that 
the duty (to make a search by the clerk 
and the giving out of information desired 
thereby is thus embraced in the terms 
of .this fee bill, by as pos i t ive an infer­

Guardian* Are Censured. 
The supreme court is drawn at length 

into family troubles in a case brought up 
from Mantorvllle, Dodge county. Mrs 
Catherine Roblrson, an old lady suffering 
from seni le dementia, was under guard­
ianship Her trained nurse, dtactor ana 
guardians attempted to remove her to 
Il l inois, but on motion of her daughter, 
Cornelia L Ravmond, the court commis­
sioner issued an order restraining toen 
He also removed the guardians, but In 
this the court holds he exceeded his au­
thority Hi s action in restraining the re­
moval is approved and the guardians arc 
ceneured The court says 

"We eannot come to any other conclu­
sion than that her removal w a s actuated 
by ill feel ing and personal rost i l i ty to ­
ward the relator (Mrs Raymond) and 
that hpr own happiness, c o m f o t and wel ­
fare were given scant consideration bj 
the guardians " Tne syYla"bus says 

"First—A guardian of an incompetent 
pereorf'has the right to remove h is ward 
from one s tate to another temporarily or 
permanently, but the right is always sub­
ject to the power of a court of chancery 
to restrain an improper removal Such a 
removal must a lways be made in good 
faith and with a view to benefit the ward, 
and this Is especially true where it is to 
be to a point outside of the jurisdiction 
of the court appointing the guardian 

"Sec-onl—Where an attempt is made by 
a guar l l an or by any other person ^to 
exerc'se any restraint over another party 
within this s ta te , the writ of habeas to* -
pus will a lways be effectual to inquire 
Into the propiety of any such attempt to 
restrain and upon such inquiry the proper 
court can make such an order, or judg­
ment, i s the particular case may require 

"Third—In a 'habeas corpus proceeding 
a court commissioner has no authority to 
make an order which practically removes 
a guardian of the person and property of 
an incompetent. 

"Fourth—Such a guardian is the cus­
todian of the incompetent and may care 
'or and control him in any reasonable
