W. M. Regan says I t is up to t h e i«e 
companies to s a y whether , they will in ­
dorse t h e s t a n d , t a k e n by the i r men. 

D- ,iM. Chu te , of the Cedar L a k e Ice 
company, says t h e employers of ice wagon 
d r ive r s will no t a l low t h e i r men t o d r a w 
them in/to a fight in which t hey have no 
concern. 

The union b a k e r s have been on s t r ike^ 
for more t h a n a mon th . At a m e e t i n g 
M t h e Ice Wagon D r i v e r s ' un ion Sa tu r ­
day n ight , t h e case of t h e s t r i k i n g b a k e r s 
was p re sen t ed by Wi l l i am T. Wal l ace . 

The m a t t e r was debated a t g r ea t l eng th 
by t h e ice men, who finally passed the fol­
lowing r e so lu t ion : 

That the Ice Wagon Drivers' and Helpers' 
union endorse the striking bakers and that no 
member of this union shall deliver ice to any 
customer using non-union bread. Notice of 
this action shall be given to all customers, 
and no ice to be delivered to users of non­
union bread after June 5. 

T h e d r i v e r s say t h e y will no t del iver 
ice to the p a t r o n s of non -un ion b a k e r i e s 
af ter Thu r sday . Ae a n u m b e r of boss 
bake r s a r e also p r o p r i e t o r s of r e s t a u r a n t s , 
the force which t h e ice men wield is a p ­
p a r e n t . These r e s t a u r a n t s a r e l a rge con­
s u m e r s of ice, and would find i t p r a c t i ­
cal ly imposs ib le to r u n if t h e i r supply of 
t h i s a r t i c l e w e r e cut off. 

T h e first r e s u l t of t h i s ac t ion by the 
ice wagon d r ive r s was a p p a r e n t th i s 
morn ing , when a res iden t was informed 
by t h e ice m a n t h a t he could get no Ice 
unless he bough t h i s b read from t h e 
union wagon . 

Wi l l i am Regan sa id t h i s m o r n i n g in 
r ega rd to t h e ac t ion of t h e ice m e n : 

It ftseems to me that it is up to the ice 
companies. If they are going to allow their 
d r i v e r s in n o u n c e r t a i n t e r m s . D. M. 
their trade, tha t is their affair, and I don't 
know what the bakers can do about it. The 
question simply is, are , the ice companies go­
ing to run their own business or are the driv­
ers going to run it for them? No action has 
been taken by the bakers, and so far as I 
know ncne will be taken. I don't know that 
there is anything for us to do. 

E m p l o y e r s A r e T h u n d e r s t r u c k . 

I t is ve ry probable t h a t t h e ice com­
panies will exp res s itheir opinion to - t h e ' 
d i r v e r s in no u n c e r t a i n terms.. D. M. 
Chute , of t h e Cedar Lake company, h a s 
th i s to s a y : -

I was thunderstruck when I saw the ac­
count of the action of the drivers in the 
papers. After we have granted our men all 
they asked, and agreed to pay them a great 
deal more money than wo can afford to, to 
have them mix up in the bakers ' strike in the 
way is startling, to say the least. 

Will the ice companies stand for this? Well 
I should nay not; not if we can help it. Why 
are the ice companies to settle every little 
strike that comes up in town, as well as take 
care of their own troubles? If we stand for 
this, it will simply mean that every union 
that goes on strike will call on the ice driv­
ers to fight their battles. Nearly every class 
of business firm in town and practically every 
resident of the city, is a patron of the ice 
companies. If we sl t t le the bakers ' s t r ike for 
them, why not the waiters or any other 
union? Certainly we can' t stand for this, and 
I don't think we will let this action pass; 
without taking some action ourselves. 

D r i v e r s S t a t e T h e i r C a s e . 

