DEPENDS ONITS AGE

How Minneapolis Must Proceed to
Get Dr. Hall’s Island.

’

WAR DEP'T ENGINEER INSPECTING

If the Island Ts a Recent Formation,
It Belongs' to Owner of
Adjacent Shore.

Rufus Davenport of St. Paul, clvil engi-
neer in the employ of the war department,
pald an official visit to “Hell's Island”
to-day.

Major R. D. Hoxle, chief of engineers
in this district, received instructions from
the war department yesterday to investl-
gate and report on Dr. Hall's request for
the cession of the island by the war de-
partment.

Major Hoxle was advised that the
islands of the upper Missigsippi belonged
to the government, unless they werée re-
cent accreations. In the latter case they
belong to the owner of the shore nearest
the island, as part of his “riparian
rights.”” It is this point that Mr. Daven-
port inquired into particularly to-day. It
seems that shortly after the civil war the
secretary of war asked the secretary of
the interlor to give control of all islands
in the upper Miesissippi to the war de-
partment, for use in improving naviga-
tion.. This was done, and if the little.
{sland Dr. Hall is after was in existence
at that time, the war department is in
possession and, in its discretion, may con-
vey it to the ecity. If formed since, the
island is the property of the owner of the
adjacent shore.

Mr. Davenport will make a careful ex-
amination and report to Major Hoxle,
who will report his recommendations. If
the island belongs to Uncle Sam, and its
use would not interfere with navigation
the city will doubtless secure it, but it
would be a much quicker proceeding to
get it from a private individual.

LUMBER RATE PROMISED

Minneapolis and Duluth Lumber-
‘men Must Agree Upon It.

It is expected that the traffic managers
meeting in- Chicago.to-day will finally
dispose of the ‘lumber. rate controversy.

UP AGAINST A RULE

If «July” Is Cornered Deliveries
May Be Arbitrated.

A CHAMBER RULE ON THE POINT

In Case of a Corner the Manipu-
lators Stand to Win
Little.

If there is a corner on in Minneapolls
July wheat, or if any effort i being made
to manipulate that optlon in the hope of
forcing prices to a high point on settle-
ment day, some interesting developments
may be expected before the deal is over.
There is a Minneapolis Chamber of Com-
merce rule that makes it Impossible to
rup a corner in the old-fashioned way,
and anyone here .who seeks to emulate
‘"ol@ Hutch" or the other famous manip-
ylators will find himself up ‘against a
proposition in this market, with which he
never had to contend. LS

This rule was designed primcipally for
the protection of grain men who “hedge”
or sell for future delivery against pur-
chases of cash wheat, the early day di-
rectors of the Chamber believing it would
make this a safer trading market and
help the growth of the grain trade.  For
twenty years this rule has lain dormant,
and there has been no occasion to test it.

Away back in 1882, Secretary Rogers
says there was a test and the rule held
at that time. The old grain house of
Morse & Bammis sold 5,000 bushels of
corn for delivery it a later date. When
the time came it was impossible for‘the
firm to deliver the actual commodity, for
the reason that a few individuals had
cornered it. While the house had plenty
of money and there was plenty of corn to’
be had, all the corn of the particular
grade necessary to make good delivery on
the contract was in the hands of the ma-
nipulators, who demanded settlement at
their own price. The case went against
the manipulatore and settlement was
made at & reasonable price fixed by an
arbitrating committee.

The Chamber of Cocmmerce rule pro-
vides that where there Is evidence of a
corrier the ordinary delivery day regula-
tlons do not apply. July wheat might be
run to any price the manipulators might
succeed in getting it to and no complaint
against them would etand, but when July
1 came around it would be up to Presi-
dent John Washburn, under the -rule, to
appoint a committee to take hold of the
settlement, and if they found that the
high price was due to .a combination they
would have full power to determine what
ghould constitute the real value of the
commodity for the purpose of settlement.
Sentiment in the grain trade is rather
agalnst corners as a general proposition,
and any one who attempts to put ome
through usually finds it pretty hard
sledding. The mere suspicion that there
ie a corner working is enough to ‘start
interest everywhere, and whilethe local
leaders say there is nothing: to‘it, yet all
eyes are on Minneapolis July wheat at the.

moment.

RECENT ACTION OF THE MILLERS

Absorption of National Miller's As-
sociation by the Millers’.
Natlonal Federation.

Minneapoiis millers say.thgt the meet--
ing of millers in Chicago to atrange for a'
‘eonsolidation of the National-Millers'.as-.
soclation with the new Millers’ National
federation is but the carrying out of the
plan announced at & previous meeting of
millers when the new federation was first
formed.

