MINNEAPOLIS

. B. G. Potter—I am dor reciprocity. We
should cultivate closer relations with Cuba,
and, as a means of doing so, reciprocity will
be of very great aid. The president’s views,
1 believe, are those that the business inter-
ests of the country approve. The situation
does not call for action at our coming etate
convention or for an expression of cpinion.
The president's attitude, as expressed in his
message, s certainly reasonable, though I
do not seek ito criticize the Minnesotans In

Lowell E. Jepson, State Senator—Concem-
ing wue ,um.mm s receasl Inessuge ol vuban
reciprocity and ‘‘the broad question of duty”
resting upon him, I am free to say, notwith-
standing our own local Minnesota Interests,
that, as far as President Roosevelt was con-
cerned, 1 see mo other course that he could
elther wisely or consclentiously have taken
aside from that as contained in the plain,
outspoken words of his message. In judg-
ing the wisdom of the president’'s present at-
titude, we must bear in mind two things,
namely, that he represents vhe entire inter-
ests of the varied localities of the United
States, and also of our vast domain, and, sec-
ondly, that, An our relation to Cuba, we
have assumed a sacred responsibility, for
the fulfilment of which our pational honor i»
at stake; and, while it may be that the enact-
ment of present’ reciprocal relations with
Cuba, in some instances, might react against
certain agricultural and manufacturing inter-
ests hers in our own state; yet, as a loyal
and patriotic citizen of this state, I see no
other course for our president, as chief ex-
ecutive, than the one he has so fearlessly
championed, and, in so doing, knowingly and
regrettingly against the local interests of
those sections from whence he has recelved
his most enthuslastic admiration and support.

W. P, [Roberts—The president seems to me
to desire to impress upon congress the need
of immediate action rather than a speclal
course of action, though, of course, he urged
reciprocity. His desire is to help Cuba. I
em inclined to think it could, with entire
safety, be left with the president to negotiate
& treaty. There is possibly some need of
hedging in accepting all that is sald about
the dire nesds of the island. 1 have mot a
great deal of confidence in the judgment of
General Wood aside from questions pertain-
ing to his profession. However, he has been
in Cuba a long time and his word should have
a good deal of weight. Certainly something
should be done, and, as I said, the presfdent
could be trusted to do that something and
do it quickly. The argument in favor of ac-
tion favoring the Cubans is greatly strength-
ened by commercial considerations. The
United States should seize the opportunity to
make her interests secure in the island and
gulf region. 1 do not pretend to criticize
the ‘“‘Insurgents.”” They are in a position to
know well the conditions in Cuba. But some-
thing should be done.

E. E. Smith—I belleve in reciprocity broad-
ly speaking. I think reciprocity should oc-
cupy a larger place in congressional deliber-
ations. Certainly special consideratlon is due
Cuba, both in view of the peculiar relations
the United Sthtes sustains to the island and
because of the future of our commerce in the
Antilles. I have no critlcism to make of the
agttitude of the Minnesota delegation, but I

Incline toward the wposition of President
Roosevelt.
Carl Wallace—Now is our chance. We

ought to get a grip on things In the island
region while we have Lhat chance as a sim-
pla business proposition. From a purely
sentimental standpoint, too, | am ineclined to
favor the president's attitude as against that
of the Minnesota delegation !n congress. We
owe it to Cuba to glve her every chance pos-
sible, and if we can aid the little republic in
getting firmly established, after all that we
already hove done,
pleting a good work to de it. I approve the
president’s method of golng at the prohlém.

W. 8. Dwinnell—I am not preparéd to ex-
press an opinion.. I was in faver of reciproc-
ity until I heard F. C. Stevens. After that I
felt that I wanted -to hear the other side.
But I have not made up my mind yet as to
which method would be the better to follow
under all the elrcumstances.

. George E. French—It is difficult to gee how
anyone having the best interests of Minne-
apolls or of the northwest at heart could stand
against the growth of sentiment favoring
reciprocity, I do not wish to speak authorita-
tively for the millers, but it is undoubtedly
the fixed sentiment here that in reciprocity
Hes their hope for the future. We are pri-
marily anagricultural and food-producing com-
munity. We want to sell our products to the
world. Whatever may be the merits or de-
*ects of any particular bill,. the broad prin-
eipal of reciprocity should meet our unquali-
fled indorsement. We cannot hope to sell
forever to other countries and buy notbing
from them. Scme conceseions must be made.

James Marshall—Anything that will tend
ultimately to break down the tariff wall be-
tween our state and the great Canadian
northwest will meet with the favor of the
Minneapolis milling interests. And thib is not
that the millers are thinking of their own in-
terests alone. 'The “whole northwest stands
to be ultimately benefited by every favorable
fevelopment in the general fight for reiprocity
anywhere, since it is all leading up to the
time when sentiment will clamor for closer
trade relationship with Manitoba and the
northwest provinces.

Colonel G. D. Rogers—The chamber of com-
merce, as a body, has no views on this ques-
tion. Speaking Individually, however, I be-
lleve you will find sentiment here decidedly
in favor of the general principa! of reciprocity.

Flenry Little—The attitude of the mllling
Interests in the matter is pretty well defined.
We want such reciproeal relationship as will
enable us to do buginess with the world. The
guestion as it applies to Cuba‘ig in a way
political, but the underlying principle seems
fhe true one.
