A U. S. BUILDING IS"PROPOSED

Chinese Merchants Refuse to Buy
Merchandise by
Sample.

Washington, June 1%.—Senator McCum-
ber of North Dakota believes that he bas
a sound idea back of his bill providing
that the government appropriate $250,000
for a permanent ecxposition building in
China, and he will push the bill vigorous-
ly at the short session of congress next
winter. He has introduced it now in or-
der that it may be discussed by the mem-
bers of the two houses and by the country
generally.

He would have the government erect at
Shanghai, at which port the J. J. Hill
steamships will load and unload, a large
building in which American manufactur-
ers and merchants may maintain exhibits.
He would have, the government pay for
the crection and care of the building,
providing an interpreter and a general
superintendent, the several firms making
exhibits to pay a rental which, he thinks,
would more than defray all expense of
keeping the bullding open. Chinese mer-
chants, as is= now well understood in
America, will not purchase gods on sam-
ples. They muyst see what they are going
to pay their money for, and on that ac-
count it has been imposeible to make any
headway among them with traveling men
with sample cases. Mr. MocCumber be-
lieves that the returns will amply justify
the initial expense, and that in no other
way will it be possible so rapidly to build
up a large Chinese trade for American
merchants and manufacturers,

Copies of the McCumber bill, during the
summer and fall, will be sent to leading
exporters east and west, and their views
asked regarding it. Public bodies in the
large cities, such as boards of trade,
chambers of commerce and commercial
clubs, will be invited to consider the bill
and express themselves as to its merits.

Senator McCumber thinks that the
northwestern states, €fam Minnesota to
the Paciflc coast, will benefit most as the
result of the proposed legislation, be-
cause they are nearer the point of ship-
ment, which will probably be Puget Sound
and San Francisco, but he thinks, at the
eame time, that the advantages to be
gained by the rich manufacturing centers
of New England and the middle east will
be of immense value. The bulk of the
goods to be exporied by the northwest
would be agricultural in character.

People in Washington who are familiar
with trade questions, and who understand
the difficulties with which the outside
world has had to labor in seeking to ex-
tend commerce in China, think that Sen-
ator McCumber has the right Idea in his
bill and that congress should pass it with-
out a question.

Washington, June 19.—It is early for
speculation as to what the orgnui;at!un
of the next house will bhe, in case the re-
publicans win In the fall elections this
year, but it begins to look as if the
present  speaker, General Henderson,
would h8ve to fight to retain his position.
He has been pretty roughly handled dur-
ing the present session, and on that ac-
count has not had much pleasure in life
in Washington this season. 1If the oppo-
sition to Henderson could present some
able and prominent man, its chances for
Buccess would be very good. In the lack
of available material lies its weakness
and the speaker's strength. Littlefield of
Maine is the ablest of the anti-Hender-
son men, but Littlefleld is regarded as
being erratic. The house as a whole
would be rather afraid to trust him in
the chair. Next to Littlefield in point
of ability and general availabllity stands
I{emennay of Indiana, a comparatively
new man In congress, and not known
widely over the country.

In the opposition to Henderson the Min-
pesota delegatlon may be counted. The
delegation has set the pace at this ses-
sion for independence of thought within
party lines, and has ruthlessly shattered
B good many house precedents. It is uni-
versally regarded as the strongest dele-
gation from any western etate, save pos-
sibly Towa, and it Is a more harmonious
and better regulated delegation than that
from lowa. And, too, it carries fewer
handicaps in the way of nonentities. In
the reorganization of the mnext house,
should reorganization be the order of the
d¢ay, Minnesota wlill probably play a star
par:.

The 10 Per Cent Bill.

Representative Stevens of St. Paul has
met a temporary setback in his effort to
gecure the passage in the house of the
bill providing a subsidy of 10 per cent for
steamera salling between the Philippines
and Pacific ports. When the bill came up
last Monday afternoon it was quite unex-
pectedly made a party measure through
the efforts of Mesers. Richardson, Under-
wood, Clayton and other democrats, and a
pumber of members on that side who
originally had intended to support it were
therefore unable to do so. The bill is
etill on the house calendar, and it is
likely that another opportunity to call it
up will come before the adjournment of
the session.

The same bill is in the senate, which
has refererd it to the commerce commit-
tee. Senator Frye is the chairman of this
committee, and it is believed that he Is
delaying a report om it, because of his
desire to use it as a club with which to
bripg around Mr. Stevens and his follow-
ers of the house committea to.the support
of the Frye bill. When an effort.was
made recently to get the bill' up in the
commerce committee, Senator Frye rea-
marked: “There is no particular hurry
about this matter. A bill which came
from this committee, and paseed the sen-
ate, has for a long tlme been in the
keeping of the house committee on mer-
chant marine and fisheries, and I think
that we ought to wait a while and gee
what that committee does with It, before
acting on this 10 per cent bill.”’

Representative Jones of Washington,
who in the fifty-sixth congress stoed with
Represent#tive Stevens in opposition to
the Hanna-Frye subsidy blll, is this ses-
tion supporting the Frye bill, referred to
In the foregoing quotation. It is possible
that this change of heart has been caused
by hils desire to secure the passage of the
10 per cent bill, which would do a great
deal for the Puget Smlnd country.

