FORETHOUGHT IN HOT

WEATHER COOKERY,

e
Disagreeable Labor May Be Avoilded
and Fickle Appetites Tempted
by Careful Planning.

A little forethought and reflection in the
cooler hours of the ‘morning will change the
much-abused midday meal into a joy forever,
and materially legsen the labor of preparing
dinner, if the careful housewife will take that
time to supervise the preparation of vegetables,
salads-and desserts. Such delicious cold dish-
es for luncheon may be made with very little
trouble, and at no greater cost, indeed, than
the customary cold meat, warmed-over rem-
nauts and hastily prepared desserts.

Little surprises in the form of new and
mysterlous. vignds which are in reality noth-
ing but familiar dishes in new drees, are as
necessary to health as a change of clothing
according to the season; for just as we alter-
nate from the heavy woolen garments of win-
ter. to the dginty summer creations of lawn
and fine muslin, so should the dlet be varied
from the hearly scups and roasts, the rich
puddings and ples, to the more delicate
bisques, refreshing salads and frozen jellies.

It is well to bear in mind how absolutely
necessary it is to observe the nicety of each
little detail ol -cooiing and serving if -one
would have suecessful reeults. Especidllv in
serving cold viands should every care bs ex-
erted to have them pleasing to the eye as well
as to the palats. To acquire the crispness in
lettuee, celery, radishes and cucumbers, which
is so essential, they should e allowed to
stand in ice water for at least an hour before
serving. The lettnce should be thoroughly
dried in a clean towel or cheese-cloth bag
-before sending it to .the table, while celery,
radishes, cucumbers and olives should be
coversd with finely cracked ice, and will lock
axt‘remely tempting whén arranged in.a dain-
ty cut glass, diah or Iow silver basket. Oran-
ges are often' peeled and quartered in. their
natural divisions and served in this way to
take the place of oiives or pickles, and are
ornamental and inviting.

Chocolate Pudding.—Put one -quart of milk
in" a'steam boller; add a opinch of salt, and
butter/ the slze df a walnut. | Dissolve five
tablespoonfuls of corn starch in cold water,
and one-half cupful of grated cooking choro-
late in hot wateme=When the mllk is boiling
| hot, add first the chocolate, then the corn
| starch, stirring, copstantly, and adding one
cupful of sugar fust before removing it from
the fire. Fill one large, or several individual
molde with the mixture, and set in the refrig-
erator to-cool. .
_ Iced Tea.—Brew a very strong decoction of
tea. TFill the glasses with shaved ice; place
a !uﬂw of ‘sugar ‘on. top, then: pour the hot
‘tea over the ice. By, the time the glass is
fllled the tea will have become thoroughly
chilled. Hand a pretty falence dish heaped
with thin slices of lémon, and a silver trident
for serving it. Iced tea prepared io this
manner will have a different taste from that
ot any other method of serving.

Deviled Clams.—Brown in a'frying pan two
tablespoonfuls of bLutter, and onme medium-
gized onion, chopped fine; then add two dozen
clams, three medium-sized tomatoes, and
gome sprigs of parsley chopped fine. When
the clams and tomatoes are cooked, add sailt
snd pepper to  taste, one teasdoonful of
Worcestershire sauce, and one-half cupful of
bread crumbs. Hemove from the fire, and
add two well beaten eggs. Fill clam ghells
with this mixture, cover the top with bread
crumbs and smdll bits ‘of butter, and bake in
a hot_oven for ten minutes. These déllcious
little ahells may: be served either hot or cold.

Tomato Cream Toast.—Press one pint .of
Jeft-over stewed tomatoes through a sleve,
and put in a saucepan with butter the sizo of
a walnut; when it has ‘become boiling hot,
add flour until it arrives at the consistency of
cream. Have the bread well toasted, dip in
hot milk and butter, and just before sendiug
to the table, pour over the slices the tomato
cream already prepared. Serve ln a covered
dish.
