BUCKET SHOPS GOT QUOTATIONS 
/ 

T h e y * D e n y T h a t I t W a s b y M e a n s 
o f ' P h o n e s — L o n g S e a r c h

A prominent member of the Minneapo­
l is Chamber of Commerce to-day re'ceivedi 
a let ter from Kansas City, giving the de­
ta i l s of the recent expose of "wire tap­
ping" at the Kansas City Board of Trade. 
From the fact that there has been much 
talk 'of- "wire tapping," in connection 
with the history of a Minneapolis bucket 
shop operator, the matter is of more than 
passing interest . 

For months the Kansas City board was 
puzzled to know how the Christ ie Grain 
company and the John J McPherson com­
pany got their quotations. Nei ther firm 
had' any standing on the Kansas City or 
any other exchange. Every possible ef­
fort was made to find the leak. One day 
John T. Snodgrass of the quotation com­
mittee received an anonymous le t ter sug­
gest ing that he examine the duplex wires 
running from the tower of the exchange 
building to the Gibraltar building. Mr, 
Snodgrass employed) electricians, but they 
could find nothing wrong. Not satisfied, 
however, Mr. Snodgrass continued his in­
vest igat ions personally, and finally be­
came convinced that the bucket shops 
were gett ing their quotations from the 
F. P. Smtth company on the fourth floor 
of the Exchange building. As the Smith 
people were in first-class standing, he 
hesitated about bringing so ser ious a 
charge against them. 

Final ly he reported t i e matter to the 
Chicago Board of Trade for further inves­
t igation. It happens that the Smith peo­
ple have the private wire of Harris , Gates 
& Co. of Chicago, of which firm John W. 
Gates i s a member, so that the implica­
t ion of connivance at bucket shop opera­
t ions rested al ike on both and Ihe honor 
of the Harris-Gates firm was equally a t 
stake. 

Determined to clear his firm at any 
cost, A H. Farnum of Harris , Gates & Co. 
went to Kansas City. He was accom­
panied by John Hill , Jr., of the Chicago 
board, and the two most "expert l inemen 
Jn Chicago. These l inemen spent ten days 
in tracing the maze of wires that thread 
the exchange building. Final ly thosv 
landed in the office of the F. P. Smith 
Co., which firm w a s entirely unaware of 
any leak in their office. One of the men 
walked to the center of the blackboard at 
one end of the room, and began t o chop 
into the wall with an ax,. After a t ime 
a niche came into view, and here were 
found the miniature te lephone transmit­
ters , so placed that they could catch the 
click of the te legraph instrument near the 
front of the board. These did the busi­
ness , 

The bucket shops afterward denied that 
this was their source of information, but 
it was noticed tha t whi le they were dis ­
tant a full block from the neighborhood, 
they suspended business about the t ime 
the l ineman began to swing the ax.

Few understand or can realize the rou­
tine life of circus riders—their troubles 
on the road or the tr ia l s and tribulations 
in the performance season in. some large 
city. Wherever they stop there Is a pa­
rade every day at 9 o'clock, u show at 2 
o'clock and another at 8 in t h e evening. 
Every one must go in the parade, and 
somet imes it means a slow ride under the 
broiling sun over e ight or ten miles of 
s treets . The average >non-x;ircus woman 
would faint and fall from her horse be­
fore she had ridden a mile . 

As soon as the pageant reaches the 
show grounds, after having made i t s tour 
of the s treets , there i s a rush for the 
dressing-rooms, for perhaps i t is past 
noon Parade dresses are doffed, s treet 
c lothes are donned, and then comes din­
ner. The women in the circus l ive well . 
They have a cool, airy dining tent with 
well se t tables and competeat waiters , 
and the food is" of the best The table 
service corresponds with tha t of the av-' 
erage 'city Lotel, where a rate of say $3 
a day is 'charged. There are several 
kinds of meat, three or four kinds of des­
sert, -with coffee, t e a or milk. Frui ts 
are added in season. None of the women 
ever goes to a country hotel when the 
dinner tent is up and running, for i t is 
better by far then any of them. Dinner 
o \er , there is Another ru^h for the dress­
ing-room. 

