Little is heard in golf circles just at
present save speculations in regard to the

result of the state tournament, which will |
open on the links of the Minikahda club
next Thursday. This event promises to
excoed in importance and general interest |
any previous contest in Minnesota sin_',‘.a-f
the game first found favor in the state. |

Eight clubs are certaln to De repre-|
gented In the competition, both in the lo- |
dividral and team contests. Minikahda
naturally will have a goodly number of |
men in the fight for the wvarious cups.
Bryn Mawr also will be well represented,
and the Town and Country and Merriam
Park organizations of St. Paul will be on
hand, as well as Faribault and the Mead-
owbrook club of Winona, whose represen-
tative, Rev. Mr. Thurston, won last
yoears' tournament.

The Minnetonka club and the Northland
club of Duluth have applied for admieslon
to the state aesoclation, and will undoubt-
edly be represented in the team play for
the 8palding cup, as well as in the‘indi-
vldual championship contest.

It the Lafayette club of Minnetonka
enters the tourney, there will be nine
clubs represented, and it is a conserva-
tive estimate to say that the entry list
for the indlvldual championship will be
between sixty and eighty.

Spnlding Cup Contest .

The Spalding cup contest mnaturally
arouses great interest. This cup, which
is offered this wear for the flrst time, is
to be contested by teams of five men from
the various ¢lubs composing the state ds-
sociation. The teams (play against the
bogey score of the course upon which
the tournament is held, and the team
which is the most up, or the least down,
as is usually the case, against the colonel,
is awarded the trophy. In short, the con-
test is decided just as an ordinary team
match, with Bogey as each man's oppon-
ent.

The bogey score of the Minlkahda
course is 40, or 80 for 18 holes, The cup
muit be won three times in succession to
bfcnma the permanent property of any
club. .

The play for ghis cup will be the feature
of the opening day. Friday morning the
qualifying round for the individual cham-
pionship will be played. The twenty-four
hfat scores will qualify for the match
play.

The first eight will play off for the
gtate championship, and the second and
third eights will play off for special cups.
The first, semi-final and final rounds in
each class will be played Friday after-
noon, Saturday morning and Saturday
aflternoon, respectively.

A handicap contest, open to all players
who enter in the qualifying round for the
state championship, will also be a feature
of Saturday afternoon. Special cups are
offered for the best gross score and net
EcOoTe. ;

FAST TIME IS MADE

BUSY DAYS FOR THE TRAINERS

Nearly Two Hundred -Equines Are
Being Prepared for. This
‘Season’s Races.

That the harness horse is & prime fa-
wvorite in the northwest is well evidenced
by the unusually large number  being
trained this season at the Minnehaha and
Hamline mile tracks, many of them beh;g
carefully prepared for a hard campaign in
the Great Western and Grand circuits.
At Minnehaha driving park—the pres-
ent home of the trotting and pacing ebam-
plons Directum, 2:05, and Online, 2:04, the
track presents an animated scene 'eagh
pleasant day, for there being over 150
horges in training there, there is almost
a continual round of equine performances,
with quarters in 31 ‘seconds, halves rang-
ing from 1:04 to 1:08 and miles "all the
way from 2:12 to 2:25. Horse enthusiasts
in large numbers flock to the pretty park
and watch the equines do-their stunts
with unbounded enthusiasm. The track
is kept in perfect condition and the horse-
men are much pleased with the ample
facilities afforded them by Secretary
Jones.

Among those training at the park Is
H. P. Nelson, a California trainer of fame,
who has a potent string of eight candi-
dates for turf honors. They are the prop-
erty of Woo Foo, the wealthy China-
man, who has gone into the harness horse
breeding industry on an extensive scale.
One of the most promising of this string
ia the dainty pacing mare China Maid,
by-the great California stallion McKinney,
that ie showing extreme speed and, al-
though green, she has shown miles Lhe
past week in 2:133;, 2:13%% and 2:13, with
but little exertion. She i a remarkably
smooth-going pacer,and the perfecte po-
etry of motion when at full speed. Be-
sldee these Mr. Neleon has several rangy,
long-gaited trotters and pacers by the
same sire that give every.evidence of be-
ing top notchers before the season ends.

