The Principal Weakness in July,
With September Wheat Rela-
tively Firmer.

PARIS LOWER-LIVERPOOL HIGHER

World's Visible Decreaped 4,450,000
Bu.—~Local Recelpts Again
Above Last Year,

Minneapolls Chamber of Commerce, June
24.—Wheat was stubborn against decilne this
morning, and up to noon ‘was only ¢ under
yesterday's close after selling c over in the
early trades. Forelgn advices were unsettling
and this with the continued uncertainty re-
specting July, made the trade very hesitant
and the market was without decided tendency
either way. So fur as the Liverpool advices
were concerned there was cause for firmness
on an opening there %d up and a close 3d
higher than yesterday. But Parls sent a dif-
ferent story. The weather In France has
turned flue, fear of serious damage to the
French crop is dispelled, and Parls was oft
agaln equal to ¢ on Jply and nearly 2e on
wheat for September and October dellvery.
Broomhall confirmed this, and said the
weather in France was brilliant, the strengta
in Liverpool coming from the firmness of the
immediate supply situation. For our own
country a favorable weather map was shown
although general showers are the prediction
for to-morrow extending over winter wheat.
Bradstreet's flgures a decrease of 3,069,000
bu in the quantity east of the Rocky moun-
tains, and a decrease of 1,400,000 bu in the
quantity in Europe and afloat, a total decrease
in the world's visible of 4,459,000 bu.

The northwest had 246 cars agalnst 233 last
year while at primary points receipts totaled
424,000 bu against 456,000.
