Ojwrwpoiidenoe of The Journal. 
N e w York, June 21.—There are several 

jfitxrmer cit izens of Minneapolis , d i s t in­
guished in various -walks of l ife, who are 
now contributing t o the spiritual , moral 
and Intel lectual evo lut ion of th i s financial 
and commeroial metropol is of America. 
Most widely and favorably known in Min­
neapol is during his five or s ix years ' s o ­
journ, 'there w a s Rev. I>avid James Bur­
rel l , who w a s pastor of Westminster 
church. 

t>r. Burrell was a l so for several years 
the leading Presbyterian divine of D u ­
buque, Iowa, and it was there that the 
Westminster people found him. The 
doctor was eloquent, original in thought 
and speech, and, in his younger days, not 
at all afraid of producing a sensat ion by 
paying e i ther something new or te l l ing 
the old truths in a new way. 

Of course, a young man of that type 
could not hide h is l ight under a bushel, 
and after t h e local papers m Minneapolis 
had "been reproducing b i s ut terances in 
their Monday i s sues for a few years , he 
w a s discovered by the representat ives of 
one of the richest church foundations in 
America, and transplanted to N e w York. 

The Reformed Collegiate church of New 
York i s the oldest Calvanist ic rel igious 
foundation in t h i s country. It wil l be 
recal led historical ly that Hendrick Hud­
son discovered the bay of N e w York and 
t h e river that now bears h is name in the 
year 1609. I t -will further be remembered 
that the Dutch from Amsterdam soon 
af ter colonized the is land of Manhattan. 
I n 1622 the Pi lgr ims landed at Plymouth, 
Mass. , and founded t h e first N e w England 
colony. Both of these colonies were com­
posed of people who had severed their 
connect ion wi th the Catholic faith—the 
one Puritan and Protestant , of the Eng­
l i s h type; the other Calvanist ic and 
Protes tant , after t h e Dutch form. 

Dr. Burrell 's present charge i s the 
original church foundation establ ished in 
N e w Amsterdam (now N e w York) and 
fixed upon a las t ing foundation of prop­
e r t y interest , a s early a s 1628. The Col­
l e g i a t e church- i s a large and wealthy 
corporation, and supports many churches, 
hospi ta ls , schools and colleges—in fact, 
la t h e mother organizat ion of a l l those 

churches in t h e Unitedi States known as 
"the Dutch (Reformed church." 

It i s interest ing t o recal l the source of 
th i s denomination's great weal th in 
America. One of the early Dutch se t t l ers 
had <become possessed of a p lot of ground 
cons is t ing of a few acres which he used) 
for farming and gardening o n a smal l 
sca le . This land w a s located on "the 
Bowery"— the Bowery original ly being a 
suburban resort of the Dutch se t t l er s of 
New Amsterdam, where the burghers 
went for rest and refreshment, and where 
they might quaff their beer and smoke 
their pipes in peace. Dying ^without 
heirs , this man left (his f e w acres to the 
ohurch, and those few acres , s t i l l owned 
by t h e church, are now worth many mi l ­
l ions, andt are covered w i t h 'business and 
tenement buildings. The ground is 
leased o n long terms, and t h e leases are 
renewed upon expiration of a constant ly 
augmenting rental, so that n e x t to Trinity 
ohurch, probably, the Collegiate is the 
weal th ies t Protestant rel igious foundation 
in America. 

Personally, Dr. Burrell has changed l i t ­
t le s ince leaving Minneapolis. He shows 
few s igns of age aside from the gray 
which has crept into his hair , a l though 
he surprised me by say ing he had 
passed his fiftieth birthday. He draws 
large congregations of the e l i t e of the 
old Dutch famil ies of the city, and his 
ohurch, located on Fif th avenue a t t h e 
corner of Twenty-ninth s treet , i s a l so a 
favorite wi th strangers in the city. H i s 
services are also in demand for lecturing, 
as wel l as for divine services on memorial 
occasions. In short, he i s one of the cler­
gymen of N e w York noted for eloquence 
and originality. In my brief interview 
with him, h e made many inquiries as t o 
his old friends in iMlnneapolis and ex­
pressed the kindest wishes for the we l ­
fare of the city, and particularly for h is 
old parishioners of Westminster . 

There are no overshadowing men in the 
pulpits of N e w York or Brooklyn now— 
none to compare in general popularity 
with men l ike Henry Ward Beecher or T. 
Dewi t t Talmadge. Dr. Burrell ranks far 
above the average here in Iboth culture 
and nat ive talent .
