JUBILANT OVER MORRIS BILL
Renidents of C:nu Lake_ on Thelr

Way From Washington.

A. G. Barnard, editor of the Cass Lake
Volce, and E. L. Warren of Cass Lake,
are In Mlinneapolis on their way home
trom Washington, where they have put in
geveral monthe lobbying in the interests
of the recently enacted Morris bill for
opening to settlement the Chippewa res-
ervation.

They say that it is. the greatest piece
of legislation yet secured for the de-
velopment of the northern country. Tha
champions of the bill are particularly
jubilant over its passage because they had
to fight both the forest reserve and lum-
ber Interests. In addition to Congress-
man Page Morris, Congressman Fred
Btevens of St. Paul is sald to have done
e great deal to secure the enactment of
the bill.

The park promoters were finally satis-
fled by the reservation of two islande in
Cass lake and Pine point, Bear island and
Sugar point in Leech lake.

The timber involved will be sold on
the bank scale, sealed bids being required
at not less than $4 for Norway and $5
for ‘white pine.

HAYOR AMES
- MUST SIGN

‘Supreme Court Upholds Man-
damus in Improvement
Bonds Case.

Act of Legislature Authoriz-

ing Bonds Is Held to Be
Constitutional.

Mayor Ames must sign the $150,000 issue of
permanent improvement bonds. The supreme
court handed down its decision to-day Jn
the mandamus proceedings and afirmed the
action of Judge Elliott, supporting also the
opinion of Charles W. Somerby, assistant at-
torney general. The bonds Wwere voted last
year and the question of their validity was
submitted to Storey & Thorndlke, eminent
Boston lawyers, who are experts in bond
They pronounced the bonds invalid
and not binding, belng ‘in conflict with the
act against special legislation. Mr. Somer-
by's opinlon was in direct conflict with this,
and is now supported by the supreme court.

The supreme court holds that the act of
the legislature authorizing the bonds is con-
stitutional and valid, and that the issue was
therefore legal. It is therefore held to be
the duty of the mayor to sign the bonds.

The opinion, which is by Judge Lovely,
after passing on the valldity of the law, says:

‘“This law. does not, in our view, contem-
plate the taking of property without due
process of law, nor the application of the
taxing power for private purposes.

“We must recognize the obvious necessity
of public improvements of a local character
in cities, and that they may be of general
utility althowgh of such private benefit as to
justify local assessments to pay for their
construction and maintenance under section
1, article 9, of the comstitution.

“It seems also obvious upon reasonable
views of murnlcipal government, that it may
be of ' benefit to make such improvement
expeditiously and without the delay incurred
by waiting for the collection of assessments
upon the property benefited, which may .run
through a term of years, and that it may
also be wise to antlcipate the payment of such
assessments by ralsing the means to de-
fray the cost of the same in advance of col-
lecting them upon the abutting property,
which is to be improved, and that such re-
llef should not be a perpetual source of
revenue for that purpose, but _only to meet
existing exigencies. No individual is granted
any speclal privilege by this act. The pub-
lle through the use of the money derived
from the bonds gets the benefit of the im-
provement at once. Private property owners
must repay the -elty.for such improvements
which are made for ‘the public good, and the
purpose of the act in this respect is no dif-
ferent in charactgr than the construction of
- waterworks by a municipality, to be there-
after paid for by the adjacent property owners
and consumers.”

AN EASIER WAY 0UT

Drs, Clark and Cohen Expected to
- Resign. '

B.OF C.AND C. GAVE THEM CHANCE

A':lji:urned Meeting Called for This
Afternoon te Tale Action
5 on Their Cases.

The board of corrections.and charities
has found an easier way to rid the city
payroll of the names of Drs. Clark and
Cohen, of the city physician's staff, than
by dischargeing them. At the conclusion
of the meeting this morning it was an-
nounced that the matter would be taken
up at an “adjourned meeting at 3 o'clock
and the expectation was that both wouyld
bave their resignations ready then.

