At the oext election there is also to be 
submitted to the people of our state tor their 
approval or rejection, a certain act passed at 
the last general >sesslon of .pur legislature and 
commonly known as the gross earnings act. 
The constitution of our state provides that, 

"Any law providing for the * * amend­
ment of any law or laws * * "enacted 
which provides" that any railroad company 
existing In this state * * or wlhlch may be 
hereafter organized, shall, in lieu of all other 
taxes and assessments upon their real estate, 
roads, rolling stock and other personal prop­
erty * * » pay into the treasury of this 
state a certain percentage therein mentioned 
of the gross earnings of such railroad com­
panies • • shall, before the same shall 
take effect and be in force, be submitted to a 
vote of the people of the state and be adopted 
and ratified by a majority of the electors of 
the state voting at tb,e election a t which the 
same shall be.submitted, to them." 

Under existing laws the railroad com­
panies of this state pay into the state treas­
ury, in lieu of direct taxes, 3 per cent of their 
gross earnings. After thorough discussion 
and mature deliberation the legislature passed 
the act above referred to, which provides that 
the existing law shall be so amended that the 
railroad companies of t'his state shall pay 
into t'he state treasury in lieu of direct taxa­
tion 4 per cent of their gross earnings in­
stead of 3 per cent as now exacted. 

The reason for the enactment was the be­
lief that the railroad companies under the 3 
per cent gross earnings law were not paying 
their fair share toward the maintenance 
of the state; in other words, that under the

gross earnings system considerably less wae 
received from the railroad companies than 
would be received if their properties were 
subjected to direct taxation. 

I urge the people or our state to carefully 
and fairly consider the question presented, 
which is, shall the railroad companies of our 
state pay, in lieu of direct taxation, 4 per cent 
of their gross earnings instead of 3 per cent, 
as provided in the existing laws. 

The modern tendency is that revenues 
should be raised for state otherwise than by 
direct levy on Teal estate and personal prop­
erty. If tjhese amendments carry a long step 
in that direction might be taken. It would 
then be possible to place .upon our statute 
books many tax measures of vast benefit to 
the people. The matter is of so much im­
portance to the welfare of the state that I 
earnestly urge every voter to bear in mind 
on election day the obligation of voting for 
the proposed amendments.

To this end the 
Northern, Securities company of New Jersey 
was organised1 to acquire a controlling amount 
of th© stock in pxchange for its own stock, 
and it was through this company that the 
unity of management was to be effected. 

The matter was deemed of such vital Impor­
tance that immediate action was taken to 
prevent the consolidation of these companies.' 
With that object dn view, Attorney General 
Douglas was requested to" bring suit In the 
name of the state. That such consolidation 
is "against the law lis shown by reference t o 
our statutes. Tho best interests of our people 
not only require but demand free, open and 
unrestricted competition (for the transporta­
tion of the products of our farms, factories, 
mills and mines. It was 'with this idea in 
view that our legislature years ago passed 
laws prohibiting in any way the consolidation 
of parallel and competing lirfes of railway 
within our state. These laws havfe not only 
been held to be constitutional by the supreme 
court of the United States, but they also de­
clare a wise jpublic polfcy. The determination 
to bring this suit was not entered into with 
anv spirit of hostility toward railroad compa­
nies. ' Our state has dealt liberally with them 
and has deeded to the various railroad compa­
nies more than 10,500,000 acres of land, or 
more than is under cultivation 'by our entire 
agncultuial population. In view of this and 
many other privileges, it is but just to de­
mand that these oomi>anies should obey our 
la-ws. Minnesota granted these lands and 
privileges to secure the blessings ©f competi­
tion; in fact, the franchises of those parallel 
and competing lines were obtained upon the 
implied understanding that they would1 be op­
erated Independently. The area of the United 
States, Including Alaska, is about 3,000,000 
square miles. The area .of the states trav­
ersed by the Northern Pacific and Great 
Northern is about 600,000 square miles, or one-
fifth the urea of the United States. It is only 
necessary to study these figures to see the 
great importance of this question. Undoubt­
edly a very large portion of the commerce of 
th© world will be transferred from the Atlan­
tic to tho Pacific ocean. The trade of the 
orient }s in its infancy. The possibilities can 
scarcely be estimated. I believe that that 
section of the globe will be supplied from 
the Iproducts of the northwest; in fact, we 
have ibegun to reap the benefits of the far 
eastern trade as a ariarket for our surplus 
wheat and flour.

They cannot for­
get, nor wijl |hey permit anybody to Ignore, 
the fact that this; great wealth has been pro­
duced ib'y the labor of their own hands, and 
they rightly demand that the business of the 
country be so carried on that they will be 
partners In our gre*t prosperity and not men-
dicants^at a feast which they themselves 
have prepared. 

This fear of great combinations of wealth 
on the part of the people is a natural one, 
for all human experience has taught them 
the power of money. While it establishes 
great industries and lines of transportation, 
builds universities, libraries and hospitals, 
carries the gospel of freedom to heathen 
lands, and everywhere makes smooth and 
pleasant the pathway of life and even the 
gateway of death, it also controls legislation 
and governments; breaks down the weak and 
builds up the strong; corrupts Individuals 
and communities.; arouses envy, jealousy and 
covetousness, and becomes the great incen­
tive to crime. 

In this country all the elements of prog­
ress have been reversed. The old world has 
had great wealth for centuries, while human 
liberty has been a slow and tardy growth. 
We won freedom almost at the beginning, 
and while we have not yet lost sight of it, 
the heavenly vision has become somewhat 
dimmed in our triumphant progress toward 
wealth. Now that we have both, the eter­
nal contest is on and will never cease. 

Ill fares the land to hastening ills a prey, 
Where wealth accumulates and men decay. 
The republican party stands for the suprem­

acy of men and of the law. 

P r a i s e f o r R o o s e v e l t . 
For all of these great issues Providence 

seems to have given us great leaders. iLdn-
coln, Grant and McKinley are among the Im­
mortals end need no eulogy; and to meet the
