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LAMB A ‘DEFEATER’

A Unique Position Occupied by the
Anti-Merger Attorney.

AFTER BOURKE COCKRAN NOW

Says the Politician Hired Him to
Block a Consolidated
Gas Denl.

George Alfred Lamb of New York, con-
spicuous for his attempts to prevent the
retirement of the Northern Pacific pre-
ferred stock in the Peter Power case, and
who held the boards in local courts early
in the year, says that Bourke Cockran,
the eloquent lawyer and democTat 0!
New York, did not give him his just pro-
portion of a fee recently contributed to
Cockran by the Consolidated Gas com-
pany of New York. When Mr. Lamb first
appeared in the northwest and incidental-
ly sald that he was a financial lawyer,
attorneys, rallway officiale and others
were inclined to push the inquiry farther
in order to determine deﬂnitaly where
George Alfred Lamb “got on” in the big
litigation. His action against Cockran
may help to make clear certain questions
as to who Lamb is; it also indicates that
he hag some reputation as a ‘‘defeater.”

Lamb makes an afidavit in which he
says Cockran told him that it was
largely to Cockran's interest as a large
stockholder in the Consolidated Gas com-
pany and the interest of a host of Cock-
ran's friends to block the proposed pur-
chase by the Consolidated of other light,
heat and power properties in New York
“elther by influencing stockholders ta
vote against it or by legal proceedings,”
To make the story short, Lamb swears
that Cocrkan told him to go ahead and
defeat the scheme and he would pay him
handsomely for it, proportioned to the
amount of benefits and compensation re-
ceived by Cockran.

Thereupon, Lamb alleges, he began pro-
ceedings to set aside the election of offl-
cers of the gas company on Jan. 22 1890,

| and afterward brought two suits against

the gas company, one for Jared D. Wolf,
Jr., and another for Frank Bulkley
Smith, stockholders, to restrain the pro-
posed purchase. He scoured the country
for proxies from stockholders to be voted
at the meeting which was called to ratify
the purchase and got proxles on 8,000
shares. The court refused to set aside
the election, and he appealed. While he
was waitlng for his appeal to be heard,
Cockran, so the afidavit alleges, on or
about Dec. 1, 1901, instructed Lamb to
discontinue the action and also to obtain
a discontinuance of the injunctiom suit
in which other counsel had been employed
through Lamb. Cockran, the afiidavit al-
leges, gave as his reason for this re-
quest that he and his associates had made
a settlement with the gas company, ‘‘and
that he was then receiving in considera-
tion of such suits and proceedings a large
sum of money In cash, the amount of
which deponent does not know, and in
addition thereto other benefits ‘ot great
pecuniary value to sald Cockran and his
associates.'

Lamb discontinued all the sults and
then sent a letter to Cockran asking for
what amount he should render his bill for
his services. The afidavit esays that
Lamb recelved no reply to this letter.
What he professe to sue for is his com-
pensation, which, he says, it was under-
stood was to be more than a fee for pro-
fessional services. He has not been able
to learn who Mr. Cockran’s associates are
and wishes to learn so as to join them as
defendants.

In an interview Lamb sald:

1 suggested to Cockran that §20,000 would be
a fair fee. He sald that was absurd and of-
fered to give me $10,000. This I refused, be-
cause I learned that he had received from at-
torneys for the Consolidated Gas company
three checks aggregating $700,000. I thought
if he got $700,000 for quitting, he could af-
ford to pay me $20,000.

Coekran eays he Is willing to fight it
out with Lamb.

Irwin Shepard, of Winona, secretary of
the National Educational assoclation,
spent the day yesterday In looking over
the work done by the Commercial club
committees and the local subcommittees
that are providing for the entertainment
of the thonsands of visitors to the as-
soclation convention next week.

F‘ollowing ‘his inspection Mr. Shepard
said:

I see no room for improvement or sugses-
tions, ‘There has ibeen careful plaoning of
every detail and nothing seems to have been
overlooked. The local committee has provided
many things that we should never have
thought of, and all our wants have been an-
ticipated. 1 have found Mr. Nye not only an
exceedingly efficlent manager, but a very
thoughtful and resourceful one, as well. All
the plans have been well considered and ma=
tured and are being carriéd out expeditiously
as the proper time arrives,

On the question of attendance, Mr.
Shepard said that he could give no esti-
mate that would be worth anything, but
that all indications pointed to a large

Building of Nepv Line Starts a Doom
at Le Sugur Center.

