BRACKETT “ON LEAVE”
! The Discovery n Recent One at Po-

lice Headguarters.

) Detective Charles Brackett has not yet
showed up for duty, after an absence of
two weeks, but his frlends of the admin-
{stration will not concede that there is
any significance in the fact. They now
&ay he actually did have an officlal leave
of absence, given by the mayor himself,
good for ten days, and that his time does
not expire until to-morrow.

The department officials have no record
of any leave of absence for Brackett. But
pow comes the mayor and declares that
he personally gave him permission to be
absent from duty for ten days. This
eleventh hour statement by the mayor is
generally regarded as an effort to help
Brackett out and remove, for the time be-
ing, any suspicion that might attach to
his absence while under fire of the grand
Jury.

LAMB A ‘DEFEATER’

A Unique Position Occupied by the
Anti-Merger Attorney.

AFTER BOURKE COCKRAN NOW

Says the Politician Hired Him to
Block a Consolidated
Gas Deal.

George Alfred Lamb of New York, con-
splcuous for his attempts to prevent the
retirement of the Northern Pacific pre-
ferred stock In the Peter Power case, and
who held the boards in local courts early
in the year, says that Bourke Cockran,
the eloquent lawyer and democrat of
New York, did not give him his just pro-
portion of a fee recently contributed to
Cockran by the Consolidated Gas com-
pany of New York. When Mr. Lamb first
appeared in the northwest and incidental-
ly sald that he was a financial lawyer,
attorneys, rallway officials and others
were inclined to push the inquiry farther
in order to determine definitely where
George Alfred Lamb ‘‘got on' in the big
litigation. His action against Cockran
may help to make clear certain questions
as to who Lamb is; it also indicates that
he has some reputation as a “‘defeater.”

Lamb makes an afiidavit in which he
says Cockran told him that i1t was
largely to Cockran's Interest as a large
stockholder in the Consolidated Gas com-
pany and the interest of a host of Cock-
ran's friends to block the proposed pur-
chase by the Consolidated of other light,
heat and power properties in New York
“‘either by Iinfluencing stockholders to
vote against it or by legal proceedings,”
To make the story short, Lamb swears
that Cocrkan told him to go ahead and
defeat the scheme and he would pay him
handsomely for it, proportioned to the
amount of benefits and compensation re-
celved by Cockran.

Thereupon, Lamb alleges, he began pro-
ceedings to set aside the election of offi-
cers of the gas company on Jan. 22 1890,
and afterward brought two sults agalnst
the gas company, one for Jared D. Woll,
Jr., and another for Frank Bulkley
Smith, stockholders, to restrailn the pro-
posed purchase. He scoured the country
for proxies from stockholders to be voted
at the meeting which wae called to ratify
the purchase and got proxles on 8,000
shares. The court refused to set aside
the election, and he appealed. While he
was waiting for his appeal to be heard,
Cockran, so the affidavit alleges, on or
about Dec. 1, 1901, instructed Lamb to
discontinue the actlon and also to obtain
a discontinuance of the injunction suit
in which other counsel had been employed
through Lamb. Cockran, the afidavit al-
leges, gave as hie reason for this re-
quest that he and his associates had made
a settlement with the gas company, ‘‘and
that he was then receiving in considera-
tion of such suits and proceedings » large
sum of money in cash, the amount of
which deponent does not know, and in
addition thereto other benefits of great
pecuniary value to said Cockran and his
assoclates.”

Lamb discontinued all the suits and
then sent a letter to Cockran asking for
what amount he should render his bil] for
his services. The affidavit says that
Lamb received no reply to this letter.
What he professe to sue for is his com-
pensation, which, he says, it was under-
stood was to be more than a fee for pro-
fessional services. He has not been able
to learn who Mr. Cockran’s associates are
and wishes to learn so as to join them as
defendants.

In an Interview Lamb sald:

1 suggesated to Cockran that $20,000 would be
a fair fee. He s=ald that was absurd and of-
fered to glve me $10,000. This I refused, be-
cause T learned that he had received from at-
torneys for the Consolidated Gas company
three checks aggregating $700,000. I thought
if° he got $700,000 for quitting, he could af-
ford to pay me $20,000,

Cockran says he is willing to fight it
out with Lamb.

TWO ASSISTANT CITY PHYSICIANS

Drs. Clark and Cohen Must Quit—
Sequel to Red Light Inspec-
tion System.

Assistant Clity Physicians Clark, and
Cohen end their connection with City
Physician Nelson’s staff to-night. Both
men refused to accept the suggestion of
the board of corrections and charities
that they resign, and yesterday Dr. Nel-
son followed out the desires of the board
by officially notifying them that he would
have no need of thelr services after
July 1.

The necessity of reducing expenses in
the city hospital department Is glven as
the reason for the discharge of the two
assistants, but the real cause lies in their
connection with Mayor Ames' notorious
“red llght"” district lnspection system.
Their discharge will effect a saving of
$175 a month in the hospital pay roll. It
is the intention to have their work done
by recent medical graduates, who will be
attached to the city hospital stafl under
the title of “externes” and be given their
room and board in return for their
services.

Both Drs. Clark and Cohen insist that
as Mayor Ames was president of the board
of corrections and charities, they had mo
option in the Inspection matter, but ac-
cepted the work as in the line of thelr
dutles. When public sentiment finally
condemned the system they abandoned
the work voluntarily. They say there has
been no inspection since June 1.

Irwin Shepard, of Winona, secretary of
the National REducational association,
spent the day yesterday in looking over
the work done by the Commercial club
committees and the local subcommittees
that are providing for the entertalnment
of the thonsands of visitors to the as-
soclation convention next week.

A COOL WEEK

Light Rains Bénefit Crops in Certain
Sections of Minnesota.

The weather bureau's climate and crop
service bulletin for Minnesota for the
past week Is summarized as follows:

The week has been a cool one, with temper-
atures on the morning of the 26th approach-
ing the point at which frosts are possible,
There have been very light rains in the north-
west and In the extreme southeast on several
days, and rains in the southern half of the
state on the 24th and the morning of the 25th
which were very heavy locally, flooding low
lands in Brown, Blue Earth, iLe Sueur and
‘Waseca countles, These rains were beneflelal
1n the southwest, where rain has been needed
for mbout two weeks. It is eaid that in the
Red river, valley late sown grains are doing
very well, though many flelds are very weedy,
but that some of the early wheat seems to
need warmer weather. In other parts of the
state wheat, oats and barley are generally in
splendld condition, though in small areas on
light land the straw of wheat arnd oats is
rather short., In.central, southern and south-
western counties some rust is reported in the
wheat, Where "fie ADril dust storms were
most severe, grain ficlds have a very uneven
stand; some are very thin and some too
thick. The early barley is generally well in
head, and wheat and oats are coming into
head. Much of the early flax is very good,
and It ie in bloom. Rye {8 mearing ripeness,
and it will be cut soon after July 4. Corn is
small, its growth being slow because of the
cool weather. The wild hay is heavy except
in parts of the southwest, Timothy and clo-
ver are also heavy; considerable clover 1s al-
rendy cut, ithough the weather has not been
favorable for vuring hay. Timothy is atout
ready to cut. Potatoes are good in ‘most
places, though a part ot the early crop in
Anoka county ls said@ to be spindling. Corn
and potatoes are well cultivated. Strawberries
are nipening glowly.
