MICHIGAN SNAKE FARM

Willets' Half Acre Containk Some
20,000 Reptiles.

MENOMINEE, MICH.—Ezra Willets of
Chliton has the distinction of being the only
ralser of snakes in this. state. His farm is
about two miles south of Chilton and con-
sists of one-half aere on a stony hilleide. It
is full of crevices where the snakes can es-
cape the severe cold of winter and the heat
of summer. The land is so overgrown with
grass and brush that it makes an ideal re-
treat for the reptiles and their number I8
estimated at 20,000.

All of the snakes are of the variety known
as ‘‘garter’’ snakes. Their bite 1s not poi-
sonous and they seldom attain a length of
over four feet. They are used in making
“snake oil,"" for which there is a large de-
mand. The oll l& used for rheumatism and
allled affections.

It was to mesat this demand that the snake
farm was started, and Mr. Willet has made
it a paying business, He hires small boys
of Chilton to kill the snakes at 6 cents a
head.
