The claim of the management that it is 

ready end .willing to part with i ts long 
green in bunches if ball players can be 
seoured thereby, i s borne out indirectly 

, by an i tem in the Chicago Tribune, which 
a s s e r t s that the salary paid Katol l by 
Wl lmot was of a figure that wyuld have 
s taggered any western; league magnate in 
t h e old days .

B r u s h H a t B r i l l i a n t S c h e m e . 

It is rumored that John T. Brush, while 
working his ferti le brain overtime the 
other week, evolved a scheme for a 
twelve-c lub circuit, and that the other 
magnates are satisfied with the scheme. 
Mr. Brush, according t o Dame Rumor, is 
now closeted at his home in Indianapolis, 
working out the detai ls of the proposition. 
In general, his plan of campaign is be­
l ieved to be to work on the weakes t of 
the American league clubs, and gradual­
ly disrupt the organization. It is said 
that Brush is so tickled with his new idea 
that he is even wil l ing to disturb a few 
of the present National league magnates , 
if necessary, to carry out the scheme. 

Mr. Brush, however, appears to be reck­
oning without his host. He makes the 
mistake that has been made by a good 
many baseball polit icians of not consider­
ing Ban Johnson, nor does he take into 
account the popularity of the American 
league, nor the disrepute into which cer­
ta in of his faction have grown with the 
public. Ban Johnson could get up a twe lve -
club league much easier than Brush, b e ­
cause the public has confidence in him, 
and i t has none in Brush. And if Johnson 
did undertake the making of a twe lve -
club circuit, he would 4 undoubtedly re­
tire Brush, Freedman and others who have 
done much to injure the game in their 
respect ive cit ies , as the first step in the 
deal. 

Mr. Brush just at present is reported 
t o be decidedly persona non grata in h is 
own bailiwick, where his continued inter­
ference with the work of Manager McPhee 
has caused much dissatisfaction among 
the fans of the Ohio burg.

But 
Tuesday night's rain, followed by yester­
day's heavy showers, put the track in such 
a condition that it was impossible to con­
tinue either the races oir the exhibition 
classes, and as the visiting horsemen all 
have other engagements for next week, jt 
was necessary to call the meet off entirely.

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SHARKEY OUT OF IT

Sailor Once More Has His Champion-
* ship Aspirations Squelched, 

NEVER WAS FIRST-CLASS MAN 

R u h l i n ' s Bluff i n C h a l l e n g i n g ; W i n ­
n e r o f J e f f r i e s - F i t z s i m m o n s 

B o u t C a u s e s A m u s e m e n t . 

Tom Sharkey's fourth demise as a cham­
pionship heavyweight possibil i ty has been 
the principal topic of interest in the pu­
gi l is t ic world during the last few days. 
The bout was the last of the series of 
fistic events given in connection with the 
coronation fest iv i t ies at Londan, and the 
sailor proved conclusively what was sus ­
pected by many some t ime ago— that he 
never was really in the first division 
among the big ones. 

The sailor first came into prominence 
some four or five years ago. Never pos­
sessed of any great amount of science, 
he nevertheless had a slam bang, rough 
and tunible style of fighting—something 
after the manner of Terj-y McGovern—that 
was l ikely to bewilder the novice. He 
managed to polish off a few dozen fourth 
raters on the Pacific coast, and finally, by 
the grace of providence and an unscrupu­
lous referee, gained decisions over Cor-
bett and Fitzs immons on fouls. Then he 
went up against Ruhlin, then a big, clum­
sy Swiss , and sent him to the ropes in 
the first round. 

A l i t t le later he was matched with Kid 
McCoy, who, with Corbett and Tommy 
Ryan, stands at the head of the l ist so 
far- as boxing abil i ty is concerned. The 
Kid had Tom on Queer street for a short 
while, but the tough sailor managed to 
hang on until the Hoosier weakened from 
his own exertions Then Tom waded in 
and administered the quietus. 

That sent Sharkey's stock sky high 
among the followers of the fight game, 
and he was selected by popular opinion 
for the logical man to tackle Bob Fi tz ­
s immons, then champion. B\it, when the 
time came for a match, Sharkey quibbled 
over one or two detai ls , and Brady imme­
diately picked up the gauntlet of"the Aus­
tralian on behalf of his big protege, Jim 
Jeffries, who at that time was c o t highly 
thought of on account of his poor showing 
against the colored man, Bob Armstrong, 
a few months before. 

