Senator Marcus 'Aurelius Hanna, who 
has been more often cartooned than any 
other man now in the public eye, wi th the 
possible exception of the German em­
peror, wil l v i s i t Minneapolis the 'week of 
the s ta t e fair. The senator wi l l come wi th 
Secretary of Agriculture James Wi l son , 
and wil l at tend <a good roads convention 
•which it i s planned to hold a t H a m l i n e . 

R. W. Richardson, secretary of. the Na­
tional Good Roads associat ion, and a gov­
ernment commiss ioner; and James W. Ab­
bott, special agent, mountain division, bu­
reau of road inquiry, department o f a g r l - ; 
culture, arrived this morning. They had 
a long talk with County Surveyor G. W. 
Cooley, and this noon /lunched -with W a l ­
lace G. Nye at the Commercial club. 

To Mr. Nye they explained that the d e ­
partment of agricul ture ihad (had many 
requests to send what i s known as - the 
"good roads" train into the northwest ; 
and. they requested h im to interest the 
club i n the matter . Mr. Cooley, who h a s 
lcng 'been a leader in local good roads 
movements , i s much interested in bring­
ing the train here, ajid says there i s ev ­
ery indication tha t the project wi l l be 
carried through successful ly. 

•Martin. Dodge, director of t h e bureau 
of road inquiry, department of agricul­
ture, called upon the Gneat Northern of­
ficials and laid before t h e m a project t o 
send the "good roads' train here for la ir 
week, and from here to . run i t w e s t to the 
coas t over the Great Northern. F inal 
arrangements were not . made 'but the of­
ficials expressed t h e m s e l v e s sis favorable 
to the plan. : 

T h e train .consis ts of twelve "Cars, "two 
for the accommodation of officials and 
workmen. T h e other, t e n arei flat- cars, 
and carry the la t e s t improved road ma­
chinery. Wherever a stop i s made this 
machinery i s unloaded and a practical i l ­
lustrat ion made of i t s ut i l i ty . A sample 
road i s built , a .good roads convent ion i s 
held, and I l lustrated lectures are g iven on 
good roads topics . T h e train h a s re-
cenl ty completed a c ircuit of the south­
ern s tates and h a s a l s o been taken over 
the I l l ino i s Central sys tem. It i s a 
school o n w h e e l s , des igned to teach the 
ar t of road building and it has-been, emi­
nent ly successful .

MAY NEVER RISE

The police are st i l l searching for the 
body of R. W. Emerson, who was drowned 
in Lake Calhoun July 4. Captain C. R. 
Hi l l said to-day that the search would be 
continued unti l Saturday night, and if 
the body w a s not recovered in that t ime 
the matter would be abandoned. 

In 186S a man, wife and two children 
were drowned in Lake Calhoun and their 
bodies were never recovered. The same 
thing has occurred in other drowning 
cases in the lake s ince that t i m e . I t i s 
believed tffat -the bottom in places \s cov­
ered wi th quicksand and that the bodies 
sink into i t to such a depth that t h e y 
never r i se again .

Washington, July 12.—After consulta­

t ion with Land Commissioner Hermann, 
Secretary Hitchcock has outlined a tenta­
t i v e plan for disposing of t h e Chippewa • 
lands a s provided In the Morris act. , 

He wi l l probably Issue t h e necessary 
orders before he leaves Washington next 
Wednesday. Firs t he wi l l direct the « 
commiss ioner of Indian affairs to com­
plete the a l lo tments ito the Indians . , I t 
Is stated that al l the lands are surveyed 
and that only a small proportion of tbe 
Indians have not received their al lot­
ments . U n l e s s the Indians themselves 
put obstacles In the way, th i s part of the 
work should be completed this summer. 

The remainder of the agricultural lands 
wil l then be thrown open t o sett lement. If 
this part of the secretary's program does 
not miscarry, se t t l ers should be able t o 
take up lands next spring and wi l l be able 
to put In a crop next summer. 

