ST. LOUIS C0. TAXES

Larger Share to Be Paid by Iron
Companies.

THIS MAY LOWER STATE TAXES

An Increase of $86;000,000 Prob-
able in Assessed Valuation of
Range Properties,

St. Louis county is going to lead off in
tax reform this summer, if the newspapers
of that bailiwick are true prophets. ‘The
county board of equalization at its com-
ing meeting is going after the iron mines
and going after them thard. :

The real estate valuation of the iron
properties in St. Louis county, as fixed
by the state board in 1900, is $10,000,000.
The present total assessed valuation is
something short of $14,000,000.

State ‘Auditor Dunu says the assessment
shall go to $30,000,000 this summer. This,
acording to the Duluth Herald, would be
very satisfactory to the TUnited States
Stee]l company. One mine alone is worth
the present assessed value of the whole
range, and according to good authorities,
the fair estimate is something like $20,-
000,000, Assessing thlem at 50 per cent
of the cash value, as is done with other
property, the mines would pay om a valua-
tion of $100,000,000.
““The total real and -pérsonal wvaluation
of the state last year was $600,980,614.
‘This increase in the range valuation
alone would add $86;000,000, or about -16
per cent to last year's: figures, ‘This

state tax.levy -next \year, even 1if last
year's figures on other. property were not
inoreased. X

_Beyond question there will be a big
raise in 'St. Louis county, afd it may go
so far as to leave nothing for the state
board to do. St. Louis county wants &
new courthouse, and if the taxpayers can
make the steel trust pay for it they will
be happy. 'The county's assessed valua-
ticn of $47,315,503 might well be doubled.
Not even the officers. of the trust can
protest against a great increase in  their
assessment. In the light of the testi-
mony given by President Schwab, before
the industrial commission at Washington,
the value of their 'prbperty is evidently
several times its presént assessed figure.
This was flxed before the organization
of the United StatesSteel company, and
fbefore any one in Minmesota outside of
the company’'s experts had any idea of the
immense value of the Mesaba and Ver-
million ore deposits.

BIG GAIN IN EARNINGS

MADE BY THE M, ST. P. & §. 8§, M.

Minneapolis & St. Louis Also Makes
Excellent Gain Over Record
Breaking Year

The Soo railway's gross earnings for
the past fiscal year will be over $6,000,-
000. The increase over the preceding
year will be more than $1,500,000. Minne-
apolis & St. Louls earnings for the fiscal
year will be about $3,515,000, an increase
of $240,000 over last,year. g

The Minneapolis & St. Louis makes this
increase .over a year in which every month
was a record breaker. The fact that most
of the coarse grain tonnage went from
southern Minnesota . to southwestern
points instead of coming to Minneapolls
has affected the earnings for this year
to some extent. The road has made an
unusually hard hustle for general freight
to make up the loss in coarse grain busi-
ness and has been very successful. .-The
passenger department has made an ex-
ceptionally good shawing.

The big percentage of increase in the
Soo’'s gross earnings is the redult of a
comparison with a poor year in the pre-
ceding twelve months, in which poor crops
caused a loss of trafic amounting to $760,-
000. The earnings for the present year,
however, are $1,000,000 greater than the
best year the Soo has had. .

Including the proprietary companies
Great Northern earnings for the year will
be in the neighborhood of $38,000,000, an
fncrease of $8,000,000 over last year. The
Great Northern's percentage of increase
promises to be larger than the Northern
Pacifie's. :

Milleau was in a bad physical condition
when brought to the jail a few days ago
and was still under the physician's care.
Dr. Kistler visted him twice yesterday
and thought that he was much better.
At 6:30 o'clock Milleau was seen in his
bed but a few minutes later was found
in the bathroom.

It seems that the man went to the bath-
rcom and deliberately turned con the hot
water holding his head under the stream
until. he was overcome by the steam.
This theory is borne out by the fact that
he is mot burned anywhere except about
the head and meck.

Milleau was arrested Friday by De-
tectives Hicks and Mealey on a charge
of grand larceny. Tt is alleged that he
was connected with A. J. Bennett in the
larceny of a sealskin coat from R. E.
Ginty. Both men were held to await the
action of the grand jury.

An autopsy held by Coroner Willlams
this morning reveals the fact that death
was due primarily to the shock of the
burns and secondarily to alcoholism. The
man was suffering from delirium tremens
and it is believed that he may have com-
mitted the act while delirious. No in-
quest will be held.
