Typhoid h a s a l s o taken Bruce 
Sni th of Onwentsia, Holabird's school-
i ra te , out of the l i s t s . 

Wal ter Egan. of 'Lake Geneva, las t 
year's runner-up, Jiis cousin Chandler 
Egan, and Abram Poole, Jr., of Glenview, 
all youngsters , but bri l l iant players , will 
be afceeot.

With in the next (two months a thordugh-
ly modern gymnasium, complete in equip­
ment, wil l be opened by t i e new Minne­
apolis Athletic clutK in the old Elks' hall 
on Nicol let avenue, below Third street,, 
under the direction of Professor P. A. 
Caroiofini. 

The entire upper floor of the Herrick 
block, Including a width of s ixty-f ive feet 
on (Nicollet avenue, with a depth of seven­
ty-five feet , has been leased for the clt|b 
quarters, and the work of remodeling; the 
rooms wil l be begun a t once. It i s expec­
ted that the gymnasium wil l be opened 
about Sept. 25. 

The gymnas ium wil l not be conducted 
on commercial l ines, but wil l be in the 
nature of a priyate club, and a" number 
of prominent business men" have already 
all ied themselves with the undertaking. 
Future applicants for membership must 
be approved by vote of the original mem­
bers. 

According to the present plans for the 
equipment of the club quarters, a sep­
arate room will be fitted out as a hand­
ball court, with a floor_of regulation size 
and a twenty-foot cell ing. The main gym­
nasium wil l be equipped with a complete 
set of modern apparatus, "including strik­
ing bags, a sufficient number of pulley 
weights , medicine balls of various 
weights , rowing machine, dumbbells, I n ­
dian clubs and all other appliances com­
mon to a business men's gymnasium. A 
large assortment of boxing g l o v e s and 
fencing foils wil l a l s o "be provided and 
c lass instruction in these two branches 
of athlet ics will be given. 

The club quarters wil l also include 
locker-rooms, baths, reception and read­
ing-room, massage-room and the private 
office of the instructor. 

- It is the intention -to form a woman's 
class in gymnastics and fencing, and 
three forenoons of each week wil l be re­
served for the instruction of th i s class. 

Next spring the club plans to organize 
teams in various branches of outdoor 
sport, and it is the- u l t imate intention 
to secure a field for the use of these 
teams, which will represent the -club in 
contes ts wi th teams representing similar 
organizat ions in other c i t ies .
