New Chamber of Commerce Open-
ing Will Then Be Due.

DECORATORS SOON TO GO TO WORK

Several Very Sumpiuous Suites to
Be Occupied by Large
Companies,

October 20 Is the date upon which, if
everything goes right, the new Chamber
of Commerce building will be ready for
the opening. Work is progressing satis-
factorily amd is being pushed as fast as
possible,

Neither John Washburn, president of
the chamber, nor L. R. Brooks, chairman
of the building committee, will commit
himgelf to the fixing of & time when mem-
bers can have possession of their new of-
fices. Bo many delays have been ex-
perienced avd so many disappointments
met with sinee the building was begur,
that both gentlemen hesitate about prom-
Ising possession on a specified date,
especially in view of the feeling of un-
rest in labor circles. No building enter-
prise undertaken in Minneapolis ever met
with greater difficulties. The very fact
of the prosperity of the country was a
handicap at the start, in that it made it
difficult to secure the prompf delivery of
building material. Strikes have inter-
fered very serlously several times,.and
even to-day the grille work and orna-
mental iron cages for the elevators are
lying in Chicago, where they have bgen
for several days, held up by the freight
handlers’ strike. [t is mow ‘believed,
however, that with nothing further of an
adverse nature arieing, the building will
be ready Oct. 20.

Soon Ready for Decorators.

‘The building wil soon be in shape for
the decorators. The marble wainscoting
is in place to the eighth floor. 'All the
plastering is finished, all the woodwork
in place and the floor tiling is plled in
the corridor ready to lay as soon as the
heavy trucking back and forth through
the building shall have ceaged.

The big exchange room is apparently
in the condiiion it was six weeks ago,
with the ceiling entirly concealed by the
scaffolding, but above this, work has pro-
gressed The scaffolding will stand,
however, until Bradstreet can get his
decorators at work on the mural paintings
that are to cover the panels at the top
of the large windows.

Handsome Suites.

The hardsomest offices anywhere in the
northwest will be the suite to be occu-
pled by the Washburn-Crosby  company,
which embraces the entire second floor.

'Here the work is well
along and many of these little offices are
almost complete as they stand.

A Teature that will be greatly appre-
clated is the smoking-room opening off
the exchange room, but without other
means of egress, where members may sit
and gossip at their ease, without inter-
ference from the outside, and yet inf the
closest touch with the pit. 'This recom is
light and alry, and looks out over South
Minneapolis, affording a view of the mill-
ing district.

Some gossip is now starting as to what
the directors will do by way of getting
up a fitling celebration for the opening
of the new chamber. Various plans have
been discussed inférmally, but no de-
clsion hae been reached.

The Charsplon Beaten by Byers of
the Allegheny.

ALL CALCULATIONS UPSET

Fine Golf Weather and an Enthus-
ifastic “Gallery"” Watching
the Play.

Glenview Golf Links, Ill., July 17.—Al-
mcest ideal weather prevailed to-day when
match play for the amateur golf cham-
pionship was resumed and many good
scores were made by the contestants dur-
ing the morning round. Chief interest
centered in matches between Champion
Travis and B. M. Byers of Allegheny,
who was expected to make Travis show
all his skill to keep in the running, and in
the match between Walter Fgan and
George A. Ormiston, whose score of 79
in the qualifying round, a tie with Travis,
furnished one of the biggest surprises of
the tourpament. Large galleries fol-
lowed both games and the play was close-
ly watched. To-day's match play will
bring the tournament down to the semi-
finals. These will be at thirty-six holes
to-morrow and the generally expreseed
opinion among golfers this morning was
that Travis would surely win his way
through them to the finals.

Egan and Ormiston halved the first and
second holes in 6 and 4, bogey figures.
Egan took the third 5-7,Ormiston slicing
into the trees and going into the ditch
on his second. The fourth was Egan's,
4-6, Ormiston finding the trap bunker.
Ormiston won the fifth, 3-4.

Byers gshowed considerable nervousness
in his match with Travis, while the vet-
eral played as If errors were unknown to
him. Travis took the first hole, 5-8,
Byers missing a two-foot putt for a half.
The second and third were halved, Byere
miseing another two-foot putt in the
third to win. Travis took the fourth,
sixth and eighth and Byers the seventh,
his magnificent brasey landing him on the
green. At the turn Travis was 3 up with
a medal score of 39, three under bogey.

Byers' .game was simply unbeatable.

SPAIN IS AFIER TRADE

TOURISTS

ARE ENCOURAGED

The New Spanish Minister Arriveg
in New York—A Plea for
Trade.

New York, July 17.—Emilio De Ojada,
the new Spanish minister to this country,
is In the city and will remain here for a
short time before going to Newport for
the summer. Discussing the conditions
of trade in Epain and the proposed . eci-
procity treaty with the United States, the
minister is quoted by the Journa] of Com-
merce as saying:

“Spain, having lost her colonies, fully
recognizes the importance of increasing
her commercial relations in order to ad-
just her affairs to the new conditions.
But what i needed as a preparation for
increased commercial intercourse is a
better understanding and more general
intercourse between the two peoples. I
find there is almost total ignorance, in
a popular sense, in the United States as
to what Spain is, and there is even
greater ignorance, if possible, in Spain
in regard to the United States. As & be-
ginning therefore I favor increased inter-
couwrse between the two nations. When
the people of Spain and the United States
get to understand each other better the
commercial opportunities will follow.

“And I think that a bhappy and practi-
cal way of creating this better under-
standing has been hit upon. The idea is
to establish a kind of syndicate to com-
prise the rich bankers in Spain, the rail-
road companies, the hotels, -etc., for the
purposea of encouraging American tour-
ists to visit our country. The plan is to
make the trip as cheap and in every way
as pleasant as possible,

““There has been wonderful progress in
the Spanish ehipyards and in sugar grow-
ing and planting. The foreign office has
already given this matter great study and
as a first step has started a sample office
for the purpose of giving our own people
an idea of foreign requirements. Samples
of all articles that Spain can produce and
that have a foreign market are on exhi-
bition, with their ruling prices attached,
and the new department iz one that will
undoubtedly prove of great value.”
