At 4 o'clock yester-
day morniag Mr. Pond, so he says, reached
his house, and it {s asserted that very shortly
afterwards Mr. Thompson ‘left it through a
window, while Mrs. Pond {8 sald to have gono
to the home of one of her neighbors.

Later In the morning Pond made his appear-
ance on the streets, armed with a revolver
end In pursilt of young Thompson, but after
& chase covering several blocks, the youtn
pucceeded in throwing his pursuer off the
trail.

A few hours passed, but Instead of coollng
the anger of the indignant benedlct, timd only
added fuel to his tage. When he next ap-
peared on the publie thoroughfare he had
added a second gun to his equipment, and
agaln was in full chase of (Thémpson. Thomp-
son's second flight was witnessed by large
and Interested crowds, ‘Their suspense, how-
ever, did not last long, for before Mr. Pond
could unload elther of his woapons, Thompeon
bad m second time found cover. \

Folled again, the irate husband was com-
pelled to give up the chase, and before hostil-
ities could be reopened, Thompson had in-
voked the mid of the law. ©On a warrant
sworn out by him, Pond was arrested and
bound over.

The proprietor of the glddy merry-go-
rounds, being thus restricted (n his means of
vengeance, also had recourse to the arm of
the law and swgre out a warrant for the ar-
rest of Thompson. [But when the offlcers
made search for the young man, he was not
to be found in the ocity limits.
