'This was not enough, however, to cause
any firmness agalnst a very good weather
map in the northwest and a bearish color in
the forelgn reports. Liverpool cabled that
their cash market is' In discouraging condi-
tion and that It !s lmpossible to draw bids
at- anywhere near profitable prices. Paris
was off a little. Liverpool closed unchanged
on Doth wheat and corn. In Chicagoe the
trade was light and it was much the same in
the local pit. Some of the big traders i
Chlcago were buylng September against sales
of December and this gave a little strength
to the more active option. St. Louis came in
with a lot of bearish gossip. Harvesting re-
turns are sald to be showing ylelda better
than expected. The Price Current says
wheat has been further alightly impaired and
oats also show moderate decline from the
gondition last week. Corn is maturing in fine
promise. Montreal joined In the bearish
gossip and sent out a dispatch saylng that
in the opinlon of grain men there Canada,
in its entlrety, will this year produce 150,-
000,000 bu wheat. Chicago July oats made
another sensational spurt and struck 70e.
