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Ames ' absence, flatly denied that he had 
ever received any orders from the chief 
e i ther verbally, orally or through Secre­
tary Ernest Wheelock to get after the 
"candy s tores" ana-keep disorderly houses 
urithin close confines. 

"The pursuance .of_such a, policy," he 
explained, "was n e t e r in any wise re ­
ferred to by the chief in my presence and 
X am surprised that he should have made 
such a statement. I was informed by Sec­
retary Brown, after the chief left town, 
that , in accordance with the mayor's i n ­
struction's, I was to be acting chief until 
the return of the real head of the de­
partment. I have no quarrel with the 
chief and have no desire to engage In 
personal i t ies . 

"He's g<?ing to .send me to A. substat ion 
out in tne -woods, i s ae? Wel l , I won't 
lose any sleep over that. If that i s the 
case, I rather l ike the prospect. I cer­
ta inly have no appetite for remaining at 
headquarters and helping clear up the 
mess that has been made of It down here. 
Every official act of mine during the 
chief's absence has been in strict com­
pliance with my instructions from the 
mayor through hia private secretary." 

F A C E S T H E INDICTMENT 

T h e C h i e f C h n r g e d "With A c c e p t i n g 
a $ 1 5 Bribe. . 

After having made all arrangements for 
bal l and attended to other detai ls . Colonel 
Fred W. Ames presented himself in court 
t h i s morning for arraignment on the sec­
ond indictment returned against him by 
the grand Jury. When Judge Simpson 
took h is seat on the bench the superin-
tendent of police, tanned and burned like 
a farm hand, had everything arranged so 
a s not to place himself in posit ion to 
spend even an hour in jai l . 

The Indictment charges that on Feb. 4 
la s t , being then superintendent of police, 
h e received $15 from Addie Miller, with 
t h e understanding that her bagnio on 
Third s treet S should be exempt from all 
pol ice interference. This indictment is 
based on the evidence of Addie Miller her­
se l f and of Inspector Otto Wirtensohn. 

Colonel Ames did Mot enter a plea. 
Th i s was reserved until Thursday when 
h e may make a motion to quash the In­
dictment. If this motion is 'denied he will, 
enter a demurrer. Should this be over­
ruled, he will then enter a plea and will 
naturally plead "not guilty." 

At the request of 'County Attorney 
Board man the case was set for trial on 
Aug. 4, next Monday. It is understood 
that the case will go to trial, regardless of 
expense, at that time. 

H i s A b s e n c e . E x p l a i n e d . 

Victor J. Welch made a brief explana­
t ion to the court regarding the absence 
of h is client. He stated that when Colonel 
Ames left the city immediately after his 
acquittal on the first charge, he did not 
know that there was a warrant out for 
him. He went to the southern part of 
Missouri for recreation and did not know 
what was happening here. Not until he 
received a letter from his wife was he 
aware that he was wanted here, and as 
aoon as he received the information he 
s e t out at once for Minneapolis, coming 
straight through without a stop any­
where, .vlr. Welch remarked that this 
explanation was due h i s cl ient and the 
court, in view of the many sensational 
articles in the press. 

H i s bail was fixed at $5,000 and the fol­
lowing were accepted as suret ies : Wil ­
l iam Li. Martin, general freight agent, of 
the Soo railway; Horace iM. Weston, con­
tracting freight agent of the Soo, and 
Harry P. Gallaher of the Northwestern 
Consolidated Milling company, who i s also 
a brother- in- law of Colonel Ames.

I never 
dreamed that such was the case. I had 
been subjected to a severe nervous strain 
during the trial, as was only natural un­
der the circumstances, and I determined to 
ge t far enough away from town to get 
my troubles off my mind. I went from 
here directly to St. Louis and remained 
as* «aat city a few days. There is no truth 
in the report that I took dinner at the 
Planter's hotel in that city and that I .was 
seen by several people from this city who 
knew me. Of course, there isn't a city 
In the United States where I'm not known, 
but the only former Minneapolitan whom 
I met in St. Louis was Bil ly Childs, who 
Is now on the advertis ing end of the St. 
Louis Republic. I had a short talk with 
Bi l ly about politics. He asked me if the 
mayor was going to run again, and I told 
h im I thought not—that he was out of 
polit ics for good. 

"It w a s beastly hot down in Missouri, 
and I was anxious to get north again, al­
though I find i t rather hot again on my 
return.

S t a t e Auditor X>unn th inks the next l eg­
is lature should wipe from the books the 
special, l ev ie s for the funding tax, the 
soldiers' relief fund, and the s tate univer­
sity, and provide money for these pur­
poses by appropriation. This is in line 
with the general policy of reducing the 
s ta t e tax levy. 

