HUNTING THE POLE

Bernier Will Establish Wireless

Communication With Dawson.

NEW SYSTEM OF TAKING SUPPLIES

World to Be Kept Advised Day by
Day of the Fortunes of
the Explorer.

B8peclal to The Journal.

Seattle, Wash., July 31.—Bernier, ' the
famous Canadian explorer, who ls to go
in quest of the north pole, will estab-
1ish Marconl wireless telegraph communi-
catlon between hls party and Dawsgon.
Details ‘are given by Governor Ross of
Yukon territory, who met Captain Ber-
nier and discussed the plan with him.
The governor said:

“Captain Bernier intends to sail for
the north by the way of Bering sea. It is
his opinion that he can catch a current
by taking this course that will earry his
ship to within 150 miles of the pole.
“They will take-long 'metallic - tubes,
sharpened at one end and hollow, with an
opening at the other end. "Into these
tubes will be placed concentrated,foods of
a wide varlety. The food pots will be
placed in the ice and will bear flags. In
this manner the course pursued from the
ship will be followed easily, and the re-
turn trip will be made by going from
pole to pole.

““The Marconl system is to have an in-
strument in full sympathy in Dawson,
and news of the progress of the expedition
will be sent from the front back to Daw-
son, thus keeping the world informed of
the fortunes or misfortunes of the party.”

NO GIFT FOR ROSE

Text of Hia Speech Which Is Sup-
posed to Have Given Offenase.

Milwaukee, Wis.,, July 31.—The an-
nouncement of his majesty, Emperor Wil-
liam, that certain mayors and other offi-
clals, municipal and otherwise, who had
entertalned his brother, Prince Henry,
were to recelve decorations, warranted
the beliet some days ago that Mayor Rose
would be one of the number. But the list
published to-day, and said to be official,
does not contain the name of Rose. Lead-
ing Germans in Milwaukee say it is bare-
¥y possible the mayor may be remembered
in some other way at a later date, but
there are others who express the opinion
that the emperor and the prince did not
like Rose's speech on the occasion of the
reception of the prince in this city last
epring.

Mayor Rose said, in part: ‘“Here in our
land, where individual tates, each en-
joying sovereign powers, are united in
one beautiful sisterhood, some by dis-
.tance widely separated from others, yet
all welded Into indissoluble union by com-
mon interests and a common patriotism,
you have found a happy, prosperous, en-
lightened and peace loving people. Each
oltizen is the tuler of hiz own destiny,
the king of his own fortunes and the lord
of his own manor. By our magna charta
each is guaranteed the rights of con-
sclence; and conscience and those laws
in the enactment of which his voice has
been heard are the only sovereigns that
rule his civil conduct.” 3

At the time the mayor made these re-
marks it was said several members of the
prince's party were offended, and so ex-
pressed themselves to certain acquaint-
ances before leaving Milwaukee. The
mayor, however, disclaimed any intention
to be offensive, but desired.to give the
prince and his party something like a
true idea of a free and popular gavern-
ment.
