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CANADA'S RIVER ROUTE

DEEFP WATERWAY T0O THE OCBAN

Competition With United States Way
Must Soon Be Reckoned
With.

New York Sun Special Service

Chicago, Aug. 2.—A deep waterway from
Chicago to the Atlantic is now prac-
tically assured, and Canada’s minlsters of
finanoce and commerce are already plan-
ning for trade.

J. Israel Tarte, minister of public works
for the Dominion of Canada, who has ar-
rived in Chlcago on the Canadian steamer
Lord Stanley, and who is making a tour of
the great lakes, said that his country was
spending a vast amount of money on har-
bor Improvements and extensions, and
that her transporiation lines were rapidly
making inroads on our commerce.

“The time has come,” sald he, “when
the United States must share her com-
merce with us, Weo have the route to the
ocean, and we can make the rates. Your
trade—at least a portion of it—must fol-
low, because we can offer the induce-
ments. Canada Is expanding right along,
and trade is bound to come.

“Our first work of great importance will
be the deepening and widening of the
French river from Georgian bay to Lake
Nipissing. This gives one of the best ports
on the lakes to the Canadian Paclfie rail-
road. The principal transportation routes
from the head of the great lakes will then
be via Montreal and New York to Liver-
pool. We have $1,000,000 for the work—
already started—to be done on the French
river., There are four rapids to overcome,
and the river will be forty feet deep. From
there the way to the ocean may be bullt.
The enterprise will cost $80,000,000."

THE WASTE OF PEACE -

King of Italy Calls on the HKalser
Regarding Disarmament.

Berlin, Aug. 2.—The object of the visit
of the King of Ttaly to the German em-
peror at the end of thise month is to pro-
posea a reduction in contlnental arma-
ments. This was the purpose of his visit
to the czar, from who he received every
encouragement. He will come to the em-
peror with Russia’'s full support.

Frank Vanderlip, formerly assistant
secretary of the Lreasury of the United
States and now vice president of the
National City bank of Newi York, who ar-
rived here yesterday from Italy and who
glves the Assoclated Press this Iintel-
ligence, says that the great Italian bank-
ers believe something will come of Vie-
tor Emanuels’ project.

The young king has taken the step on
his own Initiative and it is mot the
Italian government's, but the monarch’s
personal act. His majesty reallzes that
keeping up a huge army is for Italy a
more crushing burden than for other
countries under the continental system
and he is inspired by a desire to serve
his own country as well as all Europe in
undertaking this mission. In eircles in
Ttaly privy to the king's design, nothing
but hope for success was expressed.

London, Aug. 2.—Miss Yohe received a
note from Captain Strong yesterday as

Upon the receipt of this note Miss Yohe
hastily wrote:

“Come back! I forgive all.—Mazy."
®This was sent by the waiting messenger,
who refused to give Strong's address. Miss
Yohe then canceled her Parls arrange-
ments and awaited an answer, or the ar-
rival of Strong, but there was no answer
and Strong did not appear.

Princess Rospigliosi Gives Birth to
a Child To-day.

Rome, Aug. 2.—Princess Rospigliosi,
who was Miss Marie Reld of Washington,
D. C., gave birth to-day to a daughter.
Both mother and child are well. There is
rejoicing among those who have been op-
posed to the prince's marriage at the
fact that the child is not a boy.

The Princess Rospligliosi was marrled to
the prince after securing a dlvorce from
Frederic Parkhurst of Bangor, Me. ' The
Catholic church did not recognize this di-
vorce, and refused to give permission to a
Blue sister to nurse the princess at her con-
finement, holding that the marriage to the
prince was nonexistent.