T h e d r i v e r s con tend t h a t t hey have a 
perfect r i g h t to t a k e t h e . ac t ion embodied 
in t h e re so lu t ions passed. S a t u r d a y n igh t . : 
One of t h e men - said to -day ; 

When the settlement' of th'e1 wage,; question 
was reached rwent ty; ' ' that matter was defi­
nitely settled a n d l a l d to rest until May 1, 
1903. I t amounted'-to'-a" practical contract on 
the part of the men that ' they would.not raise 
the money questidn again : during the-period 
named. No agreement whs made, however, 
not to strike,- should any other reason seem 
to call for such action. _t 

In the discussion a t tha t t ime; the point 
was made by the representative* of the union, 
that they might be called out for a sympa­
thetic strike, and therefore no promise not to 
strike was made by the men. The decision to 
deliver no ice to customers of non-union 
bakers is based upon the same principles 
which govern all sympathetic strikes, and is 
quite as justifiable as any such sympathetic 
action taken by one union to aid another. 

Wi l l i am Myrch, 85 y e a r s of age , res id­
ing a t 2219 Snel l ing avenue , was a r ra igned 
in police cour t th i s morn ing charged wi th 
the mal ic ious des t ruc t ion of < p roper ty . . 
The compla in t was s w o r n ' o u t by L. P. 
Swanson, a sa loonkeeper on W a s h i n g t o n 
avenue S, who a l leged t h a t M u r e h - b r o k e 
a l a rge p la te g lass in the the door to h i s 
saloon. 

Murch told t h e cour t t h a t l h e did b r e a k 
t h e g lass bu t though t t h e r e were suffi­
c i en t r e a s o n s for h is doing so. 

" I » w a s coming a long the s t r e e t , " said 
he , " and th i s man was s i t t i n g out in 
front of the saloon. I s topped and to ld 
h im t h a t he was runn ing a he l l -ho le and 
t h a t he ought not^to be in the saloon bus i ­
ness . I j u s t -a t tempted to show h im t h a t 
he w a s doing wrong . He ge l mad and 
t r i ed to t ake my cane away from me . 
He couldn ' t do it, though. He t h e n 
wen t inside the door and got a squ i r t gun 
and squ i r t ed w a t e r on me. I s t ruck a t 
the squ i r t gun wi th my cane, bu t he drew 
i t out of the way and then I jus t pushed 
my cane th rough t h e g lass . I t h ink he 
had no r igh t to squ i r t w a t e r upon m e . " 

When asked why he s topped to ta lk wi th 
Swanson, Murch said t h a t he often s tops 
to ta lk with the sa loonkeeper s to ge t t h e m 
to qu i t the bus iness or t o ge t young men 
to leave the place. 

"You know i t is no p lace for a young 
man to b e , " said Murch, " a n d I l ike to 
get t h e m to s t a y away from such p laces . " 

Judge Dickinson warned h i m a g a i n s t in ­
te r fe r ing wi th the sa loonkeepers any more 
and fined h im $5.

This heavenly vision io anything lifting Up 
the soul above the commonplace to a higher 
duty. I t is anything showing us the eternal 
right. The training which has been received 
by the college graduate is an experience in 
discipline, calling him on to such a service 
to mankind. 
"•Although the voice of the prophet Is dead, 

•still may we repeat the early incident of 
Paul 's career. The voice from on high may 
come, calling us from the most pleasant em­
ployments to something Where self is sec­
ond to the advancement of the glory and 
dignity of mankind, and wherever through 
the ages there arise the altars of self-sacrifice 
may be seon the white wings of the master 's 
messenger. It may come in some dream of 
duty; that dream is the glory and consecra­
tion of life. In many ways the heavenly 
vision comes to us as clearly as that seen 
by Paul, and the same image which has 
dominated the centuries still leads us on. 

In conclusion Dr. S h u t t e r sa id : 
Young men and women, I have brought you 

this message to-day because the world in 
which you are now to take up your work 
has need of It. I t is now for you to go forth 
and help by your influence to make a nation 
whose greatness shall not be measured by 
the number of tons. of. pig iron produced, nor

Some of the decis ions in 
the lower cour ts have a t t imes favored 
the bucke t shops, but on appea l s to 
h ighe r cour ts such decis ions as a ru le 
have been r eve r sed and boards of t r a d e 
upheld in t h e i r con ten t ion t h a t t he quo­
t a t i o n s a r e the i r p roper ty and subject t o 
the i r control . The O'Dell company case 
ha s been appealed and eminen t Cincinnat i 
l awyers say t h e r e is no t the s l igh tes t 
doubt t h a t t h e appe l l a t e , cour t wil l favor 
the Chicago.board . 