In the opinion of the local milling inter-
ests the old National Millers' association
has long been without influence or pur-
pose and the consolidation with the new
federation would be a benefit to the fed-
eration only in that ‘it would leave no
doubt at to the federation representingthe
entire milling interest of the country.
The Chicago meeting it is hoped will fin-
ish this work and start the federation in
good shape. The repgrt that the federa-
tion has extensive plans for forcing the
English millers out of business 18 «called
a gross exaggeration. The federation
hopes to be of use to the milling: trads
in eecuring certain legisldtion from. con-
gress and its influency-will also be used
wherever possible in securing more favor-
able treatment for export flour from the
railroads and steamship lines. i

DEEDED TO THE N. P.

The M. & St. L. Transfers the Old
Minneapolis & Duluth Road.

The Minneapolis & St. Louis has deeded
to the Northern Pacific-the old Minneap-
olis & Duluth railway -extending. from
Minneapolis in a northeasterly directlon
to a connection with the Northern Pacific
at White Bear. This simply gives the
Northern Pacific actual possession of a-
line of which it has had the sole
through lease for many years. The North-
ern Pacific agrees to assume the indebted-
ness amounting to $280,000 and in addi-
tion to the fifteen miles of road recelves
title to terminal property of the Minneap-
olis & St. Louls on the.east side amount-
ing to several blocks of land much of
whieh is in the Ramsey dnd Lockwood ad-
dition.

When the St. Louls was first: bullt a
company was formed inside the St. Louls
company to build the Minneapolis & Du-
luth road. The fifteen miles to White
Pear was the only comstruction carried
out. In later years the St. Louis find-
fng it had little use for the White Bear
line, leased it to the Northern Pacific, the
latter agreeing to pay the interest on the
bonds. The lease is about to expire and
the Northern Pacific accepted  a proposi-
tlon to take the road over entirely,

AUGUST VON ENDE.

Ende did not get up for breakfast; nor
did he leave his room from that time un-
til death came. He was 73 years old.
'August von Ende was born in Germany,
in 1829, but came to Minnesota and set-
tled at St. Anthony before Minneapolls
was heard of. His grandfather was a
German nobleman whose estates were
confiscated during the Napoleonic inva-
sion. ‘Mr. von Ende was educated in the
common gchools at Emmenrodo, Germany.
When he was 17 years old his father
emigrated to this country. The family
remained in Baltimore for a time and
iken went to St. Louis where young von
Ende secured a place as waliter in a hotel
and wherq he was married to Miss Ama-
lla ‘Rey. ‘After his marriage he removed
to Freeport, Ill.,

TAILOR SHOP LOOTED

Wm. Seaman's Place Rob##d of
Entire Stock.

OPPOSITE POLICE HEADQUARTERS

Yet Not a Sign of Burglary Was
Discovered Until This
Morning.

One of the boldest and most succeseful
robberies ever perpetrated in Minneapo-
lis was committed last'night when burg-
lars entered the tailoring establishment
of Willlam BSeamans, 206 Hennepin av-
enue, opposite police headquarters, and
hauled away more than $1,000 worth of
goods and clothing. So carefully was the
deed planned that no suspiclons were
aroused until Mr. Seamans opened the
store this morning and found all his
goods gone. There is no clue to the rob-
bers.

The thieves gained an entrance to the
‘building by prying open the rear door
with a chisel. They then hung curtains
at the windows and deliberately carried
out all the goods including several fin-
ished garments. The goods were appar-
ently carried to the gate in the rear and
there loaded on a wagon and hauled away.
So completely was the establishment
looted that no-& $50 worth of goods was
left.

A close examination of the premises re-
veals the fact that the place had been
“gpotted’ as the location of the lock on
the ,rear door was marked by a mnotch
cut in the side. When the robbers left
the place they placed a padlock on the
gate at the alley so that the officer on the
beat would not see that the place had
been burglarized. Detectives Hicks and
Bmith were detalled on the case.

WANT COUNTY DIVIDED

The Legislature Passes a Resolution
Calling on the Dominion
Government.

Victorfa, B. C., June 12.—In .the legis-
lature last evening the following resolu-
tion, moved by H. D. Helmcken, mem-

ber of Victoria, was passed unanimously:
Whereae, Britleh subjects have Iaithfuﬁy

observed the regulations made pursuant to
the award dated Aug. 15, 1893, passed for the
proper protection and preservation of fur
eeals in Bering sea, and

Whereas, It Is announced that the govern-
ment of the United States has lately pasged
an act in effect that unless a modus vivendi
prohibiting the killing of eeals be gecured
at the opening of the pelagic eeason of 1903,
authority will ba given to kill all the male
and female seals with the exceptlon of 10,000
females and 1,600 males, and

Whereas, The exercise of such presumed
authority is contrary to the finding of the
Bering sea tribunal and direct violation of
the agreement entered into between the gov-
ernments of Great Britain and the United
States and an unwarrantable interference
with and infringement upon the uandoubted
rights of British subjects; be it, therefore,

Reeolved, That this house would regret the

commission of slch an act, and in the opinion
of this houes, & humble address bé presentsd
to his honor, the lleutedant governor, in
council to communicate with the Dominien
government protésting against such action
and urging that all proper steps Be taken to
bring this matter to the attentiog of the im-
perial government.