A Letter to Mr. Wilson Now Made
Public—Selfish Interests in
the Party.

Lexington, Va., June 19.—At the gradu-
ating exercises of Washington and  Lee
university, Isador Strauss of New York
dolivered the address at the unveiling of
a mopument to Willlam L. Wilson, late
president of the university. In dlscuss-
ing Mr. Wilson's work in regard to the
Wilson tariff, he read ‘a letter sent by
President Cleveland to Mr. Wilson. Mr.
Strauss sald the letter had never been
made public. It is as follows:

Executlve Manslon, Washington, D. C.,
Aug. 13, 1804, —My Dedr Mr. Wilgson: I sup-
pose a man very much depressed and dis-
appointed may write a word of sympathy in
llke situation. We both hoped and wrought
for better things; but now that we know our
fate, I shall not let a moment pass before I
acknowledge the great and unselfish work
you have done in. an attempt to bring about
an honest and useful result.

Much has been developed which has shocked
and surprised you and me, and I have within
the last hour found myself questioning
whether or mot our party is a tariff reform
party. This, however, is only. temporary, and
such feeling is quickly followed by my old
trust in democratic deoetrines and the party
which professes them.

But I intend only to express my s}'mputhy
with you and my gratitude for the fight you
have made for genuine tariff reform. '

I hope now that you will be mimdful<of
vourself and that you will try and repair a
strained mental and physical condition by
immediate care and rest. Yours very. sin-
cerely, —Groyer Clevel-and.

IT WAS FRUITLESS

Republican Conference Last Night
Adjourned to Friday.

Washington, June 18.—The conference of
republican senators on the Cuban reciprocity
question last night resulted in no action, and
an adjournment was taken until Friday aft-
érnnon. ‘For two hours the senators.on both-
sides expressed their views, and no attempt
was made to reach a compromise or have a
show of strength. The proposition of a treaty
to be negotiated by the president was not
discussed. The whole talk was on the gen-
eral proposition of reciprocity with Cuba and
the nezeselty for the senate taking actlon.

Seventeen senators, one after another, an-
nounced unalterable opposition to a reduc-
tion of the duty on Cuban sugars, and an-
nouncement was made that two others not
present stood with them.

It was the general opinion, after the con-
ference, that this sesslon of congress wonld
adjour;h without Cuban reciprocity legisla-
tion of any sort.

Should Johnson Win This Fall He
Would Figure in Nat!nnul
Politles.

Cleveland, Ohio, June 19.—Senator Han-
na has declared war on Mayor Tom L.
Johnson, and from now on a flerce battle
is to be waged. Three times in succes-
sion has the mayor inflicted crushing de-
feats upon the republican party in this
city and county, but the senator is deter-
mined not to permit it to oceur agaln if
he can help it.

He has decided, now that peace with
Congressman Burton has been made, to
harmonize the several factions of republi-
cans in this county and to conduct the
campaign himself, with the aid of the
regular committee., He proposes to meet
Johnson upon the latter's pet hobby, low
fares, and not only assist the republicans
in the managerial and financial way, but
will take the stump and make speeches
throughout the county and state.

Hanna realizes that Johnson will become
a power in national politics if he wins in
this county and state this fall, and it is
with the view of eliminating his honor
from the political sphere that the senator
has declared war.

Chicago, June 19.—The Tribune's
Washington correspondent says: Rear
Admiral Crowninshield has severely cen-
sured Captain James H. Dayton, com-
mander of the cruiser Chicago, and the
captain is expected to ask to be relieved
from duty on the European station as a
result.

The rear admiral's censure s based on
the fact that Captain Dayton did .not
properly look after the interests of the
officers of his ship, -arrested and impris-
oned at Venice last April.

It seems that Captain Dayton himself
served on the court of inquiry that
recommended the court martial of the
officers ‘in question. Rear Admiral
Crowinshield declares that a court martial
would be a farce. It is not believed that
Captain Dayton will apply for an inquiry
to determine whether tne -criticism of
Rear Admiral Crowinshield is deserved.
Such a couree would be unusual and the
navy department would probably deny the
application.

Captain Dayton's attitude in the Venice
affair has been commented upon adversely
by naval officers in Washington, and the
action of Admiral Crowninshield is, there-
fore, pleasing to them. Private letters
from naval officers on the European sta-
tion have indicated a bellef in the
squadron that Captain Dayton falled to
look out:for the interests of the men
arrested at Venice.

Furthermore, some officers regarded it
as improper for him to serve om the
court of inquiry after having sent an offi-
clal report to the navy department indi-
cating his 'belief that one of the _ac-
cused men was drunk when the Venice
trouble occurred.

Cirecumstances practically the same, it
was recalled to-day, brought about -the
fatal duel between Commodore Decatur
and Captain Barron at Bladensburg, Md.
Commodore Decatur was a memher of the
court of inquiry which recommended that
Barron be tried by court martial on ac-
count of the Chesapeake affair, and then
served on the court martial which sent-
enced Barron to a long term of suspen-
slom: Barron believed that Decatur
should not have served on. both the court
of inquiry and the court martial, and a
long correspondence between them on this
question led to the duel in which Decatur
lost his life.