The crowd is going In, and the grand 
entry i s about to begin. All ar* expected 
to appear in pageant, as in the out-door 
parade in the morning. This means an­
other entire change of dress to the rer 
splendent costumes worn in the grand 
entry. That finished there is a scurrying 
for the trunks and make-up boxes, dresses 
disappear and t ights a r e donned; every 
art ic le of the wardrobe must be neat and 
clean and of the very best. They cannot, 
therefore, be thrown ner"3 and there care­
lessly. The performance has commenced, 
and there i s a continuation of cease le s s 
hurry that would distract any ordinary 
woman. Circus women, however, are used 
to it, and ^work with the precision that 
perfect sys tem demands, Some of the 
women perform in two or three acts , each 
necess i tat ing a change of costume, t ights 
and all .

A JUROR'S AFFIDAVIT 
S a y s O m a h a R o a d ' s R e p r e s e n t a t i v e

W. W. Wil l iams, of th i s city, who has 
been summoned to serve as a pet i t juror 
at the next general term of the United 
States circuit court, has submitted a 
sworn s tatement to Judge Lochren re­
vea l ing a procedure which the judge says 
i s not t o be permitted. Mr. William's 
makes affidavit to the statement that, 
after being summoned as a juror, he was 
approached by a young man giving the 
name E. E. Jones and claiming to repre­
sent Pierce Butler, attorney for t h e Oma­
ha railroad. Mr. Jones, says the affidavit, 
had a typewritten l ist of questions in­
tended to elicit from the person h is a t t i ­
tude toward corporations in general and 
railroads in particular, especial ly the 
Omaha. These were put to Mr. Wil l iams, 
who in response told h is questioner that 
it would be t ime enough for Mr. Butler 
to ask them when he (Mr. Wil l iams) was 
called to serve as a juror in a case in 
which the Omaha w a s interested. 

A s ta tement of the case was sent to 
Judge Lochren who in a reply thanked Mr. 
Wil l iams for the information and said 
that the proceeding seemed an unusual 
one "and one not to be commended or 
even permitted, notwithstanding no im­
proper overture w a s made."

EXPERIENCES IN WRECK 
MINNEAFOLITANS A T S T A P L E S 

T h e y D e s c r i b e S c e n e s In t h e D i s a s t e r 
o f Y e s t e r d a y — W r e c k S t i l l 

U n e x p l a i n e d . 

Among the Minneapolitans who were in 
the Northern Pacific wreck near Staples 
yesterday were Judge George D. Emery, 
Alderman Hewi t t and George F. Porter. 
Judge Emery said that a s the cab was 
torn from one of the engines it caught 
the whist le and held i t open so that it 
blew for an hour after the wreck, and w a s 
the m e a n s of summoning aid from Sta­
ples . The cars took fire and by noon all 
had burned. An invest igat ion of the 
switch soon after the col l is ion seemed 
to show that it had been closed after the 
tra'ins came together. The switch signal 
l ight was not burning a t the t ime of the 
accident, and apparently had not been 
i l luminated for some t ime. 

W. H. Phil l ips of St. Paul, express m e s ­
senger on one of the trains, was looking 
out of the door of $he express car a t the 
time of the col l is ion. As he remembers, 
the switch l ights seemed to indicate a 
clear track ahead. When the crash came 
he was thrown the length of the car, and 
stunned by striking on his head. J. S. 
Gibson, who was with him in the car, was 
sevefjsly injured. 

The train, he says, was making thirty-
five mi les an hour when the crash came. 
Then everything was pandemonium. The 
l ights went out and fire broke out in the 
wreckage. Every man turned to and 
fought the flames fof four hours. Doc­
tors from Br-ainerd and Staples were soon 
on the scene attending the wounded. 

A Mr. Taylor of Chicago, was asleep 
when .the trains met. He was thrown 
from his berth by the force of the col­
lision. The forward end of the car rose 
and careened l ike a ship, and then righted 
itself. 'There w a s a wild stampede to g e t 
out -o f the car. The forward cars, mail, 
baggage and exipress, were piled in a 
tangled m a s s , and those immediately be­
hind the engine were splintered and 
crushed. The engines, with s team h i s s ­
ing, were locked) together and surrounded 
by embers from their fire boxes. One 
train lay partly on tlje s iding and partly 
on the main track. 

Mr. Taylor thinks .that the switch 
Which caused the wreck was closed, indi­
cating^ that the (main track was clear 
The "most sat is factory explanation of the 
wreck i s that the east-bound train struck 
an open switch, was carried upon the 
s iding into the wait ing west -bound train. 
It i s a peculiar fact that the swi tch was 
found closed and locked after the wreck.