George E. Whitney, commonly known as
“Dad,"” of Des Moines, Iowa, is the old-
est tralner at the track and, as usual, he
has three exceptionally good ones—in Hi-

algo, 2:15%, McClennahan, 2:1614{ and

Alice Gray, 2 pacing mare without a
mark, that can step a mile any time in
2:16 with plenty to spare. This trio is
looked upon most favorably and is in fine
fettle. . S TE

International Food company has. but
one candidate for the season’s campaign
in tralning, International Queen (formerly
Mise Cadd). She is pacing very fast, is
in prime condition and will no doubt
bring credit to her owner during the sum-
mer. She makes her first starf of the
season at Detroit, Mich., during the week
of July 14-19, and is heavily entered in
the leading stakes of the Grand circuit.
Later in the season, if he is fit, Interna-
tional Stock Food, half ‘brother to Rob-
ert J:, 2:0115, may be campaigned, but he
has only been given slow miles thus far.

o -With the Stick.

THEY’RE ALSO BAD IN THE BOX

In Fieldin_s and Base-Running They
Are Better, but Those ‘Alone
Won't Win.

“Same old story, nothing new,”” sang

De Mandeville in the *“‘Rounders,” and
the words may well~be applied to the work
of the, Minneapolis team during the last
week. Weak pitching and light batting are
not a“winning combination, as has been
sald formerly, almokt ad nauseam.
" In the first series with Kansas City and
Milwaukee, the millers were beginningto
hit the ball; not as hard as a winning club
should hit it, but in a very respectable
degree, especially compared with their
performances before and since. In the
four games with Kansas City, just closed,
they apparently could not have hit the
earth aftér falling off the roof of a barn.-

THe lose of those'three games to the
cowboys cannot be blamed to hard luck.
True, Quillin and Curley were out-of the
game, but so far as flelding was con~
cerned, 'Breyette and Grant filled their
places in ‘the infleld very acceptably.

Hanlon has been wise, or fortunate, in
keeping together a staff of experienced
and fairly reliable. pitchers. Nothing up-
sets a team so much as lack of confidence
in the slab men, and in the caliber of his
twirling staff Hanlon has an advantage
over any club in the league except Pitte-
burg. Nor is the team as a whole to be
despiged. There are left Dahlen, Keeler
and Farrell of the *““old guard” of two and
three years ago, with MecCreary at first,
Irwin at third, and Sheckard and Dolan
in the outfleld—all veteran players, and
at least four of them of more than ordi-
nary ability, even judged by the standard
of ‘National League clubs before the
opening of the present war with the
American. Flood is practicaly the only
youngster in the bunch, ‘and his work up
to date has proved his right to stay in
fast company. That team ought to play
steady ball—not nearly so fast-as the su-
perbas of 1809, but - in' -all- probability
taster than the majority of the clubs
in the league. Moreover the team can
probably be depended .upon to stand the
strain of a bruising finish-—~something that
cannot be said of the clubs which have
a larger proportion of inexperiemced play-
ars. T

The whitesox are looking more and more
like winners in the American League., In
the opinion of the sporting writers of the
windy. city, Comiskey's men  have any
team in the country beaten to a frazzle,
.and ecould leave the pirates forty lengths
behind the flag in the first heat. A good
many persons will have their own opin-
ions uponv the latter point, but no one
will dispute the fact that the sox appear
to be the strongest club in the American,
both on paper gtrength and on their pres-
ent gait. In the opinion of the writer,
St. Louis will finish a strong second. If
-they lose it will be for the same reason
that the saints lose in the American as-
soclation—lack of management. Burkett,
Heldrick, Wallace, and the rest of the
old cardinal aggregation that Pat Te-
beau took down from Cleveland to St.
Louis three years ago, are star individual
players, but like so many veterans, hard
to handle. They finally proved too much
for even Tebeau ‘himself, and it is not
at all unlikely that they will prove too
spirited a bunch for Jimmie McAleer to
control. ’

BETWEEN 5 CREWS

Va}sity Race at Poughkeepsie Will
Be Very Close.

BADGER OARSMEN ARE STRONG

Westerners Are Considered by the
Rowing Ezpertl to Have an
Execellent Chance.