One of the three members now in the
city has not taken kindly to the propogal
to dispense with the services of the.two
physicians on account of their connection
with the mayor's Infamous inspection
scheme. He takes the ground that the
inspection scheme is not a matter that
concerns the board, and that since the in-
epection has voluntarily been dropped, it
ie wise to smooth matters over as easily
as possible. Therefore, to-save the young
men the disgrace of dismissal, it was de-
cided to give them a chance to resign.

Commissioner Russell, who has been
out of the city for several weeks, was ex-
pected at to-day's meeting, but did not
appear.

MINORITY COMMITTEE

Named to Conduct Fight Against Ab-
sorption by Roeclk Island.

Minority stockholders of the Burling-
ton, Cedar Rapids & Northern have ap-
pointed a committee to conduct thelr
fight, and the Rock Island and Cedar Rap-
ids companies have been formally noti-
fled that a legal action will be begun to
have the lease by which the Rock Island
secures the B., C. R. & N. declared null
and void. Benjamin Griffin, John M.
Bookman and Irving J. Taylor compose
the committee named at the meeting in
New York Wednesday. The law firm of
Hornblower, Byrne, Miller & Potter of
New York has been retalned by the mi-
nority interests to conduct the suit.

It is sald that the committee represents
7,000 of the 12,000 minority stockholders,
and its members are confident that the
injustice of the lease of the Cedar Rapids
on a 6 per cent guarantee can be proved
to the satisfaction of the court.

Marshalltown, Iowa, June 27.—The Bnew
wage schedule for the lowa Central train-
men has been settled. A conference of
the committee appointed by the men, was
held with General Manager Day and Su-
perintendent Sweeney at Minneapolis.
The following are noteworthy changes in
the schedule: On through freight runs
the wages have been changed from $2.90
for conductors and $1.98 for brakemen per
100 miles to $3 and $2. On the local
freight the former figures have been $2.90
and $1.90, and this was raised to $3.25 and
$2.16 2-3. With switchmen at Oskaloosa
and Marshalltown the ralse amounts to
atllmut 30 per cent. The general raise in

“LOOT AND MONEY”

Aguinaldo’s Sole Objects in the
Philippines, Says Dewey.

HAD NO IDEA OF INDEPENDENCE

Merritt Did Not Take Much _!tock in
the Spanish Agreement to Sur=-
render Manila.

Washington, . June 27.—Admiral Dewey
continued his testimony before the senate
committee on the Philippines to-day. Re-
plying to questions put by Senator Pat-

‘terson he said that he had begun negotia-

tions with the governor general of the
Philippines, General Jaudenes, for the

gurrender of the clty and the negotlations
were conducted through the Belgian con-
sul, who, after the death of the British
consul, had been very courteoug in act-
ing as a go-between. It was a diplomatie
negotiation, no letters being written. The
admiral sald he had informed General
Merritt ofgthe proffer of General Jaudenes
but he did not belleve that Merritt had
taken ‘“‘much stock in it. I assured him
that such was the case,” said the admiral,
‘'but told him of the arrangement that be-
fore the surrender should take place, I
was to engage an outlylng fort and make
the signal according to the international
code, ‘do you surrender? after which the
Spanlards were to hoist the white flag on
1 may say that I
was the first to discover the flag, not-
withstanding I had etationed fifty men to
look out for it. It was a thick day and I
chanced to be the first to discover it."”

He also sald he had read the testi-
mony of General MacArthur saying that
he knew of no agreement of the kind men-
tloned but that it had not been his (Dew-
ey's) business to communicate with any-
one except the commanding officer. Asked
by Mr. Patterson to explain his statemert
that General Merritt had not accepted

‘the report that the Spaniards bad agreed

to capitulate, Admira] Dewey said that
was only his bellef. *'I don't belleve,” he
said, “that the general entirely trusted
the Spanish authorities.  Still he aid
not say so in so many words. I may add
that I have since learned that some of the
Bpanish officers were tempted to fire at
us, though they did not do so. Even my
own flag lieutenant did not accept their
I knew,
however, that they would surrender, for
I:understood the straits they were in."