Le Sueur Center, Minn., July 1.—Work
is being rapidly pushad on the Mankato-
Farmington branch of the Milwaukee, and
Le Sueur Center is enjoying days of
boom and proeperity as a consequence.

A COOL WEEK

Light Rains Ben:ﬂt Crops in Certain
Sections of Minnesota.

The weather bureau's climate and crop

service bulletin for Minnesota for the
past week is summarized as follows:
The week has been a cool one, with temper-
atures on the morning of the 26th approach-
ing the point at which frosts are possible.
There have been very light rains in the north-
west and in the extreme southeast on several
days, and rains In the southern half of the
state on the 24th and the morning of the 25th
which were very heavy locally, flooding low
lands in Brown, Blue Earth, Le Sueur and
‘Waseca counties, These rains were beneficial
in the southwest, where rain has been needed
for mbout two weeks. It ls eaid that in the
Red river valley late sown grains are doing
very well, though many fields are very weedy,
but that some of the early wheat seems to
need warmer weather. In other parts of the
gtate wwheat, oats and barley are generally in
splendid condition, though Iin small areas on
light land the straw of wheat ard oats is
rather ghort. In central, southern and south-
western counties some rust i8 teported in- the
wheat, Whetre "t ADril dust storms were
most severs, graln ficlds have a very uneven
stand; sonie are very thin and some toco
thick. The early barley is generally well in
head, and wheat and oats are coming into
head. Much of the early flax Is very good,
and 1t is in bloom. Rye i nearing ripeness,
and it will be cut soon after July 4. <Corn is
small, {ts growth being slow because of tha
cool weather. ‘The wild hay is heavy except
in parts of the southwest, Timothy and clo-
ver are also heavy; considerable clover is al-
ready cut, lhough the weather has not been
favorable for wuring hay. Mimothy is atout
ready to cut. Potatoes mre good in most
places, though a part of the early crop in
Anoka county is said@ to be spindling. Corn
and potatoes are well cultivated. Strawberries
are nipening glowly. The frost on the mor-
ning of the 21st caused some Injury to flax,
corn, potatoes and gardens in the southwest
and in north central portions.

SPRING IN MALTHOUSE

Vanluable Discovery on Property of
Lauaritzen Malt Company.

The new Lauritzen Malt company pro-
vided better than it knew in the pur-
chase of the building at Third street and
Nineteenth avenue NE for a brewing
plant. One of the finest springs in the
city, of pure soft water, has been discov-
ered in the basement, and preparations
have been made to confine the flow in an
open ocistern  for use in bottling. The
water is very soft and beautifully clear.
Some of the old time resldents in the
neighborhood remember that springs were
prevalent in northeast Minneapolis before
the encroachments of streets and city elv-
{lization. The former occupant of the
building made some use of the inflow of
water, but not until the basement was
prepared for cementing and an attempt
was. made to etop the water was it dls-
covered that the basis for a new spring
water industry had been found.

Samples have been taken away for an-
alysis, Meanwhile the overflow is run
through the Second street sewer.

The boiler of the new mplant is being
set to-day and operations will begin
July 15,

SUBLETTE WILL DO IT

Tires of Waiting for Ayers Asphalt
Repair Gang.

The asphalt streets under the control of the
Ayers Asphalt Paviog company, comprising
Nicollet avenue, Becond avenue S and all the
other asphalt streets not carrying street car
lines, have not been renaired since last fall,
and the city englheer's office is being flooded
with complaints of their condition. The Ayers
company has ignored all efforts to get its re-
pair gang on to the scene, and now, weary of
walting, City Engineer Sublette announces
that he will proceed forthwith to have the
repaire done under his own directlon. He
purposes to hire the Barber Asphalt company
to o the work and to pay for the same from
the $12,000 guaranty fund in the hands of the
city, which was held back on the Ayers con-
tracts.