Every one remembers the resu l t of that 
match. When Jeffries became champion, 
Sharkey a t once sought a battle, and was 
accommodated without needless delay. 
The bout took place in the fall of 1899, and 
it marked the beginning of t h e ' e n d for 
the sailor. , 

B e g i n n i n g o f t h e E n d . 

While Sharkey had been pitted against 
c lumsy novices, l ike Ruhlin—for the lat­
ter, although a veteran in service, was a 
child in ring science when he first met 
Sharkey—or frail but clever boxers l ike 
McCoy, he met with great success . He 
was too fast and too aggress ive for the 
big fel lows, and too hardy and enduring 
for the h i t -and-get -away men. But in 
Jeffries h e found a very different propo­
sition. The wild swings of the sailor were 
met by Jeffries with cool, effective jabs 
from that big left paw, jabs which kept 
Tom busy and made him wilder and more 
unscientific than ever m his work. Al­
though Jeffries did not put h is man out, 
he battered away at h is ribs until at the 
finish Sharkey was a complete physical 
•wreck, and all critics have since admit­
ted that it was that hammering which 
sapped the sailor's strength and made 
him such an easy proposition for Ruhlin 
and Fitzs immons in the following year. 

The victory of Ruhlin came during the 
next summer, and was a complete sur­
prise to the dope fol lowers. It was evi ­
dent that either Sharkey had gone back 
or Ruhlin improved in a remarkable de­
gree. The question was sett led in short 
order by Fitz a few weeks later, when he 
disposed of both men in the most decis­
ive fashion, proving at once that Sharkey 
had deteriorated considerably, and that 
Ruhlin had not improved to such a de­
gree as to make him a championship pos­
sibil ity. That was the last battle of any 
importancee that Sharkey engaged in un­
til the bout at London some nine days 
ago, a bout which wil l probably result in 
Sharkey's permanent ret irement from the 
ring, and the pasing of the greatest 
four-usher, with the possible exception 
of Kid McCoy, that ever made good with 
a gull ible public. 

T h e Bluff o f R u h l i n . 

Ruhlin's challenge t o the winner of 
the Jeffries-Fitzsimmons contest is an­
other attempted four-flush of so v patent 
a nature that i t is amusing. After his 
defeat by almost every fighter of account, 
he gives the public l i t t le credit for inte l ­
l igence when he assumes that lt^will le t 
him base a reputation upon a victory over 
poor, decrepit Sharkey. 

Speaking of the Jeffries-Fitzsimmons 
contest , a rumor has been current that 
i t would be called off on account of the 
bad feel ing aroused in San Francisco by 
the Gans-McFadden fake a week 'ago. 
San Francisco has always had more than 
one city's fair share of hippodromes, and 
it i s feared that this last exhibition may 
prove the straw that broke the camel's 
back. 

From al l accounts of the batt le , Mc-
Fadden was e i ther drunk or doped when 
he entered the ring He staggered about 
the ring before a blow was struck, and in 
the second and third rounds repeatedly 
went down without being touched. His 
seconds finally threw up the sponge to 
save themselves . Suspicipn has been 
aroused before" the contest came off that 
i t would not be on the level , and the re­
sul t confirmed these fears. The lovers of 
honest boxing in San Francisco are mak­
ing themse lves heard more and more 
lbudly at every recurrence of one of these 
shady looking contests. The Ruhlin-
Jeffrles fiasco last winter did not help 
any to make the promoter's way smooth, 
although the majority exonerate the 
champion from any suspicion of faking. 

What a pity i t is that some good, 
square boxer cannot give Gans a punch 
that would not only put h im out of the 
championship class, but effect his perma­
nent retirement into oblivion. This is by 
no means the first t ime that the colored 
gentleman has disgusted fight fol lowers 
by h is tactics , the most notable instance, 
perhaps, be ing the bout with McGovern 
at Chicago, when Gans went down in the 
third round, and incidentally lost a small 
fortune for h i s admirer*.