As to the t imber lands, the secretary 
has cal led on Commissioner Hermann t o 
submit l i s t s of lands examined and c las ­
sified under the original Ne lson act. They 
will be ready in a day or two. When r e ­
ceived the secretary will advise with the ' 
forestry division with a v iew to ascertain­
ing what particular tracts , amounting t o 
5 per cent of that which i s to be sold, are 
to be reserved for forestry purposes. Ad-... 
ver t i sements for the sa le of a por t ioa 
of the pine t imber wil l then be sent out*' 
The secretary hopes that this pre l im­
inary action may be completed by Aug. 1, 
w h e n he hopes to advert ise the first sa l e , 
of pine lands. As th i s advert isement 
must run tor s ix months , proposals w i l l 
not be opened unti l the first of February 
a t the earl iest and the approval of s a l e s 
will take another month , so t h a t i t i s 
not probable that any logging wil l be done 
on the reservat ion n e x t winter unless i t 
be for about a month land a half at t h e 
end of the season. 

During the t ime t h e s e advert i sements 
are running, special agents"--on t h e reser­
vat ions to examine the various tracts t o 
determine the quality and.probable va lue 
of the timber with a v i ew to g iv ing i n ­
formation to the secretary so that he may 
be able to judge whether the bids r e ­
ceived be approximately fair. 

T h i s , p l a n applies on ly to the lands 
heretofore classified -under the N e l s o n 
act. Special agents w i l l be put on the 
reservat ion to classify the remainder of 
the lands, which wi l l be opened^to s e t ­
t l ement and advertised for s a l e a s "pine" 
nex t summer. . = . . . . . . . ' . ' . 

The secretary does not re ly -a l toge ther 
on the accuracy of the classif ication here­
tofore made, but h e i s desirous t o begin 
operations on the reservat ions and wi l l 
se lect such a s b e i s reasonably 'certain 
about and put It on the market . 

Where there Is a doubt, the secretary 
wil l have a re-examinat ion made. In mak­
ing classifications the secretary" wi l l ad­
here t o the old rule that any forty-acre 
tract which has 10,000 feet or more of 
timber on i t ia to be classed a s pine and 
those having under 10,000 feet shal l be 
classed a s agriculture. The timber Is t o 
be sold on the bank sca le and the exact 
amount of timber wi l l be determined in 
the fall and winter . Whi l e the advert ise­
ment for the sale of pine lands Is run­
ning the secretary wi l l se lect h i s force of 
superintendents and scalers who wi l l be 
put into the woods whenever purchasers 
are ready to begin operations.

New Routes for Exportation oi 
Breadstuffs. 

CANADIANS ARE HUSTLING

Washington, J u l y i2 . -^The mil lers and 
wheat growers of the northwest need no t 
be alarmed at t h e reports 'o fHhe fall ing 
off in exports of breadstuffs which have 
just been made public by the treasury bu­
reau of s tat is t ics . This report shows 
that during the year the exports of bread-
stuffs decreased $62,464,570, the value of 
the exports for 1901 being $267,487,239, 
and for 1902 $205,022,669. The greates t 
decrease was in corn, the value of which 
product sent abroad h a s fal len from $82,-
$15,226 to $16,005,039, due t o the shortage 
of the crop. There was a decided gain In 
the value of wheat exports, from $96,339,-
230 to $112,149,188. l F lour sent abroad 
showed a s l ight decrease, from $68,997,441 
t o $64,725,88$, due t o the increased demand 
at 'home. . 

The N e w York Produce Exchange, which 
i s keeping a c lose watch of the export 
grain and .flour trade, th inks that the 
fal l ing off in the American exports of 
these art ic les i s due t o the wonderful de­
velopment In recent years of Ca'nadian 
points of export. The decrease of N e w 
York a s an export market for breadstuffs 
ha6 been very great in recent years and 
this decrease is taken there to mean 
that the American export o f breadstuffs 
trade as a whole i s decreasing. The bulk 
of the Amerian crop now g o e s abroad, say 
the N e w York exporters, by way of Can­
ada. Once N e w York exported, mo re grata 
than all other American ports combined. 
Last week 'Montreal exported 85 per cent 
more than N e w York. The changing con­
ditions .are pointed out in N e w York a s 
due to unusual energy and enterprise o n 
the part of Canada.