"It wi l l Ibe only a few years ," he said 
t h i s morning, "when no s tate l evy will be 
necessary. The Increase in gross earnings 
taxes and in receipts from other sources 
wil l provide sufficient revenue for al l pur­
poses. This year w e shall be able t o 
make a very substantial decrease in the 
levy. I have said It might be cut down 
two- tenths of a mil l . ' I now bel ieve we,pan 
do better, and reduce the levy for s ta te 
revenue to 1 mill . This,' at our increased 
valuation, wi l l raise enough money, with 
what we get from gross earnings. There 
wil l be a great Increase from t h e rai l- , 
roads.

BUT WILL MAKE SPEECHES 

G i v i n g : t h e G o v e r n j n e n t ' s P o i n t o f 
Vievy—The D e p a r t m e n t o f

Washington, July 28.—The seeming dif­
ference between President Roosevelt and 
some of his newspaper friends regarding 
the character of the speeches which he 
proposes to make in the northwest and 
wes t th i s fall, ar i ses over a question ot 
definition. He says he i s not to make 
any "political" speeches; some of his 
newspaper fr iends have said that he i s 
to make "political" speeches. Both are 
probably right. It is not the intention 
of the president to . go over the country, 
in response to non-partlzan invitations, 
and indulge in pajrtizan addresses; but 
it i s his intention to make speeches on 
the topics which will be most discussed 
during the present campaign, notably the 
trusts and t h e . Philippines. He will not 
state hlB case a s a partlzan, hut as the 
president of the whole people. He wil l 
give the administration point of view 
of these and other Questions, and take 
the public fully Into h is confidence. Not 
once wi l l . he ask anybody to vote the 
republican t icket next November, but 
every word he utters , in proportion as it 
carries conviction, wil l be an appeal 
of tremendous force in favor of the re­
tention of the republican party in power. 
His speeches will be a good deal stronger 
coming in this way than they would be 
a s bald appeals for votes . 

Several members of the cabinet are also 
inclined to resent the insinuation that 
they are to take the stump in defense of 
the republican position. They say that 
n o . l ine of cabinet campaign has been 
mapped out, but their admission that 
nearly every cabinet officer i s -to appear 
In one or more public addresses before 
e lect ion day ought to be enough to sat ­
isfy the public that t h e cabinet, whether 
a s the result of a deliberate plan or 
otherwise, i s to present the administra­
tion point of view. 

The net result of these speeches, if 
they have anv result , wi l l , of course, be 
to Inspire public confidence in the ad­
ministration, and that Is why they* will 
be heard. The president takes high 
ground in this matter , claiming that the 
country has a right to know, during a 
time when the adminstrat lon i s being 
attacked on the stump In^every state, just 
what that administration has to say by 
way of*defense. There is none so wel l 
fitted to s tate the administration posit ion 
a s a man who forms a part of it . Pri ­
marily, therefore, the addresses of the 

.president and of (his cabinet advisers wil l 
not be "political," they will be made 
for the enl ightenment of the country.

I^ake George, ; N . "XY, July 2&.—At a m e e t ­
ing ot representat ive ant l - imperia l i s ts 
held In New York ci ty las t spring a com­
mit tee was appointed to Investigate army 
conditions in the Phil ippines. At a m e e t ­
ing just held at Lake George, an open le t ­
ter t o the president was adopted. The let ­
ter was signed by Charles Francis 
Adams, chairman; Carl Schurz, Edwin 
Burritt Smith, Moorflold Storey and Her­
bert Welsh. It says : 

We desire to express the gratification af> 
forded us by your review of the 14th inst., as 
commander-in-chief, of the findings of the 
court-martial In the caoe of General J. H. 
Smith. Takon in connection with the previous 
memorandum of April 15, that review will, 
provided it be followed by corresponding gen­
eral action. In our opinion, do much toward 
the re-establishment of the national prestige 
and the restoration of the morale of the 
army. Especially opportune, in our judgment, 
is your very-commeudable reminder to officers 
in high and respcrusible positions that, in a 
warfare with national dependents, such as 
that recently wageo by us In the east, it be­
hooves all such officers to be "peculiarly care-
/ul in their bearing and conduct as to keep a 
metal check over anv acts of an improper 
character by iheir subordinates." 

The level here reached is lofty, and In 
healthy contrast -with that spirit, far too 
prevalent, which seeks excuse, If not justifi­
cation, for the excesses of tbe present, in 
every instance of inhumanity which can pos-
gtbly be exhumed either from colonial history, 
or lor the regrettable records of our Indian 
•warfare. 

While thus, however, expressing our sense 
of obiigation, our investigations have led us 
to conclude that the demoralization of the 
officers and soldiers of our army in the Phil­
ippines, iiK .-tiding all branches of the service 
anl a!! grades of rank, was far more general 
than m g h t be inferred from your review. 
Demoralizing influences, very prejudicial to 
any high standsid ot mifftary morale, were, 
under the circumstances, Inevitable. This led 
to lamentable results, calling for the firm 
band and stern coi.action fcund. and most 
fortunately applied, in your orders ol April ""5 
aud July 14. 