In Minneapol is t he re is an a g r e e m e n t 
be tween t h e Chamber of. Commerce and 
the t e legraph companies , by which the 
t e l eg raph companies pre al lowed to have 
the quo ta t ions made on t h e floor of t h e 
chamber on- condit ion t h a t they shall no t ; 
be given out by the t e l eg raph 'companies 
to any i r respons ib le p a r t i e s , or for the 
purpose of a id ing or abe t t i ng fraud, and 
t h a t t h e t e l eg raph companies shal l not 
send quo ta t ions to any firm wi thou t 
first s u b m i t t i n g the n a m e of such firm to 
t h e Chamber of Commerce for approval . 
But t h i s c o n t r a c t ha s not ye t been signed 
by the t e l eg raph companies who have he ld 
it up for t h r e e months . If the cour t deci ­
sion on t h e 14th ins t . favors the Chicago 
board and the Minneapol is chamber , t h e 
te legraph companies wil l have no recourse 
bu t to sign t i e ag reemen t . Once i t h a s 
been decided by a Minnesota court t h a t 
t h e Minneapol i s chamber h a s t h e r igh t , 
t o cont ro l i t s own quota t ions , t h e course 
will be c lea r . They will s imply procure 
an injunct ion r e s t r a i n i n g t h e bucke t shops 
from opera t ing . ^ 

"Af te r t h e sensa t iona l a t t ack of the 
N o r t h w e s t e r n Mil ler upon t h e c h a r a c t e r 
of one of t h e men connected w i th t h e 
bus ines s , " s a i d , a di rector of t h e chamber 
th i s morning , " I was as tonished to see the 
a d v e r t i s e m e n t in ce r ta in morn ing papers . 
I t m a y be policy for these pape r s to do 
th i s from a financial v iewpoint , bu t t hey 
have lost a l l s t and ing wi th my house . "

They a r e 
finding wil l ing a l l ies a m o n g the consum­
e r s and r e t a i l dea le r s t h r o u g h o u t t h e 
s t a t e . 

In th i s connect ion t h e dec la ra t ion of 
M. J. Dowling, speaker of t h e Minnesota 
house , and cand ida te for congress in t h e 
seven th d is t r ic t , is i n t e r e s t i n g to t h e 
local lumbermen . Some of t h e m freely 
a d m i t t h a t t he t ime ha s a r r ived when the 
a t t i t u d e of Minnesota on the. l umber duty 
is to change. The t i m b e r supply is grow­
ing rapid ly less and t h e consuming popu­
la t ion a t home inc reas ing a t a reasonab le 
r a t e . T h e r e was a t ime when in t h e in­
t e r e s t s of t h e s t a t e a t large t h e e n t i r e 
congress iona l de lega t ion Of the s t a t e could 
be he ld p a t for the lumber duty . The 
l u m b e r m e n admi t t h a t t ime is pas t . 
They rea l ize t h a t t he c o n s u m e r s and r e ­
t a i l e r s bel ieve tha t t he s t a t e in genera l 
and , t h e lumber i ndus t ry a r e p rosperous 
enoiigh t o ge t a long successfully wi thou t 
t h e duty . T h e dec la ra t ion of Dowling, 
and the fact t h a t C. B. Buckraan, c and i ­
da t e for congress in t h e s ix th d is t r ic t , is 
r e g i s t e r e d in favor of free lumber by t h e 
newspapers of t h a t d i s t r i c t a r e r ega rded 
by t h e lumbermen a s a n a t u r a l conse­
quence of Ihis change in s e n t i m e n t . This 
is p leas ing to t h e e lement which w a n t s to 
see t h e du ty removd in ordr to give 
Amer ican m a n u f a c t u r e r s in Canada a 
chance a t t h i s m a r k e t . I t h a s encouraged 
some of these men in the belief t h a t t he 
t ime is r ipe for acqujr thg Canadian 
s t umpage . 