“* OCEAN SUBS!DIES

En_g:_!and Hearing Testimony on the
: Matter.-

London, “June 19.—Testifying before the
house of commons committee on steamship
subsidies to-day, Lord Brassey, former civil
lord of the admiralty, and at one time its
secretary, said he favored the poliey of sub-
sidizing ocean liners for use as armed cruis-
ers. Undoubtedly it would be to the public
advantage to-have a number of auxiliary war
vessels, but it could not be accomplished
without subsidies.

The owners of the Cunard llne now remain
as the only British champlions in the Atlantic
trafic and it would be a national disaster if
the line was transferred to a foreign flag.
It th Cunard line could not hold its own un-
assisted the government ought, from patriotic
motives, to render the assistance necessary
to retain the company under the British flag.

THE WILY FRENCH-'

They Buy Land Thai Commands
Port of Hongkong Harbor.

Chicage, June 19.—Telegrams received at
Yokohama just before the Victorla sailed
anpounce that the French have purchased the
promontory of Katal pear Macao, a Portu-
guese settlement, in the vicinity of Hongkong.
The point was gecured for $120,000 for the
ostensible purpose of establishing a naval
hospital for the use of the French fleet in
oriental waters. This promontory commands
the approach to Linton bay and part of
Hongkong harhor,

The English at Hongkong are much die-
turbed and have protested to the Peking gov-
ernment that the sale should not have been
made. It is feared that France will fortify
Katai, as the French have lost no oppor-
tunity during the past three years of strength-
ening their position in southern"China.

WAR ON LOUISIANA

W. Clark of Beverly is missing and his
parents are forced to believe that he has
been kidnapped for ransom. Mr. Clark is
a prominent railroad official, being con-
nected with the transportation depart-
ment of the Boston & Maine road. ' He is
a man of wealth and as the missing boy
is his only child, he would be willing to
pay any sum within his power to insure
his safe return. Some time ago when
a strike was in progress on the rail-
road, Mr. Clark incurred the diepleasure
of the strikers and threats to ''get even’
were made freely by the dissatisfled work-
men. The disappearance of the boy leads
the father to believe that he has been
spirited away by one of his former em-
ployes. On Monday -the Clark family
moved to their summer cottage on the
shores of Chebaco Pond, and the little
fellow went over te' the water for a
bath. He has.not been seen silnce and
the pond has been thoroughly dragged
without result. Footprints were found in
the woods which the boy's shoes fitted
exactly, and accompanying them were the
footprints of a man. A woman living in
the vicinity of Chebaco Pond says she
saw a boy answering the description be-
ing dragged along the Manchester turn-
pike on the afternoon of which the Clark
child disappeared.

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RIOT AT PATERSON

Anarchists Seize the Strike Oppor-
tunity. :

VIOLENCE AND SHOOTING

The Police To-day Are Urdeﬁzd by
" the Mayor to Shoot If
Necessary.

Paterson, N. J., June 19.—Mayor Hinch-
cliffe took persona] command of the ‘police
of this city to-day. He was much dis-
pleased that the meeting of strikers Pues-*
day night was not broken up. It was at
this meeting that speeches were made
which it is believed led to the disorders of
yesterday, as told below. The mayor
went to police headquarters to-day and
had all the men of the reserves lined up
in front of him. Then he said to them:

*“Men, if your clubs prove useless, you
know what to do. Be aggressive from
the start!™

The reserves, who looked as if they
fully approved the command as to the ag-
gressiveness, were then dismissed to
awalit the call to action.

In addition -to the regular police force
of 104 men, there were sworn in to-day
twenty-three conetables, twenty-five
deputies, and fifteen firemen who are to do

dmy as policnmen All these men were
immediately armed with revolvers and
heavy night-sticks.

When -the .employes of the Pelgram and
Meyer mills: on Matlock street reported

‘tor work this.morning, every fourth man

was -provided by the management with
a gun. -During the night shotguns, Win-

‘chesters and revolvers comprising a small

but formidable arsenal, were carried into
the mill. . Accompanying the weapons
were thirfy -rounds of ammunition for

each piece,

The police had a slight encounter with
a body of strikers and their sympathizers
to-day. + “About 400 Italian strikers and
others gathered and started to march to
Turn hall.. The procession had barely got
under way when the reserves charged the
paraders. There was a quick scattering
in all .directions by the men in line.

Harry .Harris, the reporter who wase
knocked down, was very low to-day but
hope" of. ‘his -recovery is entertained.

Mayor ‘Hincheliffe announced to-day
that only the éxecutive committee of the
dyers’ helpers unibn would be permitted
to hold sittings for the present and that

if at any of these sessions one word was

uttered  that tended to incite violence,
the speaker would instantly be arrested.
The ‘mayor insisted that representatives
of the city government be present at a
meeting of the strikers' executive com-
miftee this afternoon. He says that if
the proceedings are in any way obnoxious
all the members of the committee will be
liable to arrest.