For the fourth time, the sturdy oarsmen
from the university of Wisconsin atrug-
gled this afternoofh on the course at
Poughkeepsie against the crack crews of
‘the east. For the fourth time the badgers
Twent to New York with high hopes of

winning first place in the greatest event
| of the year in college aquatics.
| In 1899 the Wisconsin men made their
first appearance as an important factor
in the Poughkeepaie ragatta. Before the
race they were not reckoned by the ex-
perts as having a fighting chance. Their
stroke was ragged, sald the experts; true
form was altogether lacking in the Wis-
consin boat. .

Three minutes after the start of the
race form charts were shattered into an
hundred fragments. The ragged, splashing
stroke of the wiry westerners was send-
ing their shell to the front at a rate that
the Pennsylvania and Cornell crews
etruggled in vain to equal. At the two
mile mark Wisconsin had the race well in
hand. At three miles they were Btill
ahead, and at three miles and a half.
Then just before the finlsh of the race,
the coxswain of the badger shell saw
a floating berry crate directly in the
course of the boat. To run into it meant
certailn defeat, and adopting the only pos-
eible course, he turned the shell aside
to clear the obstruction.

That turn threw Wisconsin into the
wash of the pleasure boats that lined
the course. The boat lost much of her
headway, and Pennsylvania, sweeping on
with steady stroke, flashed across the
line.

Two years ago Wisconsin finished sec-
one, Pennsylvanla agaln winning the
event. The badger freshmen, however,
took first place_in their race, so that al-
together the westerners did still more to
inspire respect in the minds of the east-
ern oarsmen.

Badgers Are Favonites.

Last year, with the flower of the Quak=
er oarsmen absent jn England at the
Henley regatta, the badgers had a fair
chance to win, but the green crew which
represented the west-was not equal to the
occasion, finishing third.” This year, with
a crew of veéterans, the badgers have been
touted as favorites ,by the wiseacres
That opinion has been still further aug-
mented by the splendid showing made by
Wisconsin in practice at Poughkeepsie.
Nevertheless, Georgetown, Pennsylvania,
Cornell and Columbla are recognized as
strong factors, and so little was there to
choose between the crews that it was
prophesied that the victory would be one
of feet or even inches, rather than one
‘of lengths.

Cornell has a crew that in form and
perfection of style ls the superior of any
aggregation that has ever represented the
Ithaca institution. Last year's victorious
crew is practically intact, and if the men
have as much spetd and endurance as
they have style, they should win out.
This point, however, is a mooted one,
and the work of the Ithacars in practice
at Poughkeepsle has rather lowered the
crew in the minds of the experts.

Columbia is not now regarded as strong
a body of men as last year's, but the
rowers have been steadily improving and
are expected to be at their best to-day.

The poor showing made by Pennsylva-
nia in the earlier rowing events of the
year has somewhat detracted from the
prestige accorded a crew which included
five of the men who rowed at Henley &
¥ear ago.

Nevertheless, the Quakers will undoubt-
edly have a much stronger crew than
that which competed at Poughkeepsie last
year, and cannot be disregarded in pre-
dictions of the race.-

Georgetown has surprised all by the
showing of her men in practice, and from
being regarded as a wvery doubtful dark
horse, has been accorded consideration as
one of the important factors in the race.

Advantage in Choice of Course.

With these flve crews apparently so
evenly matched, it was the opinion of ex-
perts that the weather and tide conditions
of the day might determine the victory.
Although there is supposed to be mo ade
vantage in any of the courses, experts be-
lieve that under certain conditions cer=
tain crews will be favored.

Beginning at the west shore, Pennsyl=
vania has'No. 1, Cornell is second, Colum=
bia third, Georgetown fourth, Wisconsim
fitth, and Syracuse sixth.

With a smooth sea the middle courses
will prove most advantageous, while if tha
water is choppy, the inner course, where
the water is always comparatively emooth
will be the desirable position, At slack
water there 'will be Iittle cholce of
courses, but if the race is rowed with a
gtrong ebb tide as planned the places néar
the center of the river, where the tide is
swiftest, may declde the victory.

1t conditions in the varsity eight oared
race are uncertain, those that prevail in
the freshman and four-oared contests are
absolutely chaotic. - If information 1is
geanty in regard to the respective merits
of the crews entered In the varsity race,
it is entirely lacking in the minor con-
tests. No one seeme to know anything
about any of the five freshman eights, and
the makeup of the three varsity fours is
still uncerain.