Replying to a question as to whether
the agreemnt to surrender had been made
public at the time of the attack upon
Manila, Admjral Dewey said he thought
not. ‘“There are,” he said, ‘lots of things
n’hilcl.-h are not communicated to the pub-

c.

Mr. Patterson sought to secure from
Admiral Dewey an admission that
Aguinaldo had issued a proclamation of
independencs to the Filipinos about the
time of the sinking of the Spanish squad-
ron-but the admiral said he did not re-
member it although it was possible that
he might have done so.

* Mr. Patterson then read the paper for-
warded by Consul General Pratt, May 20,
1898, in which the Philippine leader said
thag Providence had opened the way for
independence to the Filipinos and spoke
of the Americans as their liberators. The
admiral sald, however, that he did mnot
remember to have seen the paper. He
had given Aguinaldo a printing press and
probably he used this prees for getting
out his proclamations.

+ In reply to a question the admiral said
that Consul Williams, who had been sta-
tloned at Manila, was an honest man,
although perhaps quite enthusistic. The
admiral did not, however, remember to
have promised to Aguinaldo his ‘‘cordial

-gn-operation’ as the consul had reported.

For the purpose of making inquiry con-
cerning some of the representations of

Consul General Wildman, located at
Hongkong, Mr. Patterson asked concern-
ing that geneltman’'s character. The ad-
miral said: - “He's dead—I'd rather not
gay. He was a very able man—an able
eonsul."”

Mr. Pattergon then read Mr. Wildman's
letter of July 18, ' 1898, saying that
Aguinaldo had conducted himself in a
dignified manner, ete., and the admiral
assented to the truth of this statement.

Speaking of Aguinaldo's loyalty the ad-
miral said he had become susplicious of
that leader before the receipt of his

roclamation of July 15. He paid: “'I
gegan to suspect that he was not loyal to
us yhen he demurred to moving out of
Cavite when our troops arrived.”

“You mean that they were thinking
more of their own independence than of
us?"’

“Yes."

Admiral Dewey also testified doncern-
ing the arms sent to Manlla by Aguin-
aldo, and Senator Dietrich asked the ad-
miral if “he did not believe that the
arms were purchased with money pre-
viousely pald by 8pain to secure peace and
that it was hils lntentlon to use the money
to foment another insurrection for the
purpose of gain.”

The admiral's reply was: “‘Exactly so."”
-"Admiral Dewey said he had forwarded
the proclamaticns of Aguinalde to Wash-
ipgton without reading them. “The days
and nights were not long enough for my
work at that time,” sald the admiral;
“Bince you have asked my opinion,' said
he in answer to a question, I wlill say
I believe Aguinaldo was there for gain,
for loot, for money, and that indepen-
dence never entered his head."”

Senator Carmack asked him why he fur-
nished such a man arms and helped to
arganize his army, to which the admiral
replied that “all was fair in war,"” and
there were no American troops in the
Islands to oppose the Spaniards. When
he aseisted Agulnaldo he did not call him

a robber and plunderer, but the “insur-.

gent leader.”

“I say I think he was there for loot and
money,” he continued.

“Do you think he was there for any-
thing else?"” he asked, turning to Senator
Carmack. =~ =

“I do,” the senator responded.

“Well, I swear I don't,” said the admir-

al, emphatically.
. Answering several questions the admir-
al said he thought he knew Aguinaldo
better than General Otis, General Bell, or
any other officer, as he saw more of him.
‘‘He had mot been in Manila forty-eight
houre before I saw he was there for loot;
he was then taking everything he could
lay his hands on from evetybody, and I
expect he got the lion's share.”

The inquiry ended rather sharply at 12
o'clock. Senator Carmack asked: “You
don't know of a single dishonest act on