RECORD BREAKING FISH CADGHX

Hard luclc s tor ies are becoming l ess 
common among the fishermen and tales 
of record-breaking catches are more and 
more frequent as the weather becomes 
warmer. The cold, stormy and windy 
days are not favorable t o successful 
angling, and fishing is real ly like all 
other sports, dependent upon old Sol for 
i ts prosperity. 

Perhaps the best record of the season 
was made by a 'sportsman at Rice Lake, 
Wis . , who captured s ixty-one bass in a 
single day. This, by the way, is e leven 
more than the law permits, but most men 
would be perfectly- wil l ing to pay the fine 
—in fact, nine out of ten would put them­
se lves out of their way to render them­
se lves l iable to prosecution if they 
could. 

Two other good catches reported were 
those of George Reilly and J. R. Mc-
Klnnon at Lake Susan, and Mrs. A. P. 
Veel and Miss Rothery of Omaha at 
Lake Minnetonka. The former two 
caught twenty - s ix bass with a total 
weight of seventy-nine pounds, and the 
latter secured eighteen bass and pickerel, 
which aggregated something more than 
seventy pounds in weight. Catches 
of this sort m waters which are fished as 
persistent ly as those' of the two lakes 
mentioned, are rather remarkable. 

It may seme strange to those who are 
not familiar with the angl ing for mas -
kalonge to int imate that there might bei 
fish hooked that could not be landed by 
a s ingle individual, but it is nevertheless 
true Recently the Wisconsin fish com­
mission, in search of large specimens for 
exhibition purposes, seined Turt le lake 
and took from these waters one mas-
kalonge weighing 103 pounds and one that 
weighed 87 pounds Jt -would be only a 
chance catch if one should land one of 
these big fel lows with a hook and line, 
but it shows that they are in the lakes, 
and it i s probably such giants as these 
that consecutively smashed six No. 7 and 
8 Skinner hooks within, two hours at th i s 
lake. Nos. 7 and 8 are large hooks and 
strong ones, but tfte jaws of the m a s -
kalonge are l ike stejlj, and the writer has 
lost many hooks in this manner. Unless 
the hoojk i s swallowed between the bony 
part of the upper*»p.d^ lower jaw, the 
ordinary hook will be broken and the fish 
will get away- It 'h£s been the experience 
of anglers to have one hook of the gang 
broken at a t ime until the^ whole "three 
were gone, but it is a l so true that some 
of these big fish are occasionally hooked 
just 'r ight , and then it becomes a matter 
of skill and patience in landing him. It 
is believed that the largest maskalonge 
ever taken in these waters did, not exceed 
56 pounds, though there are undoubtedly 
many that are much larger that the 
ordinary tackle will not hold. Many mas ­
kalonge have been brought in this spring 
that were of 20 pounds' weight, which is 
a fair,* average for the big ones. 

W h e r e Big: B a s s L u r k . 

There is a place just over the Wiscon­
sin border known as the Hole . It is not 
dist inguished by any other name, but i t 
is renowned for i t s black bass and its 
Inaccessibility. The water area is not 
over two acres. It is surrounded by a 
bog for nearly a quarter of a mile—a 
veritable floating bog. In this mixture of 
mud and water the angler must, , stand 
wais t deep and cast his l ine into the pool, 
which has the reputation of being bot­
tomless. There are no rushes in it and 
the banks are perpendicular, so that if 
one can cast h is line over the edge 
he is sure to have his bait fall among 
the b ig bass that have been undisturbed 
for ages , for few anglers have the hardi­
hood to invade this locality, with i ts dis­
comforts of mosquitos, malaria' breed­
ing swamp and treacherous bottom. 

Occasionally, however, a venturesome 
sportsman will make the t r i p and is well 
repaid for the exertion. Bass four to s ix 
pounds in weight were taken there las t 
Sunday, a s many as each of the four 
anglers could carry, and they were tak­
en In one hour and a half. Some of the 
variet ies taken are declared to be a cross 
of wal l -eyed pike and Oswego bass, for 
several of them could neither be called 
bass or pike, though in parts resembling 
each. If i t is true that these variet ies 
interbreed, it i s a fact unknown t o local 
hatchery experts .