Meanwhile we v.ouTO respectfully submit 
that the good of the anmy and the future of 
our eastern dependencies demand that inves­
tigation should not stop at. this point. General 
Smith and Major Waller were not the sole 
culprits, nor should they suffer in the cnarac 
ter of scapegoats. 

In your review you say that these cases 
•were exceptional. "Your means ot information 
on this poiht should unquestionably be infi­
nitely better than ours. Meanwhile it is al­
ways to be borne in mind that one side only 
of this painful story has been faeardt and that 
side only In part. The testimony of repre­
sentative Filipinos has been jealously and 
systematically suppressed. Judicial and im­
partial examination on the spot has been de­
nied or pronounced impracticable. 

The le t ter then discusses the "kill and 
burn" order, and says: 

As the not unnatural result of military op 
orations so inspired, an official report indi 
cates that out ot a total population in a single 
district of 300,000, not less than 100.000 per­
ished. 

The letter then al ludes , t o t h e ' w a t e r 
cure, saying that the first reports of i t s 
practice met wi th denials , while evidences 
before the senate Phil ippines committee 
proved conclusively that th is and other 
forms of; torture had been used, and adds 

Where Inquiry revealed the systematic use 
of torture by subordinates, the officer in re­
sorption In other duties of his position was 
blame on the ground that his pralsworthy ab 
sorption 1 cother duties of his position was 
PO complete that such trivial incidents failed 
to attract his notice. Such a finding is cer 
talnly suggestive. 

Finally, every severity known to the state 
of war—practices which have excited the spe 
clal reprobation of the American people when 
reported as features of the hostilities in Cuba 
under Spanish regime, or in South Africa 
during the Boer war—have been of undisput­
ed and frequent occurrence in tbe Philippines 
From the early beginning of operations there 
it has been the general practice, if not actu 
ally the order, to kill those wounded in con 
filet. In like manner as nespects concentration 
camps. These, as a feature in recent Spanish 
and South African operations, excited In us as 
a people the deepest indignation, combined 
-With the most trotonind sympathy for those 
thus unm*rc Ifully dealt with. When resorted 
to by cur officials' in the Philippines, these 
camps are represented as a species of recre 
ation grounds, into which the inhabitants of 
large districts rejoiced to be drawn, and from 
whlob they departed with sorrow. Reports 
to which we can, on the other hand, refer, 
give of them accounts not essentially differ­
ent from the accounts receive* of similar 
camps established elsewhere. 

The le t ter t h e n quotes a communication 
to the senate by Secretary Root on Feb, 
14, in which Mr. Root said: 

"The war in the Philippines has been con. 
ducted by the American army with scrupulous 
regard for the rules of civilised warfare, with 
careful and genuine consideration for the pris 
oner and the non-combatants, with self-re­
straint and with humanity never surpassed, 
if evef* equaled, in any conflict, worthy only 
of praise and reflecting credit upon the 
American people. 

These words, continues the letter, of sweep­
ing commendation and unqualified indorse 
ment were written by the honorable secre­
tary when all the essential facts since brought 
to light were within his official cognizance, 
TOU have given "public assurance that the sec­
retary is more desirous than yourself even, if 
that be possible, to probe to the bottom every 
responsible allegation of outrage and torture, 
to the end that r.othtng be concealed and no 
man for any rcaecn fa\ored or shielded. The 
draft oa our crec.ulity thus presented is large, 
but we accept your assurance. Meanwhile, 
permit us to point out that such very sweep 
log and somewhat uncalled for commendation 
and approval, so far as we are advised, alto 
getbw unprecedented in character, coming di 
rectly and-In the midst of active operations 
from the fountain head of military authority, 
are scarcely caluculated "to keep a moral 
Check over a c t s o t an improper character by 
Subordinates."

Washington, July 28.—Tbe rejection o f 
the propositions made by tbe Colombian 
government to General Vargas Santos, t h e 
leader of the Colombian liberals, who for 
thirty-eight months have been waging w a f 
against President Manoguln, has encour­
aged the ministers from Nicaragua and 
Costa Rica to "hope that the isthmian 
canal may yet be constructed by the 
Nicaraguan route. ^ 

This government expects to purchase thsj 
Panama canal, and the s tate department; 
has practically completed a new treat/ , 
with Minister Concha, representing Co* 
lomtoia. The success o l tne negot iat ion* 
depends on the election of a congress in 
Colombia t o ratify the treaty. There has 
been no congress in that country for three 
years, and General Gabriel Vargas Santos 
says that the liberals wil l keep up t h o 
flght for three years more. General Varr 
gas Santos has rejected the proposal of 
Minister Concha for peace, and i t i s r e ­
garded as impossible to have a congress In 
Colombia until there i s peace. 

The Colombian liberals are receiving aid 
from Nicaragua, and it Is suspected here 
that th is aid Is for the purpose of pre­
venting a congress in Colombia t o act on 
the canal treaty. It wil l be Impossible 
to close the negotiations for the transfer 
of the Panama canal concession t o t h e 
United States without a Colombian con* 
gress to ratify the treaty.