Many Michigan l umbermen a l r eady 
made pu rchase in Canada bu t Wiscons in 
audi Minneso ta m a n u f a c t u r e r s have no t 
invaded the dominion to a n y ex ten t . 
W e s t e r n Canada ie developing abou t t h e 
t ime t h a t Minneso ta p ine is rapid ly d i s ­
a p p e a r i n g and mos t of i t is be ing t ied up 
in a few hands . This forces a l a r g e n u m ­
ber of the ac t ive and younger l umber ­
men in to o t h e r fields, and Canada, i s a 
growing favor i te . Some of t h e la rge 
holders of s tumpage in t h e n o r t h w e s t 
have r ecen t ly said t h a t w i t h bus iness a s 
good as i t is now t h e y do no t care w h e t h e r 
t h e d u t y is leg is la ted out or no t . Othe r s 
dec lare t h e i r i n t en t ion to fight any a t ­

t e m p t to reduce i t . Nea r ly a l l of t h e m 
concede t h a t public s e n t i m e n t in Minne­
so ta is overwhelmingly a g a i n s t t h e du ty 
and t h a t t h e defense of t h e lumber du ty 
mus t be led by the Pacific coas t s t a t e s 
from now on. In fu ture con te s t s in con­
gress i t is p robab le t h a t t he advoca t e s of 
a lumber du ty will r a l ly a r o u n d Sena to r 
F o s t e r of W a s h i n g t o n and Sena to r Mitch­
ell of Oregon, w i th g rea t ly increased a s ­
s i s tance from the yel low p ine ^regions of 
the sou the rn s t a t e s .

corpora t ion un t i l a law regu l a t i ng t h e d i s ­
pos i t ion of t h e public lands shal l h a v e 
been enac ted and approved ." 

Ano the r a m e n d m e n t provided t h a t h e r e ­
a f te r no corpora t ion should be au thor i zed 
t o engage in a g r i c u l t u r e un t i l p rov i s ioa 
should be made the re fo r . 

An addi t iona l a m e n d m e n t provided t h a t 
"a l l Uni ted S t a t e s laws r e l a t i n g to t h e 
e n t r y , c l ea r ing and man i fe s t s of s t e a m ­
ships and, o ther vessels-plying be tween the , 
Uni ted S ta te s and t h e Phi l ipp ines should 
a^ply to such vesse l s . " 

The provision of t h e bill r e l a t i n g t o 
f ranchises was amended so as to p roh ib i t 
corpora t ions from employing persons- held 
in s lavery or i nvo lun t a ry se rv i tude . 

A new sect ion was added to the bill p r o ­
viding that, t h e t r e a s u r y of the Phi l ippine 
gove rnmen t s h a l l be a depos i tory for s u c i 
publ ic moneys a s the s e c r e t a r y of t h e 
t r e a s u r y may d i rec t . 

M r . M a s o n R e g r e t s . 

Mr. Mason (I l l inois) made a speech l a 
which he took s t r o n g grounds a g a i n s t t h e 
gene ra l policy of the Uni ted S t a t e s in the 
Phi l ipp ines . His speech was l i s tened t o 
wi th i n t e r e s t on both s ides of the cham­
ber . H e m e n t i o n e d the g r ea t cost of 
c a r r y i n g on t h e wa r and of the l i t t l e 
va lue i t was to the*Uni t ed S ta te s . H e 
would not h a v e voted for the peace t r e a t y 
bu t for t h e open a n d no tor ious unde r ­
s t and ing a m o n g s e n a t o r s t h a t t he re w a s 
t o be a vo te on t h e reso lu t ion to give the 
F i l ip inos se l f -government . This would 
have p reven ted the war . 

" W h y no t t r y i t ? " he asked. He d e ­
c la red no h a r m could come from the a t ­
t empt .
